She yas ac-
companied by her grandmother, with who'n she
lived in Madrid and Paris until three years ago.when her grandmother died. Since that, time
she has lfved with her Spanish stepmother
in Paris. Itl said to have been the intention
of Gen. Sickles to sail with his daughter for this
countty upon Saturday four weeks ago. Pas-
sage had been engaged and every tion
made for the departure. Sevetal before
the time arrived suspicion of the Intended elope-
ment, it is said, became excited, for the man
with whom Miss Sickles finally eloped was then
arrested. The charge is said to have been that.
of theft, he having had some of Sickles' jewelry
in his possession. His name was McCarthy. He
is a southerner, and is said to be well known in
this city. Through efforts of Minister Noyes Mc-
Carthy was released on condition that he would
leave the country. This he agreed to do, and
upon the Friday night preceding the day upon
which Gen. Sickles Intended to depatrt for
this country McCarthy left Paris for
London, but took with him the general's
daughter. This is the statement of pers.ns whohave just returned from Paris. It is alleged
thatMcCarthy and Miss Sickles are living In
apartments in London, but that the former has
changed his name. It is further stated that Me-
Carthy was a married man at the tine of the
elopement. He Is described as about 34 years of
age and fine looking. It is also affirmed that he
is a man of bad reputation and known here as
an adventurer. At the Army and Navy club to-
day It was reported that Gen. Sickles had latelybecome seriously Ill in Paris. His friends here
deny the story and say that he wrote recentlythat he was delayed by his daughter's illness.
but they do not seem to have much delinite

GEN. GRANT TALKs To YouNG AMERIcA.-In

Chicago yesterday the Union Veteran Club es-
corted Gen. Grant from the Grand Pacific hotel
to the Exposition building, where, about noon,
the school children began coming in troops. ie
did not attempt to shake hands with the little
ones, as there were severalthousandof them,but
contented himself with occasionally addressing
one, kissing another, and accepting the numer-
ous bouquets they bore.

The General has accepted an Invita-
tion of the Grand Army of the Republic to visit
Harrisburg on the 15th of December.

THE POLITICAL EXcITEMENT IN MAiNE.-A tele-
gam from Augusta. Maine, last night says:-Excitement over the expected counting out of
the republican legislature runs very high here
to-day. By early trains a large number of lead-
ing republicans from all parts of the state ar-
rived. This evening the hotels are crowded.
Hon. Daniel F. Davis, the governor-elect and
ex-Governors HannibalH n and Israel Wash-
burn, Lot M. Morrill, A. P. Morrill, N. Dingley
and S. Perham are present. Hon. Nathan Webb,
U. S. district attorney is here as counsel. Ex-
Governors Chamberlain and Coburn have tele-
graphed that they will come. Senator Blaine is
here, and Messrs. Reed and Lindsay, of the
House. The members of the republican state
cOmmittee for the current year and the commit-
tee for next year are In town, and in addition a
large number of senators and representatives-
elect, whose seats are threatened, are on hand.
The governor and counsel arrived during the
day and assembled In the state house at 4 o'cl'k.
It had been given out generally through the
state that they would at once proceed to open
the official returns. The goverhor this evening
