"c-tempt of court" in his special deighit.. illi a -
piness is complete when. after days of worrying
and bullying some unlucky mayor or oth *r
magistrate, he goads the judge to cmimnit lnn
to prison for seven days for ""oute:nt)t of ourt-"
Then he calmly and deliberately lays hi:ns -if
out on the floor and refuses to leave the court
except in the arms of half a dozen poile,n-+t.Ills capacity for extelnporaneous s;teethifying
is unequalled in Ireland, which is saying s,;n"-
thing. lie will keep talking for twelve hours
at a stretch, and want to go on longer at tht
end of that time.
In this case of Mr. Killen he was in groat

form. His usual performance was this: iBfore
the court each day he let oiT a burst of preh a-
inary steam to ease himself. and, as it were, to
get himself into a swing for the day's t.:alk. In
this little morning exercise, which cane off
before a highly-amused and more or le's
amazed audience, in the court, he rattled away
about everybody, from Queen Victoria d).vu to
"Policeman Maloney." as he elegant.ly cali."-1 the
St ipendiary Magistrate who presided at tl" pro-
ceedings. Then he tackled into some Crown
witness for several hours at a stretch, enliven-
ing the work by flinging hinself at poor "i'olls-
man Maloney," nt ho had a hot .ine of It, ch:itl-
longing committal for contempt of court. it
declarig that he wouldn't stir except in tt'
arms of seven police.,nen, anal that Ilten he
would have the whole lot indi.ted for a;, tult
and battery, and would mulnorali"e lIaen
Victoria to send the Lon Lieutuint
to the tower for maltrating he' subjects uII re-
land, keeping ap all the tnie a running tire of
commentaries, personal, pollt e;it and relf-;ious,
of the most original claracter.
