MARSHAL DOraLAss' OLD MASTER DEAD.-The
Baltimore Aie,ariran this morning says:-Cap-
lain Thomas Auld. so well known as once the
owner of Hon. Frederick Douglass-once an
Eastern Shore slave boy, now Marshal o' the
District of Columbia. and one of the finest pub-
ie orators In the United States-died on Sunday
last at the residence of his son-in-law, John C.
Harper. esq. near St. Michael's. Talbot county.
Captain Auld was s5 years of age and had been
almost helpless for a long time 'before he died.
He was at one time a merchant In St. Michael's,
was a member of the M. E. Churcb, was a most
excellent man in all the relations of life,and was
a kind and indulgent master, when he owned
slaves, freeing them all at the early age of 31
years. In the year 1839, after young Douglass
ran away from his slave plantation, Captain
Auld received a letter from a gentleman In Can-
ada. asking if he would sell his freedom papers,
and offering a liberal sum of money for them.
le did not reply to the letter, saying that
Douglass would have been free in a few years
had he not run away, and-now that he has gone,he could stay. After the passage of the fugitive
slave law In 1550, he transferred his supposed
right In Douglass to his brother, Mr.Iugh Arld,in iBaltimore, who disposed of it to Douglasshimself, who was thus relieved of all apprehen-sions of arrest.

ON TRIAL FOR LIFE.
THEMURDER F 6E.P.MIRTH.
Tria of nedflrd,Qee. a ad Plmm
The trial of the three colored men-Joseph

Neverson, alias Joseph or "Babe" Bedford, Ed-
ward Queenan and SandyPinn-niced for the
murder of George Philip Hirtion P street on
the evening of January 7th last, was continued
in the Criminal Court, Judge Hagner, yesterday
after our report closed.

Tmz Tuamay.
Rev. B. D. Owen, Usto of Mount Zion M. .

church. of which Birth was a member, testined
to having been in the store of the deceased
about 5 o'clock on the day he was killed. De-
ceased was treasurer of the Sunday School So-
clety, and It was thought that he had about one
hundred dollars of the society's moneys. Did
not see him again until the following day,
when he was lying dead at his brother's. on
Pierce street, between 14th and :15th.
Mr. Bernard Tully was next examined and

testified that he left St. Luke's Church, corner
of 15th and Samson streets, where he had been
working on a church organ about 7.40 or 7.45
o'clock p. in., In compa with Thos. Williams,
who had been ass1s him, and walking alongon the north side of P street, between 16th and
17iC, they found the deceased lying on his back
with a fountain of blood flowing from his openmouth. They lighted a candle and cried "mur-
der" and "police" when a man in his shirt
sleeves came towards them, but witness could
not make out whether he was black or white.
lie said that there was an ofmfeer near the school
house. The dying man was removed to a drug
store which they reached about 8,11 o'clock.
Cross-examined by Mr. Miller:-What was the

character of the service at the church? Answer
-Very respectable (laughter.) Q.-Was it ves-
per service? Ans.-No, sir, vespers are cus-
tomary in the Catholic church. This was a
Protestant Episcopal Church, and it was what
they call evening service supposed to com-
men'e at 7% o'clock, and the minister was on
his knees when we left.
Mr. Miller, after questioning him, ands receiv-

ing an answer that the first man he saw was
one in his shirt sleeves, and he did not come so
near to him that he could even tell his color,
questioned him about the wounds. These the
witness described, and being pressed for a
more minute description of them, remark-
ed that he supposed it was the business of
doctors to describe the wounds. The court in-
timated that the physicians would fully describe
the wounds. It was a very dark night, but not
raining. Q.-Were the stars shining? Ans.-
The stars never shine when the nights are dark.
Q.-Did you see the man who nirst appearedafter you called any more that night? Ans.-
How could I see him or know him if I did when
I have already told you that I did not know
whether he was white or black. That is a sillyask.
Thomas Williams, who was with the last wit-

ness, and who lives at 29 Potomac street, George-
town, repeated his testimony as to the findingof Birth's body whichhegave at the coroner's in-
quest.
On cross-examination he said that the second

man whom he saw atter finding Birth's body,and who, when they halloed " Police," came to
the middle of the street, and said there were
police at the school-house,and he would go there
after them, and who then ran towards the
school-house, was :colored, and seemed about 19
years of age. When witness and Tully halloed
Murder " and " Police," he heard a party over

toward the school-house cry "Small-pox,""Small-pox."
This closed the case for the day.

