That
during the fishing senson—from January 1st to
May #th of each year, & closed season begin-
ning at sundown Saturday evenine and ending
Sundaynight,shall be observed each week, during
which time haul-seines.ete.,shall not be lald ont
and all stake-nets, welrs, ete., shall be ralsed so
as 1o glve unobstructed passage 1o the fish,
Black bass and salmon shall only be taken by
angling or with the outline. A fine of not less
thal #10 nor more than #1100, and the forfeit ot
all fishing apparatus is the penalty for violation
of the act, and 21 1s allowed cach informer,
