On an expedition T undertook last simmer
Into the Interior of Yemen proper, In order to
studv the history and literature of the YemenI'e.liws,as well as to collect as many of their
most interesting manuscripts as possible. I was
enabled to take some notes of the general
character of the surface of this classical land.
the Seba and Theman of the Blb'.e, Arabia Felix
of the Romans, well knows to the old world,
but nowadays a ttrra ofwwra, although a small
part of the southeastern corner belongs to the
English crown.and to use the barometer and
thermometer In the valleys and mountains duringmy four months' traveling in that mountainousland, passing some of the most savageand fanatical tribes.
Yemen proper is rightly callcd Arabia Felix.

It Is the most fertile and the most temperateI eountrv on this side of A^ia,owing Its happinesschlefly'to the absence of the great curse of Syria,
Arabia, and north and central Arrlca, the Shumumwinds (destruction), which are called la
Syria "Shuroccnw" (east), and In Egypt "HamslV'(fifty.) True, Aden and Its neighborhoodknow of hot eastern winds, but they are not the
terribly destructive Shumum. In the valleysand the narrow chain of mountains, all alongthe southern side of Yemen,from Babel M indaD
as far as Aden, such a wind is unknown, and
even in the pluln near the western eoa^t of the
Ked Sea.

It owes Its prosp; rity i o in hiving two rainy
seasons of no less thin four months each, an J
consequently two harvests In the year. 1 t rains
In Yemen proper regulnny from June ro Se;>tetrber and from December to March. It rained
last summer in the more elevated plate ins,from 6,wo to 8 000 feet high (so far as my own
observation did not reach 1 must depend on reports),a few times lu the month of June, an 1
from the fourth quarter of June until about th *

middle of August every day nearly without
exception, In Sanaa and the neighborhood (3inaais 6,7oo feet above the sea, and the nelghb >rhoodrises to s,2oo fret). The mornings are in
general clear; at about 12 o'clock It, begins to be
cloudy, lightning and thunder follow, and
nearly every day It begins to rain at about 2
o'clock and goes on with som? interruptionuntil 4 o'clock. There is less rain In the lower
parts, somewhat more in the western valleys,
very little soulhward, and nearly none in the
valleys east of the mountains of Yemen.
The elevated mountains make the climate

temperate and healthy. Yemen has an area of
about 50,OW miles, more than half of which belongsto a series of plateaus from 4,000 to s,soofeet above the level of the sea, and not reckoningthe eastern side on the slope of the mountainstoward the land of Iladhramaut,which, If reports are true (I gathered the best I
could), must be very bare, and Inhabited onlyby nomad Bedouin tribes, Mohammedans as
well as Jews.
The boundary line of Yemen Is as follows:Western side, along the eastefn side of the Ked

sea, from Babel Mandab south to Lohayanorth: then north side, from Lohaya norittwest
I to saada northeast; then from Saada northeastI to Aden southeast; then from Aden southeast
to Babel Mandab southwest, so that It forms an1 oblong square ot about l lo to 150 miles wideand 450 long.
The country near the sea coast is tlat. and itIs very hot.about 95° to b/2° F..near the sea

coast In the middle of the day or afternoon at 3.The plain Is about forty to sixty miles wide,and is crossed by many brooks and rivers on
the western side, and there are large old opencisterns as well as well-springs. Not so the
southern side, which has very little water be,yond a few wells and the small river Lahaj,j twenty-five miles north of Aden, and two orthieo little brooks at Der el Shaban, about fiftymiles north from Aden.
The plain is otten interrupted by low hills,and so the ground rises gradually to an elevationof about 2.500 feet, where the steep graultemountains begin. At about 3,500 feet we reachthe first wide and fertile plateau, where plentyot water Is found. The second plateau, thewidest and largest, is from 6,ooo to 7,000 feetliltfh. Thts plateau is full of well3, cisterns,andsmall brooks at every thousand paces, andmarshy ground. The chief and largest townsof Yemen, as the capital, Sanaa, Jaritn, set.t1 Demar (which was razed to the ground, town aswell as walls and fortress, the day I left theplace by the Turkish authorises), and Tats,stand upon this plateau. The third plateau is

t\i oo feel high, and upon it Jebel Kakuban andJebel Xakum rise to a.height ot 8.2oo feet. Theyyield extremely white marble, of which all thewindows of Sanaa and neighborhood are mateinstead ot glass. The fortified towns of Amraa,Sewlla, Mathna, and many others are upon thisplateau.I The chief mountains I passed on my wayfrom Aden to Sanaa Amram are, first, aboui,
seventy-five miles north of Aden. Jebel Mashuwar,4,200 feet high, second. Jebel Asab, 4,soofeet, about one hundred miles from Aden, andj about ten miles further on Jebel llowta, 7,000feet high; Jebel Nakurn, 8,200 feet high; JebelKakuban. 9,20<» feet high; and on my way from
Sanaa to Uodelde are Jebel Mathna, 8,000 feethigh: Jebel el Ilamisb, 7,ooo feet high, andJebel Haras, 7,200 feet high.

1 did not meet any wild beast In all my travels,except thousands of baboons. Oi domestic animalsthere are many camels, oxen, and cows,small in the plain and larger in the mountains;but cheese Is never heard of. The camels are

not good, and are only used for tilling theground, with a hard piece of wood instead of a a
iron plough, which last is met only in largetowns. In the plains the sheep have no wool atall, on the first plateau short wool, but In thehigher mountains the wool Is quite long. Goats
are scarce. There are very few horses and mules,and only in the mountains. The horses are ofno good race; many very spirited donkeys, es:peclally the gray ones at Sanaa; a tew chickensand doves, no geese and ducks, a few dogs andcats of a very strange form, and many beautifulwild birds.
