Flections YNext Week.

Thirte n states will hold eleetion next Tuesday,
Yii: Marylaerd, Virginia, Pennsvivania, Connecti-
e t, New York, New Jersey, Massachusetts, Towa,
Wiconsin, Minnesoty, Colorado, Nebraska and
Miississippl. Governors, and other state officers,
and legislatures, will be chosen in Towa, Massa-
ehusetts, Minnesota, Mississippl, Virginia and
Wisconsin, Marvland will elect a state comp-
troiler, a hovse of delegates, one-half the state
& nute, and county commissioners.  The only con-
tost Is over the comptrollership; the independent
or old line demmocrats, largely supporting the re-
publican candidate against the regular democratic
or “ring” candidute. The opposition, however, IS
ot strong enough yet, to defeat the regular
democracy, unless it has grown wonderfully since
the recent Baitimore election. .

Connecticnt will elect hall of 1S state senate.
New York will chioose all of its state officers below
governor and a legislature.  Membersof Congress
will also be elected In the 9th, 11th, 224 and 2ith dis-
tricts, to fill vaconeles caused by the death of the
late Fernando Wood and the promotion of Messrs.
Morton Miller and Lapham.  The election in New
York, though it is an off-yvear, is of considerable
Importance, beeause of the influence it must have
over the gubernatorial and congressional ele: tions
next year, and because it is the President’s state.
This year, for the first time, the republicans of

New York are divided into factions, and
are quarrelling with each other. The 1n-
dependent  journals of the state Intimate

that the signs point to a democratic victory. Ina
number of the legislative districts the stalwarts
and half-breeds have refused to support the same
candidates, and this opens a prospect to the dem-
ocrats of securing the legislature. Except over
Yocal nominations in New York city and Brooklyn
the democrats are pretty well united. They are,
at any rate, in better shape, apparent'y, than the
republicans.  As the half-breeds had control of the
Btale convention, and used their power to advance
their friends, the stalwarts are leaving to them
the maragement and direction of the canvass.

New Jersey will elect a lower house and half of
the state senate; the senators chosen will partic-
ipate in the election of a United States Senator
next year, and, therefore, the principal interest is
centered In the senatorial districts, as the aspir-
ants for the seat in the Senate, now occupied by
¥ir. McPherson, are hard at work to elect their re-
spective rriends. >

Colorado elects state judges and county officers.
Nebraska elects a judge of the Supreme Court and
regents of the university, and will also vote upon
the question of conferring the rigit of suffrage
Wpon women in the state. Minnesota, in addition
to electing state officers and a legislature, will
choose two judges and vote upon constitutional
amendments prohibiting special legislation, pro-
Viding for equal tuxation, and fixing the pay of leg-
$=Llitors at §5 per day, the tota] pay of each mem-
ber not to exceed §150 for any regular or $200 for
any special session. Wisconsin, besides the
state ticket, will vote upon a constitutional
amendment providing for biennial elections. The
Colorado election Is to give the people an opportu-
Rity 10 express their preference for a site for the
state capital. The legi=lature to be chosen in Iowa
will eleet a Senator to fill out the term for which
Secretary Kirkwood was elected. Hon. James F.
Wilzon has a majority of the republican legislative
nominees pledged to him, and as a nomination by
the republican party in Iowa is usually equivalent
%o an election, there is ot muech doubt of Mr. Wil-
80n's coming senatorial honors.

The election which attracts the largest share of
Ppublic attention is that of Virginia, where a combi-
mation of former democrats, now termed *read-
Justers,” and republicans are endeavoring to de-
feat the regular democracy. The principal issue
In the Virginia campaign iIs generally understood.
The white following that Mahone has, outside of
the republicans, was attracted to him and stands
by him because he promises to readjust the state
@edt by “eliminating” a portion of it. Those who
are not willing to concede to the debtor the right to
determ ine what proportion of his debts he will pay,
are compelled to antagonize the readjusters of
Wirginia.

It is the reasonable chance that
the matter will be allowed to drop after acquittal
on aceount of insenity which induces eriminals
and their attorneys and friends to interpose that
defence,
