At the last presidential election the city
and county voted democratic electors, Hancock,
I.720; Mahone-Hancoek electors, 84; Garfield,
1,483. The election last May for city officials
turned upon the license question, the democratic
candidate for mayor receiving 1,096 to 564 for his
opponent. In the county there was no oppositionto the regular republican ticket The vote at the
coming election cannot be determined wltti any
sort of accuracy, until it Is ascertained how many
capltitlon taxes will be paid. Up to last night
there were In city and county about. 580 whites and
850 colored voters who had not paid Jhe capitation
tix.

A Bloody Vendetta in Arkansas.
In the past two or three months several persons

have been murdered In Polk county, Ark., the resultof a bloody vendetta, the origin of which is
hardly known. The last victim was a young man,
Sheton Hutchinson, by name, who was shot down
while riding hurriedly through the woods to procurea doctor for his father. The old man died
soon after without suspecting the horrible fate
that had overtaken his son. The assassins took
his dead body, and, placing It on a heap of logs,
set tire to the latter in order to destroy all traces
of the crime. The victim's charrtd remains were
afterwards found by a party of his friends who
were searching the surrounding country for him.
Two men, Edward Standbridge and Ben Brotherson,were arrested on the charge of havfng murderedHutchinson; but, though the evidence
against them was very strong, the justice berore
whom they were tried turned them loose. There
Ls considerable feeling in the neighborhood, and it
may be Judge Lynch will try not only the accused,
but oth"rs upon whom suseiplon rests. Within
the past year Polk county has been the theater of
a score of ghastly murders. At one time the governorseriously thought of sending the militia into
the county to protect life, but an exodus of leadingdt speradoes to Texas and the Indian nation
seemed to render the presence of troops unnecessary.
Confession of Mfrdkr on the Gallows..At

Jonesborough, Ga., Tom Betts, colored, was hung
yesterday for the murder of Judge A. Moore last
fall. Betts was taken from Jail by the sheriff
under a guard of seventy men and carried to the
gallows, which was erected a mile from the town.
The condemned man made a speech confessing
his crime, and expressing the belief that he would
be saved. After the drop fell death resulted In
seven minutes*

Graveyard Insurance..At Wilmington, Del.,
Thursday, Insurance Commissioner McFee refusedto issue his certificate of authority to the
Golden Rule Mutual Aid Association, of Reading,
Pa. This will be the action of the commissioner
with reference to all the Pennsylvanli sepulchral
companies which apply. It Is almost certain that
the companies of the purely "graveyard" class will
now be unable to make the required showing
under the law, and that the action of Mr. McFee,
just taken, will apply to these disreputable organizationsgenerally.

Sittino Bull as a Steamboat Mate..a telegramfrom Kansas City, November 3, says: The
steamer C. K. Peck arrived here from above to-day.
Two weeks ago the Key West came to Fort Buford,
at the mouth of the Yellowstone, the place where
Sittlner Bull and his people are. The crew deserted
the boat at that point, and Indians were employed
to unload It. Twelve bucks and ;is many squaws
were put at work, and Sitting Bull, acting as mate,
directed his people In their work. The two mates
of the steamer surrendered the deck to the chief
and looked on until the job was finished.

Snip-brilding at "v\ ilminqton, Del..The shipbuildingyards at Wilmington, DeL, are scenes of
rivat activity at the nresent time. The Harlan A
liol lingsworth company have commenced building
a handsome steamooat for the Maryland steamshipcompany, to ply In the waters between Baltimore,Easton and Cambridge. An Iron screw
steamship 380 feet long Is to be built for the Morganline, to run between New York and New Orleans.She is Intended for freight only, and will
be the largest coastwise freight steamer yet built.
Four steam ferry-boats, are under way for the
Penasylvanla railroad company, two of which are
to ply between Philadelphia and Camden, and two
between New York and Jersey city. Another Is
building for the West Jersey Ferrv company, and
still another for the Nassau Ferry company of
New York. A new freight steamer has just been
completed for the Bay line, and will run between
Baltimore and Norfolk. The Pusey & Jones companyof Wilmington have laid the keel of a steel
steamer for service on the rivers of South America.
Six steel barges are also to be built, to be towed
by the steamer. The side-wheel steamer Wisteria,
for the United States Lighthouse board, will be
ready for launching in about three weeks, and
the keel of the new Iron light-ship No. 44 will soon
be laid.

Minister Foster's Resignation. . Secretary
Blaine, In the name of the President, yesterday
accepted the resignation of Hon. John W. Foster,
U. S. minister to Russia. Mr. Foster. In his communicationto the secretary, said: "It is proper to
stite that in taking this step I have not been actuatedby any dissatisfaction with my present post,
or with the diplomatic service, but having devoted
near nine years past to the government abroad, 1
find that It Is imperatively necessary that I should
resume my residence In the United States and give
my attention to my private and family affairs."

For the present the affairs of the legation
will be under the charge of CoL Wlckham Hoffman
as charge d'affaires aa Interim.

bridge was baffled by the eddies and crosscurrents
and swung around ag;ilnst the bridge, breaking
one span and entailing damage amounting to
$150,000 to the bridge. The clerk of the steamer
says: The captain and two pilots were In the pilot
house when the whistle blew for the bridge, and
then I heard the bells to stop the boat's headwaj-.
I then saw that we were broadside to the bridge
and that the boat was backing strong. I Instantly
ran Into the cabin and threw up both hands
to give the alarm. I caught hold of one
lady and cried out to the rest to followme, as the boat was going to strike
the bridge. We all passed out of the aft door on to
the starboard guard reaching there just as the
crash of the collision of the boat against the
bridge came. I kept calling to the passengers who
seemed bewildered to get out on the hurricane
deck. As they did not seem to understand, lied
the way and they followed. Several ladles were
clinging to me. As soon as the boat struck the
bridge the span gave way with a fearful crash; I
looked forward and saw that she was leaning on
the west pier, her stern having cleared the east
pier where the break In the bridge occurred, and
