James, pastor of the Fifth Baptist church, in
this city, has been the subject of considerable
comment. The sermon was on the subject of
Conversion to Christianity." and Mr. James

took the srround that so-called conversion was
an act entirely voluntary on the part of the individual.and was not necessarily preceded bymarkedrepentance, or deep contrition. On
the contrary he thought quite a large percentageof Christians would testify that they had
never exj>erienced that remarkable contrition
of spirit, nor the keen pangs of repentance so
often related by the Christians of the earlier I
years in the present century; but have grown, jso to speak, gradually into Christianity and
would be unable to tell just when or !
where they were converted. Mr. James
went further, and stated that he
failed to see why It was necessary that a child,arriving at the age of accountability to its
maker, should go astray. There were "the two
ways ( the right and the wrong) to choose between.The child must, from its own free
choice choose its own course.if it take the
right course there would be no need.no possibilityin fact of conversion.and in that case he
could not see why such an one would not be at
least as good a christian as would a converted
sinner. The speaker did not undertake to say

. that children, even under the best training do
actually grow to manhood or womanhood sinless4but he could see no reason why they might
not do so, and in the event of so doing w hy theywould not be good christians. In other
words he could see no reason why a human
being should necessarily commit sin.
The w ay to become a Christian was simply to
believe in Christ, and to take Him asieacher
and guide in ail our thoughts and actions. If
this were done in the first responsible acts of
the person it could not be said that such a personha<l been converted, for there would be no
conversion; but on the other hand. If the true
conception of Christ's character should not havebeen awakened until a later period of life, after
sinful habits had been formed and knowingly

i practiced, then conversion must follow before
< hristianity can be established in the character.but that conversion is not necessarily precededby great agitation of the mental faculties, norby exact date of occurrence.
As stated above, the discourse was severely

» criticised by some of the more "orthodox" membersof the society, but was heartily endorsedby many others who attend that church. j.Dr. Talmage delivered a discourse last Sun-
day on what he called "Guiteauisin," which he j
characterized as able-bodied beggary. Such 1
men pr»>pose to live by their wits. They are !trying to see what they can pick up. The?hang around the headquarters of the politicalparties to see if there are any crumbs and hurrahfor the candidate who they think will besuccessful. Washington is full of them. Allthe trees around the White House were full of
these crows when Garfield was shot. That
frightened them off their n>osts, but they are
now as thick as ever. They are as strong and
enthusiastic now for Arthur as they were for
Garfield then. Their chief apostle is Guiteau.
The most of them will soon be despondent and
mad enough to shoot anything from a President
down to a sapling. The most of them will come

Again. " Guiteauism " stands for those who
employ the cloak of religion to cover up their
turpitu.le. The assassin was a successful prayermeetingexhorter. He was an usher at revival
meetings; he quotes scripture glibly; he has
been a member of the Methodist church, the
Presbyterian church and the Baptist church. He
has honored pretty much all our denominations
except the Episcopalian; but as the ApostleJudas was huug, Guiteau may yet in one sense
be in tl.e line of apostolic succession. Membershipof the church was to him a great Held of

gave him more facility for the chief end of such

All men still In the possession of their senses,
and not in danger of being tried for murder,
whatever may be their danger of being killed,
ought to be thankful to Dr. Fordyce Barker for
the admirable testimony which he gave in the
Guiteau case on Tuesday last. His evidence
came into the judicial chamber like a whiff of
fresh air into a sick room. Not recenlly, at least,
has a distinction so clear and philosophical been
drawn between intellectual aberration and
that condition of the mind in which conscience,
or whatever Is left of it, yields to the temptationsof passion or of vanity and leaves a man
to do that which Is contrary to the eternal law
of God and the enacted law of man. All the
answers of Dr. Barker were given with the precisionof a man who knew of what he was talking;but we desire particularly to call attention
to one which he gave in response to an interrogatoryof the court. It covers the whole problem.The court inquired: "Is it not a fact that
in some (insane) patients there is very great
wickedness?" Dr. Barker, with a clearness and
accuracy which do him honor, responded: "Yes.
Insane people may be very wicked, and are responsiblefor such* wickedness as they can restrainthemselves from doing. If they can tind
a motive for doing or not doing an act of wickednessIt shows that insanity has not destroyedtheir power of will."
These are words which deserve to be perpetuatedin any future treatise of medical jurisprudence.The same may be said of Dr. Barker's

distinction between "insane delusions" and
"absurd and extravagant opinions." We oughtto be obliged to him for pointing out that where
there are no delusions there may be "perversenessof the morals." Again. Dr.* Barker cleared
away a great deal of mystical nonsense when he
said: "1 do not think that there is such a thing
as moral insanity. I have no faith in its
existence. Moral lnsanity is simply wickedness."And again: " Uncontrollable impulsemay exist in a perfectly sane
person, as the result of bad habits or passions."
Again, in regard to eccentricities: "They are exhibitionsof characters,in language,dress, modes
of expression or conduct, different from the ordinarystandard of the world, and are usuallythe result of vanity or self-love." Finally, and
best of all: "There is no such disease known
to medical science as hereditary insanity. There
is undoubtedly a hereditary tendency to insanity.Because a grandmother or grandfather has
been insane, it does not prove that a descendantis liable to insanity;" and a man "cannot
inherit a tendency to insanity from his brothersor sisters or aunts or cousins."
We are of opinion that the whole testimony of

Dr. Fordyce Barker, ai>art from its bearing upon
the case, will tend to further a better order of
things In medical jurisprudence. We do not remembera medical expert who has so admirably,
in giving his testimony, pointed out these vital
distinctions between human depravity and intellectualaberration. It is a melancholy fact
that the plea of insanity, which has more than
once interferred in our courts to save a perfectly
responsible murderer from the gallows, might
have been just as successfully Interposed to
rescue from the state prison a thief, a forger, or
a swindler. From a certain point of view any
man who commits any crime is intellectually at
sea. If anything is well settled, it is that any
violation of the law is foolish; yet men, otherwisespecially siiarp, heedlessly tumble into
wrong-doing, under the notion that they
will escape the penalty. So far they are
mentally wrong, but no more so than one who
permits himself to engage in a wild money speculationor even to publish a foolish book. The '

truth is, that insanity, under certain developments.might keep a man out of Wall street
or prevent him from printing. Unquestionably
there conies a time to some men when Immediateresponaibi ity ceases, and they are left at
the mercy of a brain which has abdicated its .

sovereignty. It is an unpleasant reflection that J

for even this they may be responsible on the
ground that their coudition is the result of
shameless surrender to base passions. If
Guiteau, for example, were really insane,which we do not for a moment suppose
him to be. he would only have to thank him- '

self for his pitiable condition, the result of his ]
own self-indulgence. As the thing stands, he i
is the responsible victim of passions which he (

has all his life petted, and of moral perverseness
'

in which he has found an exceeding comfort, i

He is simply wicked. If he is not, then all j1notion of God's moral order is a superstition, '

and there is. andean be. no distinction between
right and wrong in this unfortunate world.
