The following bill. lntred«oed In the House
by Mr. Bowman, of Maseaefcusetts, will early
engage the attention of the Housecommittee on
the District, to which committee It was referred:
It is -'a bill defining the rata of interest to be
charged on arrearages or general and special
taxes now due the District of C#lumbia. and
the meaning and intent of aete approved June
19,1878, and June 27,187#, relative to the adjustmentof special assessments in said District,
and for certain other purpo see," and it enacts:
That the rate of interest to be collected of

any person owing arrearage of general taxes
prior to July 1st. 1880, or assessments for specaJimprovements now due to, and the liens for
which are held by, the District of Columbia, shall
°e six per centum per annum. In lieu of the
rate and penalties now fixed by law: Provided,
lhat this provision shall apply only to taxesand
assessments paid on or before the 31st day of
December, 1882.

Sec. 2. That it Is the meaning and intent of
An act to provide for th* revision and correcItsfor special improvements in

the District of Columbia, and for other purposes,approved Juno 19,1878, and of the third
section of "An act fixing the rate of interest
upon arrearages of general taxes and assessmentsfor special improvements now due to the
LMstrict of Columbia, and for a revision of assessmentsfor special improvements, and for
other purposes," approved June 27, 1871»; that
tne Commissioners of the'District of Columbia
revise and correct all assessments for special improvementscompleted subsequent to Feb.21.1871,

The departure of the Tennessee for
Aspinwall was set down for Tuesday next, but
will be delayed some weeks by this accident.
