The Jf. Y. Hernia correspondent at Irkutsk,
Liberia, telegraphed from that place yesterday
hat he had Just received a dispatch by courier
'rom Mr. Jackson, the special commissioner who
was sent In search of the JeannettCs survivors

vhlchdispatch is as follows: "From the Allan
river, April«, 1883. I have Just met a courier bearingdispatches from W. H. Glider, the Herald correspondentwith the Rodders, whom the courierhad accompanied from Kniymsk, on the Kollma
iver to Verkhoyansk, 400 miles north of Yakutsk.Glider had made a Journey of 2.000 verets amongthe Chuckchee. He was sent forward with the
news that the Rodpers had been burned and sunk;that Gen. Berry with the officers and crew, 96 in
number, are at Trapka, near Cape Ocntae: that avessel should be sent tor them as early as possible."
SECRETARY CHANDLER ORGANIZING A EET.TBP BXPBPino*.
The Navy department this morning had received

no Information of the loss of the Rodgers, other
than the above cable, which was referred to the
Secretary of the Navy by Mr. Bennett, at New
York, through Mr. Nordhoff. Secretary Chandlerthis morning telegraphed to the Mare Island, CaL,navy yard to ascertain how soon the U. 8. steamerIroquois can be started for the relief of the officersand crew of the Rodgers. The Iroquois had Justbeen fitted for sea, and was to loin the Pacific
squadron. She is without doubt the most availablevessel for this purpose.

STOKT or THE RODGERS EXPEDITION.
In the spring of 1881, $175,000 was appropriated

by Congress for the purpose of chartering or purchasingand equiplng, a vessel to go In search of
the missing Jeannette. A course through Behrlng'sstrait was manifestly the proper direction
for the expedition, and as there was no time left
to charter or purchase a vessel on the Atlantic
coast and send her around to the Pacific, stepswere taken to obtain a suitable vessel already on
the Pacific coast. The Mary and Helen, which
had been fitted out as a whaling vessel to go to
the arctic regions, was offered to the government»r*100,000. The vessel was thoroughly Inspecteduj a board of officer*, and It was decided to purchaseher. A boaro of naval officers of which
Rear Admiral John Rodgers was president, was
appointed at the Navy department in March, 1881,which thoroughly considered the direction of the
search, the means best adanted for it »nd »u tho
details. The name of the Mary ami Helen was
subsequently changed by the secretary to the Rodgers.The vessel was at once strengthened at the
Mare Island navy yard, officered, manned and
provisioned, not only with supplies for the officers
and crew of the Rodgers, but also with ample provisionfor the relief of any of the people of the
Jeannetie or the missing whaling vessels that
might be fallen ic with.

THE CHORE OF THE RODGEML
The command of the Rodgers was given to Lieut

Robert M. Berry, In whom the department had
great confidence,*and who volunteered for this service.The other officers were also volunteers.
The Rodgers sailed from 8an Francisco June 16th,
and reached tne St. Lawrence bay, which Is on
the extreme eastern coast of Siberia, near the
ttehrlng'8 strait, on the 18th of August On the
20th of August, she entered the Arctic ocean In
company with the Russian corvette Strelock. The
Rodgers explore Wrangel land and Herald
Island, without finding any trace of the missingJeannette. At Tlapka, near Cape Serdze, which is
on the extreme northeast coast of Siberia, very
near Behring's strait, a house was built,and a party of six was left for the
winter under command of Master C. F.
Putnam. They were bountifully supplied with
provisions and clothing for a year, also with dogs, <

sledges, etc., for searching the coast The Rod-
Sers returned to St. Lawrence bay on the 15th of <

ctober, where she wintered. It was while lyingin the St Lawrence bay, without doubt, that the
vessel was lost The officers and crew of course
went across the country to Cape 8erdze to the
camp of their comrades. This apparently wasbut a short distance. There they couldJlnd shelterand provisions. The charts of the polar regionsshow quite a number of settlements In tlyit vicinity.There was no other way of communicatingwith civilization than by getting word across the
country by Russia. They couldnt cross Behrlng'sstrait for it was full of ice. There Is no knowing jwhen the Rodgers was lost but It was probablyearly In the season. The Herald correspondent, JGlider, who went with the Rodgers, left ,his companions at their camp near Cape Serdze,and sUrted across the country. The Journey
was nearly fttteen hundred miles, through the
country Inhabited by the native Chuckilies, from
Cape berdze to Verchojausk. on the Yena river, :
which lies east of the Lena river. Owing to the
courses of the rivers Verchojausk is north of
Yakutsk, on the Lena about 400 miles. The first
large stream that Gilder reached after leaving his
companions was the Kalyma river, and from
Kalymsk, on that river, he was accompanied by a
oourier to Verchojausk. The courier must have ascendedthe Yena river to Its head and then crossed
over to the Aldan river, where he met the Herald
correspondent Jackson. The Aldan is a largeriver, which falls into the Lena river, but a short
distance above Yakutsk, from which point It will
be remembered, the expeditions started under En-
rtneer Melville to reach the Lena Delta. The '

journey accomplished by Gilder was a most wontierruione, and must have been full of dangers andprivations. .
