The $50,000 Sanitary Fand,
OPINION OF CONTROLLER LAWRENCE.

Judge Lawrence, in his decision in reference to
the $50,000 appropriation for use of local and state
boards of health, furnished to-day, reviews the
legislation creating the board and defining its
duties, and says:

* Appropriations were made for the national
board of health by acts of March 3, and June 2,
1879, June 16, 1880, and March 3, 1881, large bal-
ances ¢f which remain unexpended. The act of
August 7, 1882, appropriates money for salaries of
officers and emi)loyns of the national board, for
office and miscellaneous expenses, and $50,000 * for
aid to state and local boards of health, and to
local quarantine stations in carrying out their
regulations,” and provides ‘that no other public
money than that hereby appropriated shall ex-
pended for the purposes of she board.’

“Held: 1. That the national board of healthis au-
thorized to select the local boards and quarantine
stations to be aided from the appropriation of
£50.000. 2. This appropriation cannot be used for
any of the purposes specified in the acts creating
and defining the powers of the national board, ex-
cept so far as specified In the clause appropriating
the $50,000. 3. No part of this appropriation can be
uscd 1or expenses of ‘inspection stations’
existing solely under the authority and
appointment of the national board of health. Itis
to be used exclusively *for (1) ald to state and local
boards of kealth, and (2) to local quarantine sta-
tions, in carrying out thelir rules and regulations.’
4. The national board of health is authrized to

udze of the kind of ald to be rendered to such

oards and stations, whether in money, sanitary
stores and supplies, hospital ald, services of phy-
sicians, nurses and other perscns employed by the
national board or otherw as It may authorize,
subject to the regulations of local boards. 6. Un-
der the proviso in the act of August 7, 1882, bal-
ances OP appropriations previously made and re-
maining wunexpended can only be used in paying
liabilities lawfully incurred prior to the date of
Sald last-named act.”
