this morning as to his opinion regardingthe proposition contained in the legislative
appropriation bill to fix the worklnsr hours In the
different departments irom 8:80 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.,said that he thought the hours should be rull
hours, but that some discretion ought to be allowedthe Secretaries and chief of bureaus In the
matter; that when the clerks had Derformed the
work assigned them they should be allowed to gohome,and theywoul d come to the offico the next daybetter prepared ror a good day's work than ir kept
at their desks by arbitrary rules. "You can't,"
he said, "make the hours for men who do
brain work, as you would for men who perrorm
manual labor, ir it Is necessary for the clerks to
stay at their desks from 8:30 to 4:30 the men can
do it, but he thought it advisable to allow them a
rest when their work Is over. He thought, however,that arguments which might apply to his department,with only 160 clerks, might not applyto a department with a thousand-clerks, and for
that reason he thought some discretion should be
allowed the heads of the departments.

third time she heard cries of murder and immediatelyran to the door. By that time there were
two men, besides the driver, on the car. The third
man was Just mounting. She was onlj' able to
Identify Kavanagh. She "was severely erosr-cxamined,but never faltered in her tcstlmohy.
