dices. A very injurious prejudice in this matter

| is that of the people who say, “Always coo! off

before goine into the water.” The trath of the
case is exactly the reverse. The natural instinect
In this matter may be safely followed by every
healthy person, and the natural Instinct is to go
warm, not cold, into the water. You cannot,
indeed, be too warm, under any ordinary cir-
cumstances, for a bath In the summer streams
or sea. Uuless you are actually exhausted with
fat true, it is safer to enter cool water before
“cooling o™ than afterward; the more “cooling
off”” you permit yourself, the less you are in con-
dition to resist and to enjoy the lower tempera-
ture of the water. The school-boy perspiring
from his games, the workman trom his labor,
the colt racing in the summer pastures, know
very well what is good for them when they
plrl.la.ut.‘ into the stream without waiting to “cool
OllL.

1. The hwman body, fat or lean, is in nine

cases out of ten heavier than fresh-water, 8o

that you wiill infailibly o the bottom In spite of
your pre.cace of mind, unless you can swim.

2. The Luman body isa little lighter than
falt-water, and a person might float upon his
back if he were provided with a tank or other
rerfectly smooth surface forthe experiment.

3. Yachting accldents, shipwrecks, and other
sea casualties do not usually oceur in pertectly
smooth water, and a person who should try
this plan in salt-water In case of need eould only
float if the water was perfectly smooth, and if
he held hiz nose accurately skyward. The least
subinersion of the face by the waves, and our
floater is gone as hopelessly as if in fresh-
water.

This question (recently discussed by a German
gcientist) | have repeatedly verified by experi-
menting on the fHoating and einking qualifica-
tions of the human body.
