The Political Outiook There.

THE REPUBLICANS HAVE THE BEST OF IT IN THAT
BECTION—BETTER ORGANIZED AND POSTED—WHAT
THEY SAY—THE PROHIBITION VOTE RAPIDLY
DWINDLING—ACCESSIONS FROM THE IRISH AND

LABOR ELENENT—CONFIDENCE IN THE ELECTION OF
BLAINE,

BUrPaLO, N. Y., October 32.—After talking with &
number of the best posted men of both parties, and
carefully weighing the facts and estimates brought
forward by each, it nust be confessed the impres-
sion left is that the republicans of this section have
the best of it. They seem to have, in the first
place, a more thorough and business-like organiza-
tion, and this is shown by the more accurate and
minute knowledge of the factors!in the problem
which their leaders possess. They are more ready
to give figures and reasons in detail for the confi-
dence they profess than the democrats, and they
seem to be animated by acomplete and cheerful
sense of security that they 1 win. As before
shown, the democrats rely largely for success on
the strength of the independents and on the pro-
hibitionists, There 18 good reason for believing 1o
be well-founded the claims of the republicaus that
the latter are d St. John in large
numbers and returning to the Blaine ranks.
A gentleman from Aurora, a town In the western

art of the state, admits that this is true of his sec-

n,and he is a prohibitionist. He says
there were a week ago nearly double the number
of St. John men to be found to-day In his town. He
fears the present strength of his party wiil be re-
duced one-hall by election day.

THE BStar correspondent this morning had a
short talk with Mr. O. G. Warren,managing editor of
the Commercial A dvertiser of this city. Mr. Warren
i3 a son of J. D. Warren, chalrman of the republi-
can state committee. He is admitted to be one of
the best posted men In Buffalo on local politics,
and he frankly and without any appearance
of partisan blas.

“Garfield carried this state by some 21,000 ma-
ﬁmty over Hancock four years ago.” he sald. “Now

He will lose a good many independent
and stalwart votes. On the other hand, he has

Blalne, too, during the war was fighiing the bat-
tles of the Unlon in the House of Representatives,
while Cleveland was a nonentity and a copperhead
democrat here in Buffalo. Blalne’s third point of
strength lies In the undeniable movement towards
him of large numbers of Irish democrats. The
democrats In Buffalo saw this and sought early in
the campalgn to offset it by getting Scnurz here to
draw Germans to their side. The German repub-
licans, howeyer, I have every reason to be-
lleve, are standing firmly by us. There Is
another thing which makes Blalne strong, and
that is his tion on the tariff. We will muke
positive galns on this issue from the democrats
Men in that party who are high protectionists have
come over 1o us openly in no inconsiderabie num-
bers.

“In Erle county there is only one way in which
the democrats can beat us.

Any way I can figure it, I can’t make out
how we can get less than 2,000, except by the
means I have andicated. Mr. Bissell, Gov. Cleve-
land’s law partner, 1s perhaps as‘well posted as I
am on Buffalo politics. He claims the county for
the democrats by 2,000, as [ do for the republicans.
The other day I made an estlmate of the probable
vote of the city by wards. [ gave the democrals
every vote which I considered doubtful. This esti-
mate showed a republican majority of T00.
