delphia on his way to ('ambridge, in 177o, that
"as the Sword was the la>t re-ort tor the preservatlonof our liberties, «j> it ought to ho the first
thing laid aside when those liberties were flrmiyestablished." And they saw him lay down his
sword at the earliest moment, and retire to the
pursuits ofpeace, only returning again to publicservice at the unanimous call of his country, to
preside for a limited i>eriod over a free Const itutionalRepublic, and then eagerly resumingthe rank of an American Citizen. That was
the example which changed the ideas of mankindsis to what constituted real greatness.And that example was exhibited for ail nationsand for all ages, never to be forgotten or overlooked,by him who was born, onehundred and
fifty-three years ago to-morrow, in that primitivelittle Virginia :armhouse!

I am myself a New-I-.nglander by birth, a son
of Massachusetts, bound by the strongest tie*of attention and of blood to honor and venerate
the earlier and the later Worthies ofthe old PuritanCommonwealth, jealous of their fair fame,and ever ready to assert and vindicate theftjust renown. But I turn reverently to theold Dominion to-day, and salute her as
the mother of the pre-eminent and incomparableAmerican, the lather of his Country,and the foremost tigure in all merely human history.In the words of our own poet, Lowell"Virginia gave us this imi>erial man,Cast in the massive mould
< >f those higb-statured aires old
Which into grander forms < nr mortal metal ran;She gave lis this unblemished gentleAan:W hat shall wejrfve her back but love and praise?"
Virginia has had other noble sons, whom I will
not name, but whom I do not forget. When Iremember how many they arc, and how greatthey have been, and how much our countryhas owed them, I may well exclaim, ' ' Felixprole viritm." But. as I think of her Washington,.ofour Washington, let me rather say,.I
am almost ready to add. "L<rtn Deum I'orin!''
A celebrated philosopher of antiquity, who

was nearly contemporary with Christ, but whocould have known nothing, of what was goingon in Judaea, and who, alas! did not always"reck bis own rede,".wrote thus to a youngerfriend as a precept for a worthy life: "Some
good man must be singled out and kept ever
before our eyes, that we may live as if he were
looking on, and do everything as if he could
see it.
Let me borrow the spirit, If not the exact

letter, of that precept, and address it to the
young men of my Country: "Keep ever in yourmind, and before your mind's eye, the loftiest
standard ot character. You have it, 1 need not
s'ay, supremely and unapproachably, in Him
who spake as" never man snake, and lived as
never man lived, and who died for the sins of
the world. That character stands apartand alone. But of merely mortal men the
monument we have dedicated to-day pointsout the one for all Americans to study, to iniitifte,and. as far as may be, to emulate. Keephis example and his character ever before your
eyes and in your lu arts. Live and act as if he
were seeing and judging your personal conduct
and your public career, strive to approximatethat'lofty standard,and measure your integrityand your patriotism by your nearness to it, or
your departure from it. The prime meridian of
universal longitude, on sea«>r land, may be at
Greenwich, or at Paris, < r where you will. But
the prime meridian ol pure, disinterested, patriotic,exalted human character will be marked
forever by yonder Washington ob< ask!"
Yes. to the Young Men of America, under

God, it remains, as they rise up from generation
to generation, to shape the destinies of their
Country's future,.and woe unto them if. regardlessof the great example which is set beforethem, they prove unfaithful to the tremendousresponsibilities which rest upon them '

Yet.let me not seem, even for a moment, to
throw offupon the children the rightful share
of those responsibilities which belongs to their
fathers. Upon us, upon us, it devolves to providethat the advancing generations shall be
able to comprehend, and equal to meet, the)demands which are thus before them. It is
ours.it is yours especially, Senator* and Itcpresentatives-^-tosupply them With the means of
that Universal Education which is the crying
want ofour land, and without which any intelligentand successful Free Government is impossible.
We are just entering on a new Olympiad of

our national history,'.the twenty-tilth oiyni-jpiad since Washington lir*t enti-n d on the administrationof our Constitutional < iovernment.
The will of the People lias already designatedUnderwhom the tir-t century ol that Governmentis to be dosed, and the best hoj>e> and
wishes of every patriot will be with him in tin-
great responsibilities on which he is about to
enter. No distinction of party or of section preventsour all feeling alike that our Country, bywhomsoever governed, is still and always our
Country, to be cherished in all our hearts, to be
upheld and defended by all our hands!
Most happy would it be it the tfOtli of April,

