The Politieal Qn;m: Raised by the
Vice President’s Death—The Present
Law om the Subject.

VIEWS OF VARIOUS PUBLIC MEN—REPRESENTA-

The sudden death of Mr. Hendricks was not

THE COMING SENATE CAUCUS.

The republican Senators will hold a caucus
on Friday or Saturday of next week to selecta
President pro tempore of the Senate, The gen-

eral impression is that there will be a pretty
sharp fight for the nomination. The Lhree
cindidates will be Edmunds, Sherman, aud
Logan, Mr. Logan’s iriends are very anxlous
tu secure his selection for the place, which they
claim for him in consideration of his recent de-
feat. Mr. Edmunds will not press his own
claim, but his iriends will expect him to be
elected as a matter of course. It is thought
that tue irritating question raised during the
last: campaign as to Edmunds’ loyalty to the
party nominees will be brought up in the cau-
cus, and will arouse considerable feeling. Sen-
ator Hoar, 1t Is said, will oppuse Edimunds, and
will be a strong supporter of sherman. The
tight, it is expected, wiil be protracted and de-
termined. Tue rivalry between Snerman and
Logan will be particularly sharp, as the triends
0!l each are baching him tor the republican
nomination in 1888, and will look to the prefer-
ineut al Lhis time for jprestige in the conven-
tion. The freeli on both sides, 1t is thought,
whl be so0 great that neither can get the nom-
ination of thé caucus, and Edmuinds will be
chosen. 1t will be 1ade to appear, however,
that his choice is merely upon the grounds
that he made agood presiding officer last ses-
siun, and tuat it will not give him any prestige
in the future.

REPRESENTATIVE SPRINGER AND THE PRESI-

DENT.

Representative Springer expressed the opin-
fon that Edmunds would be chosen as Presi-
dent pro tempore. Logan, he thought, would
probably decline, as he would naturally feel a
delicacy about accepting a position thus falling
to him by accident, atter he had been rejected
for iuL by the people. *“The situation would be
very serivns just now,” he said, *should any-
thing happen to Mr. Cleveland. Just last week
I called on him and suggested that he call at-
tention 1n his message to the uncertainty con-
cerning the succession to the Presidency and
Vice Presidency, and recommend the passage
of some act that would definitely settle the mat-
ter. I had quite & long talk with him on the
subject, and ne was not quite sure whether he
wouid mention the subject or leave it to Con-
gress to loliow out the guggestions upon the
subf)(z,ct raude by his predecessors.”’

o you think Congress will pass a law of the
kind this session?”’ usked THE NTAR.

“Yes; I think the House will pass practically

MOURNING IN WASHINGTON.

How the News of the Vice President’s
Death was Received—-The Presidemnt
Issues a Proclamation—Action of Sena-
tors and Representatives.

The first announcement of the death of Vice
President Hendricks was received in this eity
about six o'clock Wednesday evening and the
news was quickly bulletined at THE STAR of-
fice and telephoned thence to various parts of
the Distriet. The news cast a deep gloom over
the community. The President was just sitting
down todinner when he received this telegram
from Wm. H. English: “Vice President Hen-
dricks dled suddenly this afternoon; discase
probably paralysis.,” He was greatly shocked,
and immediately sent the following telegram
to Mrs. Hendricks:

The sudden and lamentable death of your hushand
excites my profound svmpathy for vou in this hour of
your great bereavementand [ sincerely mourn the de-
cease of one so lately associated with me in the exe-
cution of the people’s highest trust, while the nation
mourns the loss of an honored cliizen and a faithful
public servanj.

Shortly afterward he received the following
from Mr. English.

Mr. Hendricks sent me a message after noon to-day.
at which time he was slightly unwell only. He died
about 5 glm no one being present at the actual mo-
ment of his death.
