WASHHCiTOX .HASO*S ABROAD.

Their Fine Appearance In the Balti¬
more Parade.A Day of Pleasure.

It was estimated that thete were over six thous¬
and men In the Masonic procession In Baltimore
yesterday. The procession was an hour passing
a given point. The Baltimore Sun, in Its account
of the celebration, speaks as follows of the Wash¬
ington representation.: "The third division, com¬
posed of lodges from the District of Columbia, was
to have formed on Mulberry street,west of Charles,
but, owing to their train being delayed, they did
not arrive in Baltimore until long after the line
had moved. They came in strong, however, bring¬
ing one thousand three hundred and seventy men.
The visitors present»-d a tine appearance, and
marched well. As they came down Madison ave¬
nue and turned Into Madi»ou street, on their way
to the Academy of Music, they formed two lines,
one near each sidewalk, leaving a broad space be-
t ween. This attracted much attention, and gained
them a warm reception. A number of visiting
Masons from Howard county were in line with the
Washingtonlans. The big display made by the
District lodges was commented upon generally,
and highly complimented." In the afternoon a
large number of the Washlngtonlans enjoyed a
sail down the bay. The banquet at the Hotel Ren-
nert was attended by two hundred persons, the
following being from this city: Jose M. Yznaga,Kobt. W. Best, it. B. Donaldson, Jesse W. Lee, Har¬
rison Dingman, Thos. P. Chlffelle, Wm. H. Orcutt,
Noble D. Larmer, James A. Sample and Myron M.
Park'-r. Past Grand Master Donaldson responded
to the toast, "our Daughter, the Grand Lodge of
the District of Columbia." The hop at the Academy
or Music last evening was largely attended, and
was a brilliant afTair.

The National Drill Hospital.
THE SERVICE TO BE ESTABLISHED BT THE BED

CROSS SOCIETY.
As the Stab has announced, there will be a hos¬

pital service at the National Drill, under the direc¬
tion of the Red Cross Society. The hospital de¬
partment will consist of tents and Red Cross field
barracks erected near the headquarters of the
drill, comprising headquarters tent or barracks,
invalid wards, dispensary diet, kitchens, Ac.
Provisions will be made for one hundred patients.
Miss Barton's staff will consist of the medical
director, Dr. J. o. Stanton, assisted by twelve sur¬
geons and physicians of the city; Dr. J. B. Hub-
bell, general field agent of the Red Cross; tne
cori« of army nurses, including Allss Harriet
Dame and Dr. Edson, some firteen or more in num¬
ber. who a quarter of a century ago learned their
lessons where the cartridges were not blank; the
members of the training school for nurses, past
graduates and present pupils, some thirty in num¬
ber, who have volunteered for active service when
needed; hospital steward, male attendants,
stretcher bearers for the field, and such other
aids as required. The following named hotels of
this city have generously declared their readiness
to provide day by day such food for the sick and
convalescent as may be specified: Rlggs, Arling¬
ton, Welcker's, Wormley's, Ebbitt, Wlllard's, St.
Marc, St. James, National, Hamilton, Belvedere,
Howard, and l'remont.

The Trohble in the Line.
STATEMENTS FROM THE CADETS AND THE CONTINEN¬

TALS.
The difficulty which occurred between the

Washington Continentals and the Corcoran Ca¬
dets yesterday, when the procession was about to
move, arose from a misunderstanding of their rel¬
ative positions in line. capt. E. C. Edwards, of the
Cadets, gives the following reasons in explanation
of the difficulty:
"CoL Kniffen, assistant marshal, ordered me

I called on my men not to
disgrace t hemselves. They did not do It, although
the provocation was great."
Capt. W. w. Mills, the commander of the Wash¬

ington Continentals, told a Star reporter this
morning that in getting his command in line in
yesterday's parade he followed the official order
of the parade, and when the position assigned to
him was disputed by the Cadets he asked the
chief marshal, who told nim to follow the order,
which he did.
