I do not think the amendment will be
carried, though the unionists favor some proposal
for a revision of rents, but It will probably be sup¬
ported by a large minority. The government will
not secure a majority of more than thirty or forty
against It. They have, however, first to sett le
their own Internal difficulties before they can
present any front to the unionists and Glad-
stoneans. Salisbury is believed to be standing to
his guns, and (avors dropping the bill altogetherrather than make concessions which would re¬
duce It practically to a leasehold enfranchisement
bllL
As for Churchill he cannot join the cabinet at

present, though It may receive a reconstruction
lor the simple reason that he has practically
taken a new departure with regard to Irishmen
which Is totally at variance with the "Parnelllsm
and crime" business. Lord c.iureMll has made a
deliberate open Invitation to the Irish members to
lend their services to the government for the lm-

palling affair, the section or the freight train Into
which the engine of the passenger train ploughedconsisted of two cars, containing tanks filled with
crude oil und a car loaded with barrels of refined oil,
and the crash of the collision w as followed bya tre¬
mendous explosion, which could be heard for mllea.

A PYRAMID OF RED KIRK
and black clouds towered up mibe air and In a mo¬
ment sheets of lire reached out and enveloped
cars, dwelling*, and warehouses In the vicinity.
The burning ou was scattered around in all direc¬
tions, setting flre to Griffin's coal and salt ware¬
houses, J. L. Campbell's dwelling and watch-
house, and other structures In the viclnlljr, de¬
stroying all of these, and causing a loss of aliout
$i0,U0U. Herman Ponsford, of the flr»- department,
w as literally encircled by a volume of Ore, and
when the smoke cleared away It wan seen
from bead to fool lie was covered with flkme.

Mr. A. B. Keuiey aud Mr. A. A. Drake at once
rescued Mrs. King and Mrs. \\ egg and their chlU
dreu through the w indows and others also clam¬
bered through windows. Before the accident Mra,
King noticed thai Mrs. Zealand and Mr. Suiither
were seated together in the second seat from the
forward end of the car. Mrs. smllbor had her
three-iuonihs'-old babe in her arms at the left
hand side, Mrs. Fralne being seated opposite her.
Mr. Zealand, with his t wo-rnonths-olu babe, waa
seated on the opposite side. There were also two
large men In a seat or two behind Mrs. Zealand
and Mrs. Stult her.

Watson, the Grand
Trunk K.illroad brakeinan, was blown up In tha
ulr by the explosion, and had his collar bona
broken by the rail. W. chudley was run over by
a hose-reel and bad a leg broken.
