kindle therein the flames of lrrellglon, the
Holy Father concludes as follows: "Go on,therefore, beloved son, together all our other ven¬
erable brethren, the bishops of the United states,
to carry perfection with one mind what yoa have
begun; and let not any one of jou be deterred by
any difficulty or labor, but let all take couragefrom the assured hope that they will receive an
abundant return for their cares and solicitudes,
having laid the foundation of an Institute destined
to provide the church with worthy ministers for
the salvation of souls and the propagation of re¬
ligion. and to give to the republic her best citizens.
And we earnestly beseech Almighty God that He
would send toiih upon you wlsaoin that sltteth by
His throne, that she may direct the minds and
hearts of you all; and as a pledge ot the Divine
gifts, and a mark of our good-will, we mast loving¬
ly bestow upon you, our beloved son, and upon all
our veneraole brethren, the archbishops and
bishops of the United States, and upon all others
who will aid you in this work by their liberality,the apostolic benediction."

PLANS OF TIIE PROPOSED BUILDIN0.
The plans of tbe university buildings as pre¬

pared by Mr. K. F. Baldwin, who will have charge
of the buildings during their erection, and which
were adopted by the trustees, are as follows:
There will be a center building 55 by 57 feet, Ave
stories high, with wings on either side 105 by 45
feet each, tour stories high. The total frontagewill be 205 feet. The return wings at either end
of the center will together make a total depth of
160 feet. Tne chapel will be in the rear of the
center building; and will be one story high with
basement. The public rooms will be located on
the first floor, and consist of an entrance hall 15
feet wide, a corridor 14 feet wide the whole length
of the building, which will open into tour parlors -

en suite in the center building; a lecture room
seating three hundred persons, three class rooms,
a prayer hall, refectory, kitchen, recreation
room, reading room, and library. The latter
will be in tne basement ot the chapeL The
fhtnoi will be elevated to a level midway
between the first and second floor* of the
center building, and will be entered from the flrst
tending on the main stairway. It consists of a
nave 2tix0O feet, and semicircular sacristy 18x96
feet. The oeillng will be ribbed and barrel-arched.
Ten siae altars will be placed in alooves on each
Bide of the nave. Tbe library will contain shelv¬
ing for 10,000 volumes that can be doubled In
capacity by adding cases In a gallery. The sec¬
ond, third, and fourth floors will be devoted to the
living accommodations for tbe professor* and stu¬
dents, two rooms being allowed to each.sitting-
room and hod-chamber. The total accommoda¬
tions will be: For tbe rector and professor* twelve
double rooms; students, sixty-four double rooms,
andthreerooms for guests. Thegrandstaircase la
the center of the building will asoend in double
and return flights in a hall twenty-nine feet
souare, and at tne extreme ends of the wings will
he a fire-proof staircase ot stone and brick. Tbe
building is designed in the Romanesque style ot
architecture, and will be built of red brick
trimmed with brown sandstone on abasement
story of granite.
