THE BOMBMAKER.

Linng was the bombmaker for the conspirators,
and the pattern he used was that of the czar
bomb, two semi-globular shells fastened together
by a metallic boit, with a bead at one end and a
nut at the other. A nut was taken from the body
of a tallor named Hahn, who was wounded the
night the bomb was thrown, and It was found to
corr spond exactly with those on the bombs made
by Lingg. had often spoken of the superl-
ority of the czar bomb, because of its construc-
tlon of compound metais, and for some time pre-
vious to his arrest had one on exhibition In his
office, which he deligated 1n snowlag to reporters
Wiw came 1o see blm. For this reason It has been
commonly known in Chicago as the “sSpies” bomb,
These bombs were made at the house of .carpenter
pamed Wm. Seliger, who lived at No. m%
streef, on the north side. Seliger turned info r
and told all about the manutacture of these mis-
slies—*“rodder for the ce,” as Sp es had often
termed them. Lingg lived with Seliger, and the
latter knew all sbout the manufacture of the
things by the ald of which the soctal revolution
was L be brought about in Chicago,

LINGG'S EXPERIMENTS.

Lingg often went into the woods north of the
city and experimented with the bombs upon the
trees, tearing them to pleces. e was asststed 1n
his work of manufgcturing thein by Seliger and
two other men named Thiclen and Hermann, The
wen wore handkerchiefs over their faces while at
work., After the massacre many of these bombs
were found In Lingg's trunk and under a sidewalk
on Sigel street, where be bad burted them tmmedi-
ately after the Haymarket expioston. Cohted-
erates of Lingg in the making of these bombs were
Huebner and Munsenbery, Lingg belog the moving,
active spirit,

The bLombs were made by Lingg under the
auspices of the Intérnational Association, which
dirulshed the money, and every one of the con-
demoed men were members of Luls assoclation,
They could not but Know what was golng on, as
Lthey were looked up to by thetr fellows as leaders,
An entertalnment. was given in Florus Hadl in
March, 1856, and the proceeds were given to Lings
for the purpose of buying dy namite with whica 1o
experiment.
