Pension Bnildlag list Large East.
NO BOOM FOR THE OTHER Bl'REAUb OP THE INTERIOR

DEPARTMENT.
The report of the commission that recently in¬

spected the Pension Building la now before secre¬
tary Vilas. The object of the commission was to
ascertain whether tho bureaus ot the Interior De¬
partment, required by law to be removed to the
Pension Building by December next, could be ac¬
commodated In that building. These bureaus are
the General Land Office, the Education Bureau,the Bailroad office, and the Labor Bureau. The
commission was composed ot the heads of the
bureaus, ana in company with Commissioner
Black a tew days ago, they went over the entire
building. They found that the employes of the
Pension Bureuu numbered over 1,400, and that
owing to the additional pension legislation then'
had not been that decrease in the numbers of the
clerical force that was expected. It was found
that It would be impossible to find room for
the Land office and its records in the
building, and that while some ot the other bureaus
might be transferred there, yet It was claimed that
the work of the Pension office would be embar¬

On the evening of the crime Van Brunt,
who was boarding with the Hoys, retired to his
room, but later be beard talk In a low tone In the
parlor, and believing the voices to be those of Will
and Eva, he descended the stairs aud round Eva in
her night-dress engaged In conversation, as he had
surmised, with Will, the two sitting close together.
The remarks that were made so angered him t bat
be pulled his revolver from his po> ket and tired
the fatal shot. Coolly returning to his room he
Informed Fred that be had shot his brother, and
making ao effort to escape, willingly gave himself
up. He was placed under arrest, and at the next
term of court was indicted tor murder in the first
degree. His trial came off at an adjourned term
of court In February, 1887. The mam evidence
against him was that ot Kva Roy. He was con¬
victed and sentenced to be hanged on April 15,
1887, but by appeals to the General Term and the
Court of Appeals, the date of execution was post¬
poned until to-day.
