DEATHS FROM THE HEAT.

Twenty=three Reporied in New Yerk
Before 10 o'clock This Morning.
New York, Juneé 25.—The continuance of ihe In.
tense heat is causing an unusual number of deaths
in this city, and the number of cases reported at

the coroner’s office where death ensued from pros-
tration before medical assistance could be obrained
18 aimost unpr cedented. ‘The coroner's oflice was
thronged with policemen, undertakers, and rela-
tives of the dead bringing notices of death or
secking burial permits. The majorily of the cases
reported were of peraons in the prime of life, Most
of theun lived in tue tenement-house districts. In
miany cases the viclims went to bed last night
aanrentw in good health and were found dead
this morniog. Up to 10 o'clock this morning the
