"Sneaks," "Frauds," etc.,
so couched as to come Just outside of tbe pale of
the libel law of the state where the agency is
situated, but with the obnoxious words printed In
type which .catchs* every eye; and the alleged
debtor Is warned that. If tbe claim is not
paid in ten days, an envelope of tbis sort will
be used for wrapping a third demand. To
save their families from the distress which
the receipt of such mall matter at
their homes would give them, men frequently
yield to demands that in their Judgment have no
foundation In justice. Tbe thoroughly illogical
character of tbe whole business Is manifest from
tiie tact that none but a sensitive spirit is affected
by this sort of treatment. A man who is really a
dodger of honest debts Is not apt to be troubled
with sensitiveness. It Is well to have tbe line
drawn between enterprise in the collection of
debts and In blackmailing alleged debtors.
There is a feeble consolation, during this un¬
