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A Hopeful View of Consumption.
WHAT A HOMEOPATHIC PHYSICIAN HAS TO BAY ABOUT
THE CURABILITY OF THE DHKEAD DISEASE,

From the Philadelphia Press to-day.

One of the most Interesung papers read at the
second day's sesslon of the Homeopathlc State
Medical Soclety in the Hahnemann's College yes-
terday was Prof. Goodno's paper on “Pulmonary
Consumpuion.” Whaen Prof. Goodno said that
consumption In certaln stages was curable he was

loudly applauded. He said that wolle pulmonary
consumption was a disease of civilization and due
L0 Lhe derangement of tiny tssues rom defective
nutrition, and aiso the presence of a germ, yet it
Was 1o be obgerved that ilpflammation and all its
sequences are the essence of pulmonary con-
sSwuplion.

*Whatever the role of the bacillus of Koch may
be,” e said, “it has altered but llitle our practical
atttude towara the disease. That buacillusis a
constant attendaant of consumption is undoubte i
That It 1s the cause IS probable, but Its action is so0
dependent upon constitutional states tbhat 1t rela-
tively seldow excites phtnisical development, and
that It Is assoclated with conditions not yet con-
sidered fuily phthisical are to iy mina clear.
Were we to ilve up to our knowledge in the early
diagnsis and treatment Of phthisis most cuses
would recover and the Jlsease even be relegated
toa less lmportant posidon. The symptoms of
linportasce arc the tewmperalure fluctuations, and
tut::i al that early siage the disease can be
cu

“Blood spltting and pulmonary hemorrhage are
claimed to occur prior to evidence of consollda-
uon; my experience has led we to consider it o
rare precedent,”

In conclusion the doctor urged the Ilmportance of
the subject, us one-fitth of all deaths resuited from
the dread disease. He said: **Just in proportion
as we are led away trom the practical doctrine
tual consumption 1s simply a low form of infdam-
matlon with greai disposition to sprea. and Lermi-
nate with Luberculosis che farther we are led from
the correct principles of treatment.” Prof. Goodno
also spuke of the contaglous character of consump-
Lon, showiung Lhat the bacilll could be breatibed
Inlo the lungs. He, howover, sald that they would
not develop unless the physical coudition of the
person woose lungs were Injected was deteriorated.
He deprecated Lhe silence vi physiclans when they
bad a case of consuwaption and the o ready as-
sumption thut they were deallng with an lncura-
bile specttic disease,
