IT HAS ESTABLISHED A BYSTEM OF REPRESSION
AMONG THE CUNQUERED NATIVES,

There is something to me utterly incongruous
In slavery, in form or in name, where English rule
goes; and this will sooneér or later tell in India,
says Carter Harrison In a leiter to the Chicago

Mail, Let me give some facts that wiil 1llustrate
my thoughts, At table d' hote ln Calcutia one of
a party of gentivmen opposite wme sald to me:
“You are a stranger here, I see,” “Yes, but how
did you know 1L?" (for Lhere was nothing in my
dress o sbow 1t, and I had not been Lalking). “Be-
cause,” he replied, “you say please Lo Lnat servant
Of yours and thaok himn when he serves yoo. We
never do that Tuey can’t understand I1t.” I
laughed, and told him we had a mythb in America,
It was a vradition ot Georﬁcwmmswn, who
lifed his hat ta a poor negro ause he couid not
be outdone 1n politeness LY a slave, He rejolned:
*““I'bat will do in America, but not in Indla; it
would soon ruln the servants. They are a lot of
niggers, and have W be treated as such.,” I told
him these “niggers,” as he called them, were learn.-
lug something, and were already demanding a par-
ticipation 1o tue making of laws, and that the En-
glish ought totry to elevate rather than repress
them 1nto a lot ol slaves, The compautons of this
gentleman said noihing but seemed 10 approve ot
what he sald. Agatn: 1 visited a merchant's
office, also in Calcutia, to Inspect some shawls to
be shown us by some Hindous. 1 bought a small
ring shawl, and finding I had left my wallet in my
room, told the natlve he could go with me to the
hotel for Lhe pay, The proprietor, an old resident,
saw [me Lo the door. Ol Inlo my cab, inviting
Lhe native Lo take a seat by wy side. Tuis he was
about to do, when iy Iriend lmperivusly mo-
Uoned him to mouut with the driver, saying, “We
Dever lel those fellows ride with us,” Now, this
Hindoo was & man of elegant mauners, clean and
bright, and 1 was told was rich. But 1t would not
do for bim 10 ride Inslde with & white man; It
would spoll him and otbhers. He had to be kept in
his place.
lsaw a man in uniform at Delhi kick a cooley
from the car simply because he had put the offi-
cer's package on instead Of under theseat. I could
name a dozen such illustrations, and from all over
India. 1did not once, except at Lord Dufferin’s
and at a powe ful comm ner's, ever hear any-
thing asked for by an Euglishinan, or even ordered,
in that tone which sofiens an order Into a request,
It was always an order, and of the most dictatorial
kind; an order rarely used In old slave days in old
Awmerica, excepl on the cotton plantations, and
scarcely ever ln Keniucky or Virginla, I was
:Eenlng in Ceylon with some resident English of
€ beautiful little buliocks and the pre.ty carts,
:::Idot m&a ease with which they cguld be made
¥y, and ex my surprise that I had not
seen Lhédm uuagwﬁ foreign residents., They all
saia that it was a pity that the forelgners could
not use them, they were 8o cheap, convenlent, and
pretiy; bul that they were used by the Cing
