REAL ESTATE GOSSIP.

Gllt-Edged Property in the Vicinity of
Oak View.

MR. BLAINE PREPARING TO TAKE POSSESSION OF
IS NEW HOME—ELEGANT INTERIOR DECORA-
TIONS—NEW HOUSES NOW BEING ERECTED IN VA~
RIOUS PARTS OF THE CITY.

The future of Oak View, the President's
country home, is a subject that occasions more
or less talk, The President has given as yet
no direct intimation as to what disposition he
intends to make of the place. The prevsiling
opinion seems to be that he intends to sell, and
it is known that he places a pretty high value
upon his property. If he thinks that his place
is worth more now than when he bought it,
nearly three years ago, he is certainly justified
in that opinion by the changes in valaes that
have gone on all about him, The President
made his purchase in the spring of 'S5,
& short time after what is known
as the Massachnusetts avenne and Tenleytown
boom set in. Secretary Whitney had already
g:id £300 per acre for a farm some distance

*yond. Enterprising men were engaged in
buying up land along what was then regarded
as the probable route of Massachnsetts avenue
extended. Three and four bundred dollars per
acre was the ruling price, What is now known
as Belair Heights, however, was hased in
the summer of %3 for over 8700 per acre. On
the other side of Rock creek. during the spring
of 1884, the tract of land known as Weston was
bought for £350 per acre: the Snyder tract for
over 2350 per acre; the Morton tract for 2450
per acre, and the Bowen tract for about the
same figure. In the spring of 1886 the Presi-
dent secured the 29 acres of Oak View at a

rice exceeding =656 Eer acre. Then followed
Flm purchases along the Tenleytown road. The
Conntry club property. adjoining Grasslands,
was sold in October, 1886, for over 900 per
acre,and in the following spring abont #1,640 per
acre was paid for the same property. The
Varnell property, opposite the President's
honuse, was sold in the fall of '86 from about
#1.500 per acre, The tract of land known as
the Iturbide tract, just beyond the President’s

lace on the north, was sold in the fall of '87

or ¥3.200, having been bought the preceding
spring for 2,500 per acre. The Carter farm,
which adjoins on the north Grasslands, was
sold in the latter part of '87 for over #1,100 per
acre,

As these lands were regarded as farm lands
a few years ago, and their value practically un-
known. some idea can be obtained for the
prices given above of some of the recent sales
of the rapid appreciation of valnes. Improve-
ments have al<o been made. Large tracts have
heen subdivided and laid ont i villa sites,
The old college villa property, which was the
summer retreat vears ago of the priests of
Georgetown college. has become a fushionable
club ﬁnuso, A handsome hotel building has
been erected on the Varnell property and an
electric road is soon to be built from George-
town to Tenleytown, Steady progress has
been made in the work of gradiug along Massa~-
chusetts avenue extended. The work is sub-
stantially completed from Boundary to Rock
ereck and for some distance on the other side
of Rock creek.

A XEW APARTMENT HOUSE,

The old building at the southeast corner of
12th and G streets will be torn down in a few
days. On this site Mr. John R. McLean pur-

poses to erect an apartment honse, It will be
a small Mllldini‘:- apartment houses go, but
it will supply what is needed, namely, homes
of a  size, for a moderate rental. The
lower story will be divided into stores, one
store at the corner and four front on 12th
street. The four upper stories will be divided
into apartments. two suitcs on each floor.

tute a suite, The exterior will be of brick and
the design, which is the work of James G, Hill,
architect, is pleasing and attrsctive.

A ROW OF FOUR DWELLINGS,

John W. Phillips has had plans prepared by
N. R. Grimm, architect, for four dwellings, to
L be built on Q street, between 6th and Marion
streets. They will be three stories in height
with cellars. The design for each house is
entirely different. The fronts will be of
pressed and molded brick, relieved with stone,
terra~cotta and galvanized iron trimmings, with
bay-window projections of different shapes.
There will be balconies over each bay window,
except in one house, which will have a round
bay window, starting on an octagon base and
terminating with a tower. Another house
will have a one-story ba{ window, with
vases set on piers at each cormer, with
scrolled iron rail between them, forming a
balcony. From this point there will be a slight
projection from the main wall extending to the
third story, and a gable the full width of the
house, which will be of ornamental copper and
brick work. These houses will contain eleven
rooms, with saloon-parlors, opening into halls
with large sliding doors. Aﬁe the bed-rooms
will have large closets,

J. SPRIGG POOLE'S FINE RESIDENCE.

T. F. Schneider. the architect, has prepared
plans for a new residence for Mr. J. Sprigg
Poole, which is to be erccted on the south side
of R street, between 15th and 16th streets north-
west, adjoining Senator Cockrell’s, The house
will have a frontage of 22', feet and will have
@& basement. three stories and an attic. The
front will be of Wadesborongh brownstone up
to the first story window-sills and around the
entrance up to the second story, with pressed
bricks above, It will have a square tower four
stories high, The four small windows on the
front of the tower are separated by eolumns,
The steep roof is covered with red slate. The
interior is equally effective. The first floor
has a lor. an entrance hall, a square stair-
case hall, dining-room and pantry, and is
finished in oak and cherry, The work will be
begun as soon as the weather permits,
