Kj«m ii and Dortmund district*. Ia this leaflet
the emperor i* represented as saving to the
rimers that if the strikers allied themselves
with the social democrats they would be shot
down without mercy, as he regarded every so¬
cial democrat a* an enemv to the empire. The
leaflet* are sent through the post concealed in
other literature, packed into cases of goods
shipped from clothing and other manufactories,
nailed on trees and fences undercover of night,
and given circulation in a hundred other ways.The authorities so far are utterly at sea in their
efforts to track down the principals, althongh
suspicion attaches to two well-known demo¬
cratic members of the German parliament.

EQUAL RKCOONITION.
Resolutions Adopted by the American

Home Missionary Society.
Saratoga, June 6..At the extra morning

meeting of the American Home Missionary so-
cietv to decide the conditions on which the
southern white churches that have rccentlv ap¬
plied for congregational fellowship shall be
aided by this society, after a very earnest dis¬
cussion of the present and future relations be-
tween them and the Congregational churches
and associations already in that region, the
members of which are mostly colored, the fol-
lowing resolutions were unanimously adopted:"In the full conviction that these churches are
in accord with the principles of this society and
with those held by the Congregational churches
which it represents.

That we heartily welcome them to
fellowship with us in the gospel, we commend
tb-ni to ;ne fraternal sympathy and prnvers of
nil our people, and we request the officers of
the society to extend them such financial aid
»» they may need as promptly as the state of
its treasury shell permit.
"That this society rejoices to learn that nn

effort is being made to unite the Georgia Con¬
gregational conference and the Georgia Con-
gregational a*»>ci.ttion on principles of eqn il
recognition and fellowship of all the
churches of each body, and trusts that such a
union will be accomplished."
Great satisfaction w.«s expressed at the unan¬

imous adoption of these resolutions, as at one
time it was feared that there might be a serious
split on the caste question.

The "Tickers" to go Rack.
New Y«»kk. June 6..It was learued yesterday

that the conferences and meetings held by the
governors of the stock exchange and the offi¬
cials of the Western Union telegraph companyresulted in arrangements whereby the ''ticker"
service will be resumed to-day. The stock ex¬
change policy has virtually forced the Com¬
mercial telegram company and the Gold and
Stock companv together. The monthly rental
of each . ticker" of the latter company has
been raised from f 10 to 425. and they will ba
leased ouly to members of the exchange or
those whom they indorse. The hotels and
other resorts get commercial ..tickers,'' with
the information a certain number of minutes
behind the gold and stock tickers. It is now
believed business in Wall street will take a
fresh start and develop a stronger market.
