WHAT GEORGETOWN ASKS FOB.

Public Improvement* Reoommended
by the Citlxsns' Awo«Utlo« There.

It vm stated In Saturday1! Stab that the
District Commissionsrs that morning gavsa
bearing to a committee of the Wee* Washing¬
ton citizens' association to present the views of
the association as to needed improvements in
that section. In the paper read by Chairman
John T. Mitchell the association asks the at¬
tention of the Commissioners of the District to
the following streets, '-which they believe are
in need of and most demanding their consider¬
ation in their recommendation to Congress for
improvement in the year 1890-91:" Paring side¬
walks and sewers in 36th street from Prospect
avenne to 3d street. Proepect avenue from
35th to 36th should be paved. We would also
recommend the continuance of Oljve street
from 30th street to 32d street, the ground
necessary therefor to be acquired either by
purchase or condemnation.

IOAB.
Continuance of the improvement of 35th

street to its intersection with 33d ttreet. The
committee say: "We would call your attention
to tho additional reason, which, in the' near
future, will demand this improvement Our
section of the District has but one approach
from Montgomery county, Maryland, and that
is by the way of the Tenleytown road and 33d
street, or rather 33d street is the moet direct
street to the business portion of the section,
but now that the street is to be used by the
railroad with a double track and leaving but
9 feet of space between the outer rail and *he
curb, scarcely room for the passage of the usual
country wagon, the people of the upper section
coming into town will be compelled to seek
some other street than 33d street, and it is our
judgment that 35th street is the next best
street for their purposo, and should be paved
throughout Should the paving of this street
not be possible for the coming year we request
that a sewer be laid on east side of the street
from the present sewer to T street, and the
street improved by grading, sidewalks. Ac.
THHOCOH TBI OBOBOETOWX COLLEOE OBOCJJDS.
'.We ask your immediate attention to the

opening of N street through the grounds now
inclosed and occupied by the Georgetown col¬
lege. We are not aware nor have we been able
to W arn by what authority the college stops the
way of this street as this street is laid out on
the earliest maps of the town and the obstruc¬
tion should be removed.

A !«EW BBIDOE OVEB BOCK CBEBX.
"In this connection we would ask attention

to the consideration of a bridge over Bock
creek at N street, giving us a more desirable
approach to this section, increasing it* attract¬
iveness and making valuable a large amount of
property now of but little value for improve¬
ment or taxation.

SCOOESTIOVS.
"The widening and straightening of Valley

street from P street to Road street would be of
much benefit to the adjoining property, but as
this opens up the question of 'damage and
benefit' we leave it for your consideration.
Fourth street from 33d to 85th could be made
available for good building purpoeee if it were
paved and sewered.

BAD KIDEWALKS.
"The question of sidewalks is one with which

we have not sufficient information to speak
with effect, but of this fact we are aware, that
there is a very large area of pavement that
should receive the immediate attention of the
Commissioners. They should be repavedeither at the cost of the adjoining property or
at public expense, and if the owner of the
fronting property will not repair or renew
them unaer the permit plan they should be
compelled to do so by the authorities having
control, for surely there must be some powersomewhere to compel the owners of propertyto keep the pavements in good condition.

POLICE SlOSAL BOXES NEEDED.
"We urge upon your consideration the

placing of a number of police signal boxes at
suitable points on the street* and the use of a

police wagon in this section. The limited num¬
ber of police aAigned to this precinct, the
large space of Which they have the oversight,make* the labor very severe and if assistance
is needed either by the police or citizen there
is no means by which it can be obtained exceptby special messenger to the station. This ourcitizens should not be compelled to do and in
cane of arrest of drunk and disorderly peoplethey are sometimes dragged through the
streets, howling aud screaming, attracting tbe
attention of the young and innocent and alarm¬
ing the aged and luhrm. We ask attention to
the condition of the police station in this pre¬cinct.that it needs repairs and some improve¬ment for the comfort of the officer* and men
cannot be questioned.

