The western man may say what he pleases

A COMMERCIAL ORGANIZATION.
A very quiet man, but full of business, Is F.

G. Pierra, who accompanies the excursion
party as the representative of the Spanish-
American commercial union. The Spanish-
American commercial union is sn association
of bankers, manufacturers and merchants and
was organized in the city of New York March
'29, 1889. for the purpose of promoting trade
between the United States and Spanish-America
and Brazil. Although the association has its
principal offices in New York it is bv no means
intended that it shall be local in its' character;
in fact, it is the purpose of its promoters to
make the organization as trulv international
in its nature as will be possible. In the present
membership, which numbers about one thou¬
sand, the eastern, middle and southern states
are represented and on the list of trustees
appear the names of three of the United
States delegates to the international Ameri¬
can congress.Cornelius N. Bliss, Charles K
flint, both of New York and J. F. Hanson of
Macon, Oa. 1 he officers are men of mercan¬
tile prominence. J. M. Ceballos. the head of
one of the largest Spanish firms in New York
being its president. W. H. T. Hughes, man¬
ager of Ward A Co.'s lines of steamers. J M
Munoz, the wealthy Spanish New Yorker; C
N. Jordan, ex-treasurer of the United States
and now president of the Western national
bank of New York, and John F. Plummer. the
well-known New York merchant, nre the vice
presidents. The treasurer is E. Gogorza. also
of New York. Amcng the trustees, besides
those whose names have already been men-
sioned, are W. B. Boulton of Boultou. Bliss A
pallet!; R. A. Whitney, head of one of the
largest iron-working firms in the country; W
P. Clyde, senior partner in the firm which owns
and operates the Clyde line of steamers- Eras-
tus Wiman. C. W. Pusey, of the Pusev-Jones
<o. of Wilmington. Del.; H. K. Thurber of
>ew \ork, aud many other prominent and
wealt'iy business men.
One of the most direct aims of the associa¬

tion is co-operation with the international
American congress in anv way that may seem
to be neceos-ry or desirable.
