FOR A NATIONAL UNIVERSITY.

Senator Edmunds’ Plan of Celebrating
the Columbus Quadri-Centennial.

The proposition advanced by Senator Ed-
munds in the republican enucus on Tuesday,
that the United States celebrate the Columbus
quadri-centennial by founding a national uni-
versity in this city instead of spending money
on a celebration of a more social nature, has
been widely circulated and commented upon.
Most of the paragraphs which have been printed
about it have been constructed on an evident
supposition that the Senator from Vermont was
going to advocate the establishment of an ed-
ucetional establishment which should be anti-
Catholic in its character. That the Senator
nolds no such views was made plnin this morn-
ing in an interview with a Stamr reporter.

WHAT THE SENATOR SAYS,

“I am," said the Senator, *‘decidedly in favor
of the establishment in this city of a national
university as a something which would most
fitly commemorate the discovery of America
by Columbus, It would be much better than
a mere celebration, for while the ecelebration
would doubtless be a very plensant affair while
it lasted it would leave nothing behind but a
memory of a good time: a national university
would be a lasting benefit and in my opinion
the people’s money wonld be better spent in
its fonndation than in any other way. A great
university is really one of the pressing needs
of this country and I would have the govern-
ment establish it just as a rich man would—
erect the buildings and give it a liberal en-
dowment, I will not say that I am violently
opposed to the proposed world’s fair, but I
think the university idea much the better of
the two,”

**Wonld you have the university Protestant,
as hus been hinted, or non-sectarian?” asked
the reporter.

“Oh. non-gectarian, of cours.,” replied the
Senator with much force.” 1 wounld throw the
doors wide open; Catholic and Jew equally wel-
come, provided they are fitted for admission
and can behave themselves after they get in.”

“Have you drafted a bill, Senator, which will
place the proposition before Congressy”

DIFFERENCES OF OPINION AROUT FEDERAL ELEC-
TION LAWE,

There iz some difference of opinion among
the republicans as to the proper course to fol-
low in dealing with the elections question.
The prevailing sentiment on the republican
side of the House scems to be in favor of a
stringent federal election law, such as i1s advo-
cated by Senator Sherman and Representative
Lodge, There 18 2 minority sentiment in  the
republican party, however, in favor of nou-
interference, or following out the suggestion
made 1n the President’s message of strengthen-
ing the present Inws, The latter course would
probzbly be mnch more easy of accom-
plishment, but the indications are that the
attempt will be made to pass sueh u bill as Mr,
Sherman proposes.  There will not be a demo-
crat on the floor of the House who will not re-
#ist such a measure by every means in his
power. Whether or not it can pass must de-
pend upon whether it can get the active sup-
port of every republican and can get a quorum
of that party present during the contest, for no
matter what the rules of the House are, noth-
ing can be done if the democrats have the
power and disposition to break a quorum.

REPEAL OF THE TOPACCO TAX,

If the republicans faii to make such a redue-
tion of the revenues as may be nccomplished by
the repeal of the tobaceco tax. it will be for no
reason other than they ecannot agree among
themselves to this repeal. A proposition to re-
Hcai this tax would get a large vote from the

emocratic side, regardless of party caucnses,
When they go beyond that. however. the way
becomes rougher and more uncertain,
