Colored Views of the Color Question.
A National Convention Called.

A pnblic meeting under the suspires of the
Central bureau of relief was held lost evening
at the Fifth Baptist church. CoL Perry Carson
presided and at the opening of the meeting
the call for a national negro convention to be
held in this city next February was read by
F. G. Barbadoea. A number of addresses were

made in regard to the treatment of the eclored
people in the sonth and the course that should
be adopted to remedy the evils complained of.

TOO TIMID.

D. F. Butts of Virginia, the first speaker, was

of the opinion that the colored people were

too timed and that a firmer and more decided
course should be adopted in their relations
with the white people.
Robert C. Smalls of South Carolina, the next

speaker, thought that the proper answer to
the question so often heard, "What shall we

do with the negro?" was expressed In a few
wor<b,

. "LIT HIM ALOS*.
The colored people did not want to go any

where unless they went willingly and at their
owj motive.
An old colored man was introduced as W. T.

Fmley of AbbeyTille, 8. C., who made a state¬
ment of how he was driven from his honse at
night by a crowd and beaten because, as he
said, he had been appointed postmaster at that
place. He thonght that unless a change was

Drought about in the treatment of the colored
people they would be obliged to adopt the
methods of the white people in retaliation.
W. R. Laws expressed the opinion that the

negro onght to maintain his rights by force if
necessary.

In making the closing address of the meet¬
ing Mr. Carson spoke of the wrongs inflicted
upon the colored people in this city. He
reterred to what he termed the brutality of the
police officers by way of illustration.

A COMPROM ISK VERDICT.

Lawyer Forrest's Practical Victory la
the Cronin Cue.

TH« ACQUITTAL Of HKOOfl BUM OCT Til QUI»-
no* or k co*sn*Acr aud law lowBino*
FOB U APPEAL THAT MAI 1BT ACQUIT O'BUlr
LIVAX AXS OOCOHLIS.

There ru b remarkable scene in Judge Me-
Connell's court yesterday afternoon when the
?erdict waa rendered in the Cronin case. Not
b word wits uttered from the time the prisoners
shuffled through the doorway until they took
their seats. Lawyer Forrest whispered tome

words of cheer to Burke, who bowed approv¬
ingly. The Jurors were next to enter. They
caused as much interest as the coming of the
prisoners. Bald-headed Foreman Clarke was

in the lead. Juror Culver waa close behind
him, with his overcoat resting upon his arm.
The twelve men took their old aeata without
looking at the prisoners, who were watching
them with terrible interest Then came three
startling raps on an empty desk aa Clerk Lee
Announced the formal opening of court. Each
juror responded to the call of his name as it
was shouted by the clerk. Then Foreman
Clarke walked briskly to the bench and passed
a sheet of white paper to Judge McConnell.
This was the verdict.
The sheet of paper was passed by the court

to Clerk Lee to be read. The crowd pressed
.till farther toward the lines of officers back of
the prisoners. Every face in the room ex¬
pressed the most violent agitation. Burke sat
with hie mouth agape.. Coughlin sprawled his
legs out and scowled desperately at the clerk.
O'Sullivan aud Beggs betrayed no emotion.
Kunze's face assumed a sickly pallor aud his
haud tugged nervously at liis little mustache.
Clerk Lee read the verdict in a loud voice.

Beggs entwined his legs about his chair, and
although his lawyers were there to congratu¬
late him, the ex-senior warden's pale blue eyes
never left the clerk until he had finished read-
ing.
Kunze was found guilty of manslaughter and

awarded three years in the penitentiary. Iho
litte painter, who it is claimed by the state
drove Cronin to the house on Ashlaud ave¬
nue in which he was killed, did not betray any
emotion for a moment or more. He looked like
a man in a profound reverie.
The bass-voiced clerk, continuing his read¬

ing. announced that it was the vote of the jury
that Couglilin, O'Sullivan and Burke should
spend the rest of their lives in prison. A «nnr-
mur of surprise swept around the room, lne
three men who so narrowly escaped the rope
never flinched. With faces almost painful in
their rigidity and pallor Coughlin. O Sullivan,
and Burke glanced at one auotuer without
uttering a word.