JUDGE HAGNER REPRIMANDS COUNSEL.
District Attorney Corkhll brought to the at-

tention of the court a case in which an attorneyhad called upon one of the government witnes-
ses and told him that if he swore falsely the pen-itentiary would stare him in the face.
Judge Hagner said : " I am obliged to say that

this was extremely reprehensible unprofession-
al conduct. It was an indictable offence, andthe only excuse the court can find in the matter
is in ascribing such conduct to ignorance." The
court said he would pass it for the present. Ad-
journed.

Thiyd Day.
Long before the court convened this morningthere was a jam outside the bar, while within

the bar every seat was taken by 10 o'clock. The
prisoners were brought up some time before the
opening of the court and the jury, having taken
a walk after their breakfast at the National,
came in at 9:45 o'clock. Before the court con-
vened, Pinn's mother had a long conversation
with him as he sat in the prisoners' dock.
The first witness called to-day was Miss MaryB. Wynne, a lady 28 or 30 years of age, who

testiled that she lived in the house of Mr.
Hirth, 1504 14th street. On the 7th of January,about twenty minutes to 7 o'clock, when she
went home, she noticed several colored men In
front of the store, and Bedford was amongthem. She pointed out Bedford. When she
reached the door she found It locked. The men
were talking on the pavement. They were in
the habit or gathering about the door. Knew
Pinn and Queenan, but did not remember that
they were there. Witness went in and
opened the store, and thinks that Mr.
Birth came in about half-past i o'clock,and waited on a lady, and she saw that he took
a handful of silver out. le then read the paperand lelt at 7:45 o'clock. She asked him the time
and he took out his watch and told her. He
had only gone about halt an hour when she
heard that he was dying; did not see him again
until she saw his body at his brother's on Pierce
street the next day. Witness had known de-
ceased about three years; his age in October or
November last was 22. He had but one eye and
wore a false one. le was not a tall man and
weighed some where in the neighborhood of
1t;5 pounds. He was delicate and frequentlytook medicine. le was in the habit of walking
out P street to visit Miss Alice Sinclair, on 19th
and Q streets. Did not know that he had a
habit of carrying money about him. Did not
know that Bedford was outside when deceased
was making change for a customer. Witness
described the store as having a double door, the
upper part being glass: but did not know that
it was open.
Cross-examined by Mr. Wells:-It was 6:20

o'clock when she left the olice, and thinks t
took her -20 minutes to walk home. Bedford
was there, but he did not recognize her as was
his habit. Don't remember that the others
were there. It was not unusual for several to
gather about the store door-had seen Bedford
about there freuently-laghing, talking and
singing. Witness was aske if she knew where
Buckingham's store was, the defence stating
they expected to show that Bedford was em-
ployed at this store, but the question was ruled
out. Illkth came In within half an hour after
she reached home, and remained only a few
minutes. Mr. Hirth was a single man.
Dr. J. French liartigan testilled that he had-