on which the first Inauguration ot Washingtontook place in ITS!', could henceforth be the I
(fcue of all future inaugurations,.as it might be
by a slight amendment of the Constitution,.giving, as it would, a much needed extension
to the short sessions of Congress, and letting 1 he
second century of our Constitutional Historybegin where the first century began.
But let the date be what it may, the inspira-tion of the Centennial Anniversary ot that tirst

great Inauguration must not be lost uj on us. jWould that any words of mine eotild help us
all. old and young,to resolve that the principlesand character and example of Washington, as
he came forward to take the oaths of otlice on
that day, shall once more be recognized and
reverenced as the model for all who succeed
him, and that his disinterested purity and
patriotism shall be the supreme test and
standard of American statesmanship! That
standard can never be taken away from us.
The most elaliorate and durable monuments
may pertsh. But neither t lie forces of nature,;
r.or any fiendish crime <>f man. can ever mar or
mutilate a great example of public or privateVirtue.
Our matchless Obelisk stands proudly before

us to-day. and we hail it with tin.- exultations
of a united and glorious Nation. It may. omaynot, be proof against the cavils of critics,
but nothing of human construction is proofagainst the casualties of time. The storms of
winter must blow and beat upon it. The act ion
of the elements must soil and discolor it. The]lightnings of Heaven may scar and blacken it.
An earthquake rtiay shake its foundations.
Some mighty tornado, or resistless cyclone,
may rend its-massive blocks asunder and hurl
huge fragments to the ground. But the characterwhich it commemorate* and i'lustrates is
secure. It will remain unchanged and unchangeablein all its consummate purity and
s'plendor, and will more and more command
the homage of succeeding ages in all regions of
tho Earth.
God be praised, that character is ours

forever!

HON. JOnN W. DANIEL.

Mr. Daniel** Oration.
Mr. Daniel's oration was brilliant and eloquent.>Tis theme was difficult, because language,i>seemed, had already been exhausted in

sovoiding praise ofWashington,but he succeeded
in picturing Washington in new and vivid colors,which at once arrested attention.
In Virginia'sname he thanked the gentlemen

of the commission tor the honor done her in
inviting a citizen of that state to deliver an addresson this occasion. He sketched rapidlythe circumstances attending the early settlementof Virginia by the cavaliers. Referring
to the Virginians of the olden time he said: " If
even in retrospect their somewhat aristocratic
manners touch the sensitive nerve ot a Demo
eratic People, it may atle:tst be said ofthem that
nothing like Despotism, Nihilism, Communism
or Dynamite was ever found amongst them;that they cherished above all things Honor and
Courage, the virtues preservative of all others;that tneir homes became thft nurseries of men,and leaders of men, who could cope with greatforces, resolve great problems, and assert greatprinciples. And it Is at least true that theirfiablts of thought and living never proved more
dangerous to 'life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness' than those of others who in later
days corrupt the suffrage in the rank growth of
cities: build palaces and pile up millions amid
crowded paupers; monopolize telegraphic and
railway linesby corporate machiney; spurn all
relations to politics save to debauch its agenciesfor personal gain; and know uo Goddess of Lil>erty,and no Eagle of Country, save in the image*which satire itself has stainj>ed on the AlmightyDollar."
The proceedings were closed with benediction,pronounced by Rev. John S. Lindsay, chaplainof the House of Representatives.

14 Feb'y, 1885.

Jlon. Horatio King, Sec'y jr. -V. A.
My Dear Sir:

I sent the first letter written by my own hand
since my illness to Senator Sherman yesterday,telling him that I had been compelled to
abandon the last hope of being at Washington
next week. This will be a disappointment to
you and others,.perhaps even to Congress and
the country:.but certainly to myself beyond all
others. I had hoped for some weeks pastto be able to be present at the great ceremonial,and to pronounce a few opening sentences*tmy oration before handing it to Gov.
Long. Hut "man proposes and God disposes,"and 1 will not murmur at what I am sure has
been ordered wisely. My physician and mv
family lorbid my thinking of leaving home at
present. Indeed. I have not left my house, andhardly my chamber, as yet; and 1 should have
been utterly unable to undergo the fatigues of
a journey to Washington, or to deliver any partof my oration, it I had reached there.
My son has communicated to me, from time

to time, your knd letters, and I th ink you for
them. I trust all things will go ofl"well. It is a
great satistacti< n tome that Gov. Long has so
kindly consented to read the Oration. i hopethat our friends will be satisfied with it. If it
shall revive some impressions of the real
grandeur of Washington's character, to which
neither < >helisksor Orations can do full justice,it will have answered the main purpose i had
in view.

I have tried, also, to do.Justice to the builders
of the Monum* ;it, including the Association
and <'ol.»'asev..Hut it will speak for itself, andI will say no m"re about it.