A PUBLIC PARK WATTED.
"Georgetown, now substantially a part of the

city of Washington, ia the only section of the
city which devoid of public squares or park*,
and it* residents are therefore deprived of the
benefits which is accrue, in a general way, from
the presence and enjoyment of the use of
places so attractive and conducive to health-
advantages which are bountifully supplied to
every other section. The property bounded by34th (Frederick) and 33d (Market) street* and
Q (4th) and K (5th) street* is centrally situated,
ana in view of its present condition and sur¬
roundings can now be acquired at a veryreasonable price, and the conversion of the
same iuto a public park would, we think, be¬
yond all doubt, redound to the public good.About two-thirds of the s juare consists of an
old burial ground (in whicl further interments
were some years ago prohib:ted by order of the
Commissioners) and is well tupplied with a flue
growth of large trees which ire worthy of pres¬
ervation and can be utilize 1 to advantage; the
remaining portion of the t fuare is improvedby small tenement* which ha e been very machneglected and are of iuco uiderable value.
Property in the vicinity ha* />een greatly de¬
preciated in value by it* proximity to this
square. Tbe square has, in foci, operated as a
blight upon a very large section, tud, unleas
action is bad by Congress of the kind sug¬gested, the evil will be indefinitely continued;if such action is taken enhanced value* would
in a short time reimburse the District for it*
share in the expense incurred."

The Weather and the Crops.
The weather-crop bulletin of the signal office

says: The week ending September 14 was
warmer than usual over the corn and cotton
region* and generally on the Atlantic coaat
There was less than the usual amount of rain
during the week generally throughout the
principal agricultural district*, including the
cotton and corn regions. An exces* of rainfall
occurred on the Atlautic const from Massachu¬
setts southward to North Carolina. The
weather during the week was especiallv favor¬
able throughout the corn belt Cuttiug of corn
is in progress and a large percentage of an ex¬
cellent corn crop is now safe from frost. Re¬
cent rains placed tbe ground in a favorable
condition for plowing in the states of the Mis¬
sissippi valley, but fall farm work is delayed in
Michigan, Ohio and Indiana, owing to the ab¬
sence of rain. Thu prospect* of the cotton
crop have been improved by the favorable
weather during the week. In New York, Penn¬
sylvania and Virginia crops were improved byfavorable weather, but the high winds were un¬
favorable for seeding. In these states the corn
crop is -eported as large, an excellent tobacco
crop in Pennsylvania has been secured, and the
hop crop in New York ia safe and in goodorder.

TO BUILD MORE OCEAN RACERS.
Two Ship* to be Constructed to Bent

the City of Piurl*.

A Liverpool dispatch to the New York Sun
says: It ha* been definitely determined by the
Cunard company to build two new ocean racers
next year. The success of the City of Paris of
the Inman line in breaking the record pre¬
viously held by the Conarder Etruria has, in
the mind* of the managers of the Cunard line,
made such a step necessary.
The precise dimension of the nsw ships have

not yet been determined, bat they will be
monstrous twin-screw ships, built to beat the
record.poesiblv with an eye to making a four-day record. The superiority of twin-screw
ships in rigidity, handiness, spesd and economyhas been sufficiently demonstrated by the three
twin-screw ships now in the Liverpool trade,and the Cunard people do not mean to experi¬ment further with single screws.

The President In HU Stealage Will Rec¬
ommend Their Improvement.

A committee appointed by the wsstorn water
way* convention to prssent an addraaa to the
President asking him to raoommend to
Congreee general water-way improvements
praaentad the addraaa at Dear Park yesterday.

Groerenor. In anawar to qnaationa the Prssi-

"SUNSET" COX'S HUMOR.

Quaint Retorts.Literary and Political
Addresses Enlivened by Flashes of Fun.

Congreaaman Samuel Sullivan Oox is dead,

but "Sunset" Oox, the jovial humorist, the
eloquent orator, the genial, many sided man
of the world, will lire long in the memory of
the American people. A man of ideaa, he gave
utterance to many notable thoughta during his
thirty years of publio service, stamping them
with his own individuality and, if possible,
investing them with some of that humor which
was one of his moat marked characteristics.
Of his humor some examples are given here.
They are taken from his political and literary
addresses, and cover the years between 1862
and his death. The same mark of originality
is seen in all, and possibly the only difference
between the jeux d' esprit of his earlier and
later yeara is that the former are more caustic
and less playful than the latter.

a mruxu Tunr.
Speaking of a political party he said once

that it was "a good deal like the husband
whose wife waa about to present a wee stranger
to the household. The husband waa in the next
room waiting for the event in great excite*
ment and very anxious to know its sex. The
nurse appeared and he rushed forward and ex¬
claimed, 'Am I a father or am I a mother?' "

Equally humorous are the following sallies:
"Ireland ia the Mark Tapley of nations,

alway jolly upder the most adverse circum¬
stance*."
"The American* are a mosaio people, and

they have all humors. Therefore tney can no
more tell why they have their various humors
than Mozart coula tell why his nose waa Mo-
aartiah."