A SEW TRIAL.
Then came the voice of Lawyer Forrest

pleading for a new trial for his clients, Cough¬
lin. Burke and O'Sullivan, and Kunze in behalf
of Lawyer Douohue, who is not in town. Dur¬
ing this plea a wail escaped from the line of
prisoners and little Kunze, convulsed with
grief. began to protest his innocence. Tears
streamed down his face as he shouted 111
broken English God knew he had never been
out to Lake View. Then, choking with enio-
tion. the littie German accused the state's at¬
torney with having bought testimony to con¬
vict him. Judge Longenecker's back was turned
to the sobbing prisoner, who was surrounded
by bailiffs. Words of sympathy from the of¬
ficers only served to intensify Kuuze s grief,
which broke out afresh from time to time.
B^ggs arose from his chair, aud. with his hat

in his hand, strulled over to the deserted jury-
box .mi! sat down. He told the reporters that
he h.td never appointed a secret committee to
try X)r. Cronin. and that he had never heard of
au inner circle in the Clati-ua-Gael. He said
he was surprised that the jurors had agreed so

quickly, as iie had not expected u verdict for
at least three weeks.
Burke, O'Snllivau and Coughlin took no in¬

terest in the weeping German or the smil'ng
ex-seuior wardeu, who was twirling his hat be¬
tween his legs. Coughlin and .liurke main¬
tained tlieir great t»erve to the last, but O'sul-
livan was plainly weakening during the last
moments of court." Still blinking and scowling
at some object directly in front of him. the Un¬

happy man would from time to time involun¬
tarily bring bis hanils together with a sigh.
Once his eyes tilled with tears, and it looked
as though "he would break down completely.
But the great nerve which has bolstered him
up diiring his terrible ordeal of the past six
montus came to his rescue, aud in a moment
the slender, stillow face had assumed its old-
time stolid and indifferent expression. At one
time when Lawyer Foster sought to console
Coughlin. the big detective smiled grimly and
shook his heud.
Judge McConnell, after listening to Lawyer

Forrest's motion for a new trial, set January 13
as the day when arguments might be made.
Then the*prisoners arose, and wa king between
a file of officers, recrossed the Bridge of Sighs
to the jail. Kunze was still weeping as the
conrt room door closed behind hsm, but Burke,
Coughlin and O'Sullivan marched along as de¬
fiantly as ever.

JUROR CCLVER ALMOST MOBBED.

People waiting in Dearborn avenue and
Michigan street heard the verdict almost as

qijickly as the prisoners themselves. As boou

as Clerk Lee finished reading the important
document a tlozeu messenger boys bounded out
of the court room, aud leaping down the steps
without regard to life or limb, began shouting
the verdict at the top their voices. A tre¬
mendous crowd soon filled the streets and wheu
Juror Culver started trom the court room to
the Commercial hotel he was quickly sur¬
rounded bv hundreds of angry men aud boys,
who began to hoot at him. From Michigan
street to Kinzie street the mob steadily grew in
number and turbulen.-y and for several miu-
utes it looked as though unpopular Juror Culver
would be assaulted.
Capt. Scbuettler summoned a detail of ofti

cers and marching at their head made a dash
into the mob. which broke and ran. When the
officers reached the Dearborn avenue bridg
they formed a platoon across the roadway aud
prevented the howliug aud enraged men from
continuing their chase. Other officers gathered
around Culver aud escorted him to his hotel
without further incident, although there were
shouts of derision from open windows along
the street. Later in the day the juror returned
to his home. The rest of the jurors left for
their homes as quickly as possible.
Comment on the verdict is greatly mixed.

Some of the more violent enemies of the
"Triangle" are disappointed because the death
penaitv was not inflicted. This is also true of
the anarchists, who believe the testimony
against the Clan-na-Gael's was far more cou-
ciu.ive as to guilt than that which sent their
loaders to the gallows. Conservative nien.
however, think the verdict the best that could
have been returned, because with three men
serving life sentences it is certain that the
conspirators yet unknown will live in coustau.
fear of a confession from one of the prisoners.
Juror Allison wa* seen by a correspondent

last night. He said:
..We took thirty-seven ballots in all and

reached our verdict about noon today. There
wart no trouble in the jury room. We worked
together harmoniously and weighed every par¬
ticle of evidence. Culver worked as luUus-
triously as the rest of us. He toiled Bll day
Sunday notwithstanding his religious scruples,
aud began work again at 5 o'clock this taoru-
ing. On the first ballot we were all at sea. and
it was not until we bad voted a dozen times
that we began to draw together."
Mr. Allison intimated that five men were in

favor of the death penalty from the start. Be¬
fore they left their room the lurors burned
every scrap of paper they could hud in the
chamber.