had much experience in making post mortem
examinations, having made ~0J0 or .s00, or per-
haps a thousand. Remembers the post mortem
on deceased; made it at the house of the brother
of the deceased, on Pierce street. In the presence
of DIrs. Rtamsey and Pettis;tfound three cut.
wounds on the head-one behind the right ear..
gaping, with ragged edges, one and a half Inchesilong and half an Inch wide: another similar one!
about two inches behind It, and the third was a
transverse wound on the back of the head.
They all extended to the bone, and were evi-dentlly made with the same weapon or missile.
There was also a bruise on the forehead over.
the left eye. and another larger. one
about the left ear, which appeared
to have been made by kicks. The
surface of the brain was covered with.
blood, the skull was broken into innumerable-
pieces, just like broken china. These fractures
extended from one to the other and death was
caused by shock and hemorrhages. The wounds
on the head could have been made by some
blunt instrument. Two stones tied in hand-kerchiefs (one of them bloody) were exhibited
and Dr. Hlartigan said that the wouinds Could
have been made by that in the handkerchief(weighing about a pound). and It was the oneprobauly used. Ile doubted if the other, the
heavier one,weighing nearly 2 pounds,could have
been used, as it would have crushed in the skull.
Cross-examined by Mr. Smith:-The wound on
the front of the head, near the eye, was a bruise
about the size of a quarter of a dollar, and the
other bruise was on the ear. These wounds
may have been a contributing cause of death.
but not the immediate. lie described the other
wounds on the back of the head more minutely.
lie did not think that if the wounds on the front
of the head caused the man to tall that such
wounds as seen on the back Of the head would
not be caused by the fall. The wound over the
left forehead Indicated that sulliclent force had
been used to knock a man down. If the stone
had been held in the hand It would make more
of a bruise than cut, but If tied iu a handker-
chief and used with that as a lever it would make
more of a cut. A blunt instrument (a stone
-like the smaller one.) over a bony substance,
would make a clean cut with lacerated edges,
such as these wounds had. Any one of the
wounds would have knocked a man down. Any
one of the three wounds back of the head wassufficient to cause death, bat probably all comi-bined caused this death.
By Mr. Coyle-The wound on the front of

the head would have knocked the man down,
and he would have probably fallen on his back,
although the direction of the blow may have
been oblique.

Pve got you
now. and I Intend to fix you," and struck him
again. Queenan then took the man by the
coat and kicked him, and Pinn struck him I the
breast. Don'tknow what he struck Hirth with,
but by the way he struck thoughthehad astne
in a handkerchief. Queean and Finn did not
say a word, and witness said "For God's sake,
don't kill the man," and ran. Theman was then
down; did not heard him speak afterhe made
the remark "don't kill me." Witnew then ran
towards the school-house, (Miner Building.) and
met awoman going towards 19th street. Wit.
ness was runngt pretty fast, and the woman,
whom he was was singing or
groaning. Be then went out to 15th and S
streets, asigalong to 14th, to T, to 11th. to
his home on 12th, between V and W, (No. 127.)
Witness told Washington Btaxton (a friend of
his) about it on Friday or Saturday morning. On
Saturday evening he went to market and went
back home, when he heard the officers had been
there after him.
Cross-examined by Mr. Smith.-Was born in

King George Co., Va.; don't know what year,
but it was before the war; came here in 1862;
don't know how old he was then; was not 3 feet
high then; come with his mother and father.
His father works In Georgetown at the coal
wbarves; had two brothers and a sister. They
live In a brick house, 2 stories, with 4 rooms-2
up and 2 down. He pointed out the width of
the lot (about 15 feet). Q.-How deep is the lot?
Ans.-"How do Iknow how deep It Is. It runs
from the pavement to the alley." Witness oc-
cupied the back room down stairs. It has a safe
there for dishes and grub, a bedstead, stove,water bucjcet. We rent the front room up stairs
and the ack room down. Q-You and your
mother occupied the same room? Ans.-You
ought to know I don't sleep with my mother;
witness' brother about 12 years old, was home
that night, as also his sister (Mrs. Whittier).
The counsel said witness did not speak loud
enough. The court remarked the counsel did
not speak loud enough. Mr. Smith.-May it
please your honor while it is the privilege of
every American citizen to chew tobacco if he
wants to. I would suggest that the witness dis-
pense with it. The court directed the witness
to talk louder, and he then threw out his quidof
tobacco. Witness' sister was home that night
about 8:20 o'clock, and he saw her there.
The court here objected, saying that they