"I have known people who had a great deal
of fun when they amued.particularly at elec¬
tion time."
"An Irish woman who had married a second

husband said to me once: "Oh, how happy
poor Charles would be if he could only see by
what an agreeeble gentleman he haa been re¬

placed!"
"I had no idea until recently that the pro

tempore speakership waa such an exalted
position in American statesmanship. Had I
known it I might have put on more style, stilts
and scollops while I held it!"
Speaking of a meeting at whioh parlia¬

mentary rules had not been observed he said:
"If some of our parliamentarians in Congreashad been present they would have been stark
mad, not with the rabies of the canine, bnt
with the potential absolutism of an unre-
strained gaveL"
His cosmopolitanism is shown in this senti¬

ment: "I do not care where a man was born
so long aa he is good and just. The Saviour
was born in Bethlehem aud yet we wor¬
ship Him, although he was a foreigner in that
respect."

JOXXS ABOUT TCmXZT.
"A Turkish soldier near the manger at Beth¬

lehem once allowed me to examine his Martini
rifle. I said, 'Ton have no occasion to use it in
this holy place?' He replied significantly that
he held the Latin and Greek priests apart by
his arm of precision, otherwise there would be
no peace where the angelic choirs onco sang,
.Peace on earth, good will toward men!"*
"The light of the gospel and Pennsylvania

petroleum, the 'light of Asia,' we send freo to
the dreaming orient"
Hia successor to Turkey, he told the Presi¬

dent, should be in sympathy with the mission¬
aries and the educational societies, and then he
added locularly: "I don't know that I am so
very religious myself, but whenever I needed
any more than the ordinary amount I drew on
Mrs. Cox, who is a very good Presbyterian and
always ready to assist me when she can."
He defined a Turkish salaam thus: "The

Turk takes up earth to show his humility,places his hand to bis heart to indicate cordial¬
ity, grasps his tongue in displaying his willing¬
ness to talk and then touches his head in con¬
firmation of the sincerity of his welcome and
to prove that his head ia in accord with what
his heart feela."
"In Turkey as in America I notice that the

people begin the day at sunset, and so I never
go back on Sunset if I can help it!"

"I went to Turkey with one wife, and I
found her quite as much as I could manage.The sultan has 484 wives. He doesn't know
them alL Thev have their names painted on
their boudoir doors."
"The sultan once asked me if there were anyimmigrants from Egypt to America. I told

him there were two. I had shipped them in
boxes. He was willing to let them go as theycould work no longer.""I suppose I am the only man in America to¬
day who has shaken hands with one of the
Pharaohs. It waa a dusty band, but I shook

On hi* departure for Turkey he described hi*
congressional experience thus: "No longer for
me the speaker's gavel with its rap, rap, rap;
no longer the five minutes' debate upon a six¬
penny appropriation; no longer the "previousquestion, that dynamite which destroy* so
much of parliamentary power. Othello * oc¬
cupation gone.gone to the Hellespont."

AVEBS* TO EXTREMES.
"It i* well to be a Christian, but there is no

use in joining the Salvation Army. It i* well to
be right, but not excessively right."
To the exclusion of foreign actors from thi*

country he was decidedly opposed."I *ay with Hamlet," he remarked once, "a*

On another occasion he said: "If stars are to
come in aud their aids be disallowed, where
and how can you erect a atandard for stellar
glory? Stars, we know, differ in glory, aud
borue are quite ineffectual in their tires; some

meteoric proportion. Who shall be judge?"These are but a few of the very many bright
sayings uttered by thia light-hearted humorist,but tUev suffice to show hia intellectual caliber
in this respect.

THE MOSQUITO MUST GO.
Om Way the Pert May be Mitigated

or IitcmluM.

Or.E 0. McOook is Korth Imriein Renew.
Can the mosquito p«t be Biti(atod? That

Is quite another question, which hu Jut been
nlied by a philanthropic gentleman of strong
scientific taitee. Dr Lamborn, who has re¬

cently offered a price for a preliminary study
of the habits of dragon-lies, with n view to
their propagation aa destroyer* of mosqnitoes,
haa found the ready ear of the American na¬

tion. * * * It to the female moequito that
doea all the damage. Her spouse is a harm-
lees creature. Where the eonditions are favor¬
able for propagation and growth, the moequito,
like other creatures, will flourish. If those
conditions can be made unfavorable the ineeot
must decrease. This compels us to ask, "what
are favorable conditions for the mosquito's de¬
velopment?"
The question is easier asked than accurately