IT IS A COMPROMISE VERDICT.
One of the sensational stories afloat laat night

wbs to the effect that il members of the jury
had voted to hang Coughlin, Burke and 0'8ul-
livan and to give Beggs twenty-one years and
Kunze fourteen years in the penitentiary atd
that they had agreed to inflexibly stand by this
assessment of punishment. Juror Culver, how¬
ever, waa so firm in his opposition that his col¬
leagues had to yield. When he reached bis
home in Evanstown Mr. Culver was hurried to
bed by his wife and her friends. He does not
yet know the cause of the street demonstration
B/ainat him this afternoon and nobody haa
been permitted to tell him about the comment
of the newspapers on his conduct

BEOOS THANKS THE JUKI.
After Beggs was released he shook Foreman

Clarke's hand heartily and said: "Gentlemen,
I thank you. I trust that the future may con¬
firm your judgment upon me, and that you will
never regret you found me not guilty of this
terrible charge."

....As the verdict was announced and the large
audience contemplated Kunze's grief. Beggs
turned to a reporter and said: "It ia a shame to
sentence Kunze. The poor little fallow, I
think, is as innocent as I am. It is an outrage
to send him to the peniteutiary for three years.
He had no more idea of being foond guilty
than you bad of being declared an accomplice
in this crime."
"W hat d > you think of the verdict?" Judge

Mc( vi.uell was asked after the adjournment of
ecurt for the day. He replied,

. 'Judicially, of course, 1 can paaa no opinion
n.-on the verdict Aa an individual, however,
and without being cognizant of all th i proceed¬
ings in the jury room, I might say tuat I think
the verdict ia the result of a probable objection
.f some of Mm jurors to the death penalty on
eirouauuutuai evidence."

"Mr. Culver. probably.""No. not Mr. Culver nee esserily. I under¬
stand be «m in favor of acquittal from the
.tart. It to only after long and harassing
deliberation that he originally agreed.with the
rest upon this verdict. Ton will probably And

"But the juror* all ewore, on being examined
as to their competenoe, that they had no con¬
scientious scruples about capital punishment
on circumstantial evidence."

STORY OF THR CRIME.

Sketch of the Removal of Dr. Crontn
and the Men Accused of it.

Dr. Patrick H. Cronin disappeared on the
night of May 4, 1889. He had made an agree¬
ment with Patrick O'Sullivan. the icemau, to
attend any of his employes who were ilL On
the nigbt of the tragedy a man driving a white
horse in a buggy came to Dr. Cronin's board¬
ing place in Chicago. He presented O'Sulli-
van's card as a mark of good faith and told Dr.
Cronin that one of the iceman's employes had
been injured and that he was wanted to attend
the patient. Dr. Cronin unhesitatingly packed
up his instruments in a leather value or case,
such as Burgeons carry, stepped into the buggy
and was driven off by the messenger.
Dr. Cronin's friends never saw him alive

again. Evidence was produced during the trial
to show that Dr. Cronin was driven to a little
cottage in a quiet suburb of Chicago near whore
Iceman O'Sullivan lived. The cottage was
rented from a family named Carlson. On the
night of May 4 cries of murder were heard issu¬
ing from the Carlson cottage.
Great excitement was created by Dr. Cronin's

mysterious disappearance. Nobody knew abut
had become of him. Mysterious agencies were
at work hinting in public print and elsewhere
that Dr. Cronin was a spy in the pay of the
British government and that he bad disap¬
peared for reasons best known to himself. It
whs also mysteriously given out that be had
misappropriated funds contributed to the Irish
cause. It waa said that he had lied to Toronto,
and what purported to be a long interview
with him was sent out by an alleged newspaper
correspondent in Toronto and published in
papers m Chicago and elsewhere.

All this time Dr. Cronin'smurdered body was
lying in the catch basin of a tsewei at Argyle
park, a suburb of Chicago. On May 22 "hi*
uaked, bruised corpse was discovered in the
catch basin by a gang of laborers seut to cleun
it. The body waa identified as that of Dr.
Cronin.

THK PRISONERS.
The men arrested for the crime were Martin

Burke, Daniel Coughlin, a chicago detective;
the ice man. O'Sullivan; John F. Beggs, a law¬
yer. and John Kuuze, a nervous little German.
They were all members of camp 20. of the t'luu-
na-Uael. Evidence was produced during the
trial showing that a secret committee to try Dr.
Cronin was ordered by the camp on February
8. His offense, so far as has been discovered,
was that he had formulated charge* against the
former executive committee of the Clan-na-
Gael, known as the "Triangle." He had inade
the assertion in the camp to which he belonged
that the Triangle was using the money contrib¬
uted in the interest of the Irish nationalists to
their own advantage, and. moreover, were
playing their alleged tools into the hands of
the British government. The evidence against
the suspects showed tlmt Patrick O'Sullivan
had contracted for the medical services of Dr.
Cronin. presumably to finally eutrip him into
the snare into which he fell on the nigbt of
May 4. Martin Burke had rented from the
('arloons the cottagf in which Cronin was killed.
Daniel Coughlin, the detective, had made ar¬
rangement- for a ..friend" to hire from Livery¬
man Dinan the horse and bnggy that carried
Cronin to the house where ho was butchered.
John F. Beggs, warden of camp 20, was shown
to be the man who was appointed a committee
of one to report Cronin's murder to the senior
guardian. No evidence was brought out to im¬
plicate Kun/.e as d 'eply in the conspiracy as
the other four prisoners, llowover, he was
present at the meeting of camp 20 when Cronin
>va« sentenced to trial and, presumably, to
death.
iwo other individuals were involved in the