could ask whether he told his sister about the
murder, but It would not be proper to ask what
conversation he had about other matters, and
ruled out further inquiry on this point. The
defence noted an exception. Witness did not
tell his sister of this murder; was in her room 3
or 10 minutes. Had some conversation with his
sister; did not tell her where he had been.
Don't know what time it was when he gothome, but thought it was 8:20 o'clock. Knew It
did not take him an hour to get home from P
street, and remembered that the man told Bed-
ford It was twenty-five minutes past seven. Mr.
Smith proposed to question witness as to the
dress his sister wore that night to test his mem-
ory, but he was ruled out by the court. Wit-
ness was asked to describe his dress that night,and taking off his overcoat said "Just as I am
now," showing a rusty black coat, pants and
vest, and the same shoes, and he said
that his pants he had changed with
one of the prisoners (Tem Mackey) at the jailbecause his were so ragged. .Witness got up at
7 o'clock next morning; first saw his mother,brother and sister; told them nothing about the
murder; eat breakfast at home the next morn-
ing and left about half an hour afterwards. His
cousin, Joe Banks, who lives on Douglas street,between 11th and 12th streets, came around.
He was asked as to what number Banks lived,but the question was ruled out and an excep-tion noted. Witness went with Banks to the
droveyard, about 2X miles out on the B. and O.
R. R.; saw a colored man there; went there for
hogs for Mr. Henry Ruppert, living on 9th streetabove Grant avenue; went after 20 hogs; gotthem and drove them In; saw no one but the
colored man who weighed the hogs; got back to
Ruppert's a little after 12 o'clock; saw thebutcher there.
At this point a recess was taken till 1:30

o'clock.
JOHNSON CROSS-EXAMINED AFrER RECESS.

On the court reassembling at 14 o'clock the
jury resumed their seats, and Johnson againtook the stand for further cross-examination,which was conducted by Mr. C. Maurice Smith.
Before proceeding, however, the outside crowd
were admitted, and In a few moments there was
another jam, and many were unable to get In.
Witness only knew that he came here in 1862
because he had heard his father and mother say
so. First went to Mrs. Jenkins' school-the
Quaker school-can read and write a little. He
was questioned at sometgigth as to how longhe had lived at certain places, and Mr. Smith
asked whom he had conveised with during the
recess.
The court said that this was. an improperquestion and ruled it out.
Mr. Smith said the answer of the witness

showed that the witness had been corrected
during recess.
The court-And you make that statement on

i he merest suspicion. I will rule the questionout.
Witness continued saying that he had worked

for O'Brien two or three years ago and for Kingtwo years past off, and on to the present time.
King is a plasterer.Q.-Wbat have you been dolnt when out of
employment? Ans.-Nothing. When I was
working for King I would go home of nights andwhen not at work I would .ba about home.
4.-During the past three years have you beenabsent from home for two or three weeks at a
time? Ans.-I have. The court checked the
inquiry at this point. Witness was not ar-
rested in February, 1876 with one Mason Bell;
nor on March 9th by Oficer West; never was ar-
rested by Officer West; was not arrested in
April, 1876, for assault by Officer Bailey, nor byany one else; nor was he arrested July 11, 1686,
for assault by Offier Hess, nor October 25th for
assault on J. F. Butler, nor for larceny, March
25, 1878. Was -in jail once before this; went
there In May of last year; was arrested by Off-
cer Hfineline and served 30 days.

ALLEGED SPIRITING AWAT OF A WITNEss.Mr. Miller here said that he had a witness
one Howard Copeley, who was summoned and
brought to the court. He (alr. M.) told him he
could go home and he would send for him. He
was now Informed that two detective offcers-
had been to the shop (where he Is employed)
and had taken the man away.