answered. In point of faet, the mosquito haa
a cosmopolitan distribution. It is supposed to
have its paradise in tropical conntrie*. but it
fioarishes In Labrador. It affects low-lying
positions, but lovsrs of the Adirondack moun¬
tains will recall visions of "smudges," and
cheese cloth canopies on rustic banks, and bat-
tlee with awarms of enloida amid the soughing
of pinee and the sweet fragranoe of the balsam.
It loves the interior, but, wherever found, one
condition seems to be essential to its active de¬
velopment It must have water.
The mother moequito deposits her eggs in

minute, boat-like masses upon the surface of
the water. From these eggs come little larva,
or worms, or maggots, to use popular words.
These wee things inhabit the water, living
most of the time at or near the bottom, where
they are said to feed upon decaying matter and
the micro-organisms tnat swarm in such con¬
ditions. The queation has often been asked
me, "What were mosquitoes mads for, any¬how?" If those who have specially studied
the habits of the insects are correct they cer¬
tainly render important and useful aervice
during their larval stage by cleansing swamplands and stagnant pools from the miasma
which plague mankind with various forms of
fever.
The mosquito's brief period of larval life is

divided between feeding upon ths aforesaid
micro-organisms, Ac., and occasional excur¬
sions to the surface for a breath of air. Un¬
fortunately, the larva soon becomes a pupawith a greatly enlarged thorax, which givesthe body a club-shaped appearance. Two
broad paddles or caudal swimming leaves are
fixed at the apex of the body by which the moe¬
qnitoee can wiggle their way through the
water. They are aotive in their habits, bnt
they do not eat Perhape their larval diet of
miasms proves too much for them. Soon theyawake at the call of nature to another element
and another sphere of activity.It may shock the esthetic aensibilities of the
general publio to speak ot anything beautiful
or fairy-like in the natural history of the mos¬
quito, but really auch terms are truly applica¬ble when the moMjuito pupa begins to trans¬
form. Let me briefly describe the process as
entomologists have observed it These little
flsh-like larvB have spent their first stage of
being swimming about in stagnant water, de¬
vouring the living atoms that swarm therein.
They reach their second stage by caating off
the larval skin and becoming pups. In this
stage they remain rolled up like a ball and float
at tne surface of the water for the purpose ef
breathing through the two respiratory Mibes on
the top of their backs.; If disturbed by any
unwonted agitation of the water, they suddenly
uncurl their bodies and whirl over and over
from side to side. This turnverein existence,
spent with no sustaining nutriment but atmos-
pherie air, terminates in the course of a few
days.
Now the little water tumblers are ready for

another transformation. The skin splits on
the back between the breathing tubes, and a
little boat is thus formed, aa gracefully curved
at the bow and poop as the imperial barge of
Cleopatra. Out of this fairy bark there sud¬
denly issues a winged creature. The head, the
body, the limbs burst from the opening in the
hard skin. The slender legs are raised on the
edges of the empty bark until, spreading its
wings and pluming itself for flight into sun-
light and air, the insect rises, while, by the re¬
flex of Its upward bound, its tiny bark is over¬
set and sinks beneath the wave. If the poet or
artist were to catch this vision at the moment
the insect leaves its abandoned bark and
stretches its wings for flight, he migh; well
imagine that he had obtained a glimpse of the
good old days when one might see "old Pro¬
teus" or young Venua "rising from the sea."
Alas, that Prof. Uradgrind, the naturalist,
ahould be compelled to tell him that he had
only seen a mosquito transforming!
This is the natural history of the animal's en¬

vironment The practical question is: How can
one so control these conditions as to limit the
multiplication of the insecta? Obviously the
answer is: Limit their natural breeding
grounds. When swamps are dried up, when
stagnant pools are filled up, when brackish
lakes and sluggish streams are drained and
dredged and graded so as to give free current
to their waters, when the swamp grasses, weeds,
sedges and various plants in which moaquitoeafind refuge after transformation are cut down
and cleared away.when, in abort, the scythe,
lawn mower, grubbing axe and gardener's hand
of diligence, thrift, cleanllncss and care have
turned our country into a cultivated garden,
the days of the mosquito as a pest will be num¬
bered. Culex pipieus and all the other species
of culicidn (the family Of mosquitoes and
gnats) will still have their representatives in
the land, but they will be shorn of their power
to deplete the veins of summer cottagers and
guests and the purses of summer landlords.