plot.Cooney, known us tho "Fox," owing to
the slyness ami skill with which up to this time
b has succeeded in evading arrest, and a man
who gave the name of Simouds when lie bought
the furuiture which was sent to tho Carlston
cottage. Woodruff, a worthless fellow arrested
for horse stealing, was also supposed to be im¬
plicated for a timo, as he confessed to having
hauled the trunk in which Cronin's mutilated
body was taken to the catch basin for conceal¬
ment. It wan proven, however, that he was
ignorant of the conspiracy and the ghastly con¬
tents of the trunk.
The Ave suspects were indicted in June, and

on August 26 the trial opened. During the
progress of the trial Dr. Cronin's clothing and
the valise containing hi* surgical instruments
and professional cards wore found in a sewer at
Lake View, not three miles from the place
where the murdered man's body was recovered.

SKETCHES or TUB ACCUSED.
Daniel Coughlm, the big detective, and sup-

posed to be the king bee among the prisoners,
was born in Hancock, Mich., not more than
thirty years ago. He is 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighs
:*i pounds, and is of light complexion, with a
wart on his right cheek. He went to Chicago
some year* ago and secured employment in the
North Side railway burns. Four years a;jo,through the influence of Alexander Sullivan,
he obtained a position on the police torce,
where he remained until arrested Knowing
the strength of bis influence he oversteppeddiscipline when it interfered with him ana did
about as he pleased. At the time ot the an¬
archists trial be was very outspoken in his con¬
demnation of the prisoners, frequently declar¬
ing that all of them should be hanged. He is
of a very brutal nature, one of the instances of
this characteristic occurring on March 24. when
he knocked a man down in a North Side saloon
and stamped on him. He has been a member
of Camp 20 ever aiuce be came to Chicago. He
is married and has one child.
John F. Beggs is thirty-aeven yean old. He

was born in Lowell, Mass., is 5 feet 8U inches
tall, weighs 149 pounds and is of florid com¬
plexion. In Cleveland he was sent to the peni¬
tentiary for betraying a young girl. He mar¬
ried her in prison aud she obtained a pardon
for him. and they lived together for a short
time, when he deserted her and went to Chi¬
cago. He secured employment in a Lake street
drug house at *5 per week, the position beingobtained for him by the prisoners' aid society,
lie was a lawyer in Cleveland, und after a short
resideuce he was admitted to the bar, and was
by Alexander Sullivan put in possession of con¬
siderable practice. His wife in Cleveland in
the meantime secured u divorce from him and
lie married again in Chicago. On February 6
he was, through Mr. Sullivau's influence, made
senior guardian of camp 20, and two days later
the famous secret committee was appointed.Patrick O'Sullivau was born in Galena. III.,
thirty-one years ago. He is five feet eleven
inches high, weighs 139 pouuds, and is verydark complexioned. He weut to Chicago ten
years ago. aud for a time drove a North Side
street car. He left that occupation to enter the
employment on the Lincoln ice company, with
which he remaiued until five years ago, when
he started in the ice business for himself. He
has been very active in politics, and is claimed
to have been one of the ringleaders in the last
street car strike. He has been a member of
< amp 20 for two years aud au intimate friend
of Dan Coughlin. He ia unmarried.
Martin Burke was born in County Mayo, Ire¬

land. twenty-six ye*rs ago. Ho "is five feet
eleven and a quarter inches tall, weighs 172
pounds, and has dark brown hair. He went to
Chicago five years ago, worked at odd jobs,
and frequently went under the name of De-
laney. A year ago he joined camp 20, and
shortly after secured work in the water depart¬
ment of the city. Since February 8 he has
done nothing except one day'* work in Joliet
last May.
John Kunae ia a light-oomplexioned German,

about twenty-eight years of age. email and
slender. and weigha 185 pounds. He ia a very
plausible young feUow, and when arreated for
larceny a little over a year ago induced a young
lawyer to defend him on an aaaertion that he,
Kunze, wae shortly to come into possession of
. large fortune, ont of wbioh the lawyer would
receive a fat fee. Nothing haa thus' far been
seen either of fortune or fee. Shortly after
the explosion at Scbufsldt's distillery he in¬
gratiated himself with Dan Coughlin by de¬
claring that he saw the man who threw the
bomb and oould point him out. Dan took him
to Peoria to And the miscreant, but whether
Kunxe pointed him ont or not ia not known.
At any rate he waa not arreated After the
trip to Peoria Coughlin and Kunze beoame
very intimate.

THE BRAZILIAN INSURGENTS.

Ratal* Will Not Rccognln Then.
Bloodshed la Buhl*.

The Hew York Brmldi Berlin correspondent
says a private telegram received there from St.
Petersburg reports that Boaaia has broken off
all diplomatic relations with the Brasiliaa
minister, telling him the csar will never recog¬
nize the preaent government of BrasiL

Private cable advices received Saturday in
New York and Baltimore from Brasil do not
give as hopefnl a forecast of political tranquil¬
ity in that country as was anticipated. It was
intimated that the president of the provincial
government is ill and that financial circles are
agitated. It is announced from Lisbon that
Viscount de Ouro, Dom Pedro's late primeminister, has issued s manifesto calling on the
Brazilian iniperialista to vote for the imperialcandidates in the coming elections.
The steamship Uorrox, from Brazil, ar¬

rived in New York Saturday. She left
Bio de Janeiro on November 23. Although
everything appeared quiet at Bio Capt. Heu-
ning suy» he heard many rumors which
indicated that the news of the chnnge of gov¬
ernment hau not been received with an cnt're
degree of calmuess. On the second day of the
revolution a cipher dispatch was received at
ltio Janeiro announcing th.it there had been
an uprising at Bahia and that a tig lit had taken
place between the militia and the citizens and
nearly 500 people bad been killed. Capt Htn-
ning Haul that the government at once stoppedall cipher telegraphic communications and
placed strict watch on all ordinary messagesthat were sent on the wires'.
The republicans left no stone untnrned to

accomplish their purpose. So complete were
their arrangements tbat when the republic was
announced all of the imperial war vessels, that
for weeks had beeu lying in the hnrbor. were
so fixed that it was impossible for them to par¬ticipate in any uprising tbat might have possi¬bly occurred. The inau-of-war Nitheroy had
been placed in a dry-dock several days before
and was partly dismantled when the republic¬
ans made their great move.
Then, were several naval officers who refused

to submit to the republicans aud their fate is
unknown. It was 011 the first uiggt of the rev¬
olution that these officers, eight in number, are
said to have defied the authority of the govern¬
ment. The story goes that the men climbed on
tlio Liverpool steamer Chatham, which lay at
her dock, and, securing a boat, rowed out uponthe harbor bearing alolt an imperial flag. A
party ol republicans gave chase in another boat
aud some shots were exchanged.

'Ihe naval officers were captured and incar¬
cerated in thu prison on one of the nuall
islands in the harbor. None of the men had
b-jen seen up to the time tho Uorrox left llio,and Capt. Heuning said that the general belief
of the people was that thov had been secretlyshot iu prison, as the noise of the discharge of
firearms had been heard in prison the next dayby some people who were near the spot.

The cardinal s correspondence might at
one time have been obtained even from their
buyer for A'100. But, valuable as they were,
the treasures included more precious things
still. Some letters by Thackeray sold for X.5

The cleric
might have been expected to prize these, but
no; they Dossed out of his hand for a mere
song, and 411,000 has already been paid tor
them.

Valuable Old Papers.
From the Baltimore Sun.
The Maryland historical society has received

a letter from the executors of the late James
Howard McHenry, offering to deposit with the
society tho public papers of James McHenry,
M.D., who was during the revolution one of
Washington's secretaries and aids, and subse¬
quently his Secretary of War. The offer of the
papers was gratefully accepted by the society.The papers, of which there are nearly 700, con¬
sist of an important series of original letters of
Washington to the number of 100, datingfrom 1782 to November 17, 1799, many of them
of a confidential nature. Few of these have as
yet been printed. There are also letters of
Hamilton, Adams, Pickering, Wolcott, Stod-
dert, Jefferson, Carroll, Chase, Lafayette, Pink-
ney. Haruer and others, and they cover the
political history of the oountry from 1790 to
1812 pretty thoroughly. It is stated by col¬
lectors tbat as mauy as 9,000 letters of Gen.
Washington are extant and that none of them
show signs of hurried writing, but, on the con¬
trary, great deliberation, as well as eleganceand clearness of penmanship.
