'.What arc the present chances of Glad¬

stone returning to power?"
"If there was an election tomorrow I feel

so that the next general election will not
take place till the spring of 18113. but if things
go on in England as they are goiug ou now
the radicals will return to power.

Much deeper and broader iu its musical im¬

port was the program of Messrs. Sarasate and
D'Albert's second concert last evening than
that which they offered a week ago, aud corre¬
spondingly greater was its potency for iute'-
Iectual stimulus and enjoyment. It showed the
two artists, likewise, at the very summit of
their powers. There can be no better playiug
of Hitch than Herr D'Albert's playiug of his
own colossal arrangements of the C minor
organ passacaglia.so absolutely clear was its
exposition of the thematic structure of the
work, so nice the adjustment aud relationship
given to its rich contrapuntal elaborations, and
above all, so surpassingly digmfled and largothe style in which it was rendered. Hut great-
est of all and of any of Herr D'Albert's per-formauces in thitl city so far was his plavingof Chopin's H minor sonata, a work whose
almost perennial absence from concert pro¬
grams is due to the rarity of artists with in¬
sight enough to master it and of audiences
with intelligence enough to reward the playiug
of it It is full to overflowing with the
passion, the vehemence, the loveliness of
melody, the grace of iridescent ornaments that
are so unmistakably Chopin's, but expressed
with more of deeply intellectual, less of merely
sensuous beauty, and with a conscious surren-
der of that local, national characteristic which
Chopin was so fond of infusing into his works.
Herr D'Albert's performance of it gavo the
most complete utterance to thcspleud.d beautyof its contrasted moods; nothing he has done
iu Washington so perfectly marks him as a
master. Senor Sarasate. too, gave a perform¬
ance of capital importance iu the Mendelssohn1
concerto. His playing of this is very famous and
has doubtless done more thau anything else to
fix his great renown as a violinist. Though
lacking last evening iu the support and fullness
of effect imparted by the orchestral accom- ,

pauimcnt Senor Sarasate's performance amplyrevealed its unsurpassable qualities, it is an
epitome of all that is best in his playing: iu
the glowing warmth and beauty of tone, the
spirit and vigor of the conception, the facile
mastery of its enormous technical difficulties
aud the exquisite symmetry aud artistic bal¬
ance of it as a whole make it absolutely flaw¬
less. Special mention ought to be made "of the
Spanish dance Senor Sarasate gave as an en¬
core aud the Habanera, both his own. as per¬haps the most characteristic things he does;
for be gives them the iuimitable national flavor,
the vivacity aud passionate tenderness that can
come ouly as a heritage of Spau.sh blood. The
audience last evening was very large and ex¬
tremely liberal in its applause, which was never
better deserved.

A STKANOK LAND.
Features of Australia.Flowers With¬

out Odor.No Shade.
From the Boston Journal.

Australia is a couutry in which nature has
established conditions unknown elsewhere,
and where civilization must adapt itself to sur¬
roundings which it finds novel and strange. It
is a country full of absurdities in animal, vege¬
tal le and human life. It3 native race, in point
of intelligence and development of resources,
is far .below even the cavo dwellers and the'
people of the stone age of Europe. Its ani¬
mals perpetuate types which disappeared from
every other part of the globe some millions of
years ago. Its trees and plants are represent¬
ative oi species found elsewhere only ia chalk
and coal measures.
Hardly anything here has the character and

quality of its relations in other lands. Al¬
though the trees and flowers are chieflv those
of the temperate zone, the birds are, for the
most part, of the tropics, and flash the gorgeous
colors of the parrot and the cockatoo through

dull foliage of the sad-toned eucalyptus.
Iho birds have no song, and snch notes as thev
possess seem like weird echoes from a period
when reptiles were assuming wings and filling
the tree tops with a strange jargon, before
heard only in the swamps and fens. The flow¬
ers have no scent, while the leaves of every
tree aro full of odor. The trees cast no shade,
since every leaf is set at edge agaiust the sun,
aud shed, not their leaves, but their bark,
which, stripping off in long scales, exposes the
naked wood beneath, and adds to the ghostly
effect which the forest already holds in the
pallid hues of its foliage. The contour of the
country is of one that is but newlv risen from
the waves. Its thousands and thousands of
square miles, level as a table and set with no
other growth than the gray encalyptus, looks
like tho uplifted bed of some great sea. and is
as monotonous as the unrelieved expanse of
ocean itself. Here and there are low hills
which shuw in their sides and in the country
about them the evidences of ancient lava flows.
Elsewhere are piled np masses of bowlders
which show the long-ago courses of glaciers'
over the face of the land. Evervthing seems
prehistoric, hoary with age and forgotten. To
the traveler from other lands an impression
comes that he is visiting a country which
ceased in its development long eons ago.

A Mnnumrnl PmpiMril to Permanently
Commrniorntr Columbus' IMsooveTj.
The universal discussion of the iitr of the

propoeed world's fair of HKJ see in* to hare
drivenentirely from the public nuud, for the
time heiuk. what u perhaps a prior question,
whether. namely. n great industrial fair be the
only and most enduring memorial our nation
can make of this interesting unircrurv. It cer¬
tainly baa not the merit of noveltv, and great al
it* bent final effects in an educational and a
commercial war would surely be such an exhi¬
bition baa no p< rmaut no a* a visible and con¬
spicuous monument after the display ta over.
W ithout. however .{militating in the least a^Hin^t
the obvious useful rrntlb which a great inter¬
national industrial fair would unquestionablyyield, but rather leaving that .mi>«rtant pro-j**ct aud the que-tn 11 of its site entirely aside,
the prea< ut writer d< »ire» to *tigg<-si a feature
of the nation's memorial which u necessary la
(fire it the permanence a>id last.ng impressive-
ues* of a conspicuous public nonameut.
Already, it is true. Senator Kdmuuds ha* pre*

scuted a bill lu Congress looking to the estab¬
lishment of a gr< at natioual university aa a
quadri-centenmal memorial, and there i* a
rumor abroad of a project to erect a vaat me¬
morial music or assembly hall to the sjnie pur¬
port. but neither would these any moi. thau .
world s fair by itself possess the desired char¬
acter of a distinct, imposing and eudt anng
monument, whom- use is to be solely the telling
of a great siorv or the perpetuating of the
memory of a great event. 1 or such a purposethen ia no structure or work of art aa suitable
as that which from the earli< st times ail civil¬
ized nations the world over have specially em¬ployed for this purpose, aud that is the

xkxokial oa TKimrHAL ARCH.
I ulike the great religious mouuuieuto extant

in temples and cathedrals, or the personal me¬
morials preserved 111 statues of marble or
bronze, the triumphal or memorial arch seem*
to have been peculiarly chosi n to commem¬
orate great eveata of national or world-wide
importance and Ut have their purpose, like the
memorial stones set Up in earliest tiniea. in
such comniemoiatmn alone. Leaving religious
and educational and even commercial uses to
other lines of buildtng or art these great struct¬
ures like our own Washington monument,
stand content simply to point through the
passing ages to the great evcuts in the world's
history which they were set up to record. We
need only recall for lanuliar aud illustrious
examples of such memorial arches or gates in
the old world the beautiful l'ropylaca of tho
Acropolis at Athi ns, the arches of t oustautiue
and of Titus at Home and iu modi ru cities the
splendid Simplou gate at Milan, the Lralideu-
burg gate, two hundred feet wide, at the head
of the Liuden avenue in lierlin. the
classic Propylaea and majestic hiegesthor
ot Munich, and. most notable of all, the
Arc de 1'Ktoile in Paris, erected to commem¬
orate the victories of Napoleon the first.
Who that has been in I'&ris can forget the im-
pressiou made by that unrivalled vista up the
broad and gradually rising avenue ot the
Champs l'.lyeees to where iu the distance stands
this mi^htv structure with its massive entab la-
tun rising fr.r above all surrounding buildings,
aud its noble archway flanked on either side bycolojsal groups in baa relief of IVacc aud War.
1 have said unricaUrd. but not meaning that
this view can never be rivalled, for on the con¬
trary 1 believe that here in our owu national
capital there exists a site and an approaching
avenue which not only strikingly suggest a

comparison with tho view from the Tuileries
up the Champ* Elysies in l'aris. but which are
probably unsurpassed in any city of the world
tor the maguitict nt vista they afford, or for toe
placing of a noble monument of national aud
even world-wide importance. I refer to 16th
street and the elevation at its northern « xten-
bion just beyond the boundary.the most con¬
spicuous aud commanding site for a public
monument in the whole lustrict. now, alas,
disfigured by an empty aud unsightly stand-
pipe. an eloquent reminder to every cultured
foreign visitor to our much-boasted* beautiful
city of the amount of outrage to good taste au
American community can quietly put up with.

If the proper bills could be introduced and
passed by the present Congress for the improv¬
ing of this site and for tho erection of a me¬
morial arcb thereon of grand dimensions, to
be called the Columbus arch, to be for ages to
come a remiudt r of the gateway from tl.e old
world to the new, opened by the great discov¬
erer. aud if the magnificent avenue leading
thence, as it now does, straight to the portals
of the White House, the simple but ever beau¬
tiful homestead aud hearthstone of the nation,
could be at the same time, in place of its pres¬
ent insignificant designation, be named Colum¬
bus avenue. 1 believe the people of the country
aud of other American states, i.nd visitors from
foreign lands, long after the splendors of the
world's fair have vanished will be deeply im¬
pressed with the dignified memorial thus left
to perpetuate the memory of that great event.
That tile work should be undertaken aud car¬
ried tlirough with the most liberal spirit aud
with the most enlightened direction that our
national government is capable of stauds ad¬
mitted as a matter of course. The structure
should take rauk for conspicuousnusa
beside the Capitol and the Washington mon¬
ument. aud so. challenging the criticism of
the world, should etubody the very best results
obtainable of our American art and architected
skill, with a view to occupying worthily so

prominent a place among the world's not. d
monuments. W bile patriotism and the national
significance of the monumeut itself would de¬
mand the design to be exclusively the work of
American architect* aud sculptors, yet the erec¬
tion of the monument and the materials tor its
artistic embellishment need not be coutined
to the United States aloue.
On the supposition, for example, that the

monumeut took the form of a massive quad¬
rangular structure admitting three thorough¬
fares, the central one a lofty arch, with a lower
one on either side, aud that the spaces above
these smaller arches, on both the north aud
south fronts, as also the spaces on the east and
west sides, be allotted for allegorical groups or
bas reliefs representing the great political di¬
visions of both North aud .south America, such
as Canada, the United States, Mexico, the < eu-
tral and the South American republics, these
other American states would doubtless gladly
welcome the opportunity of contributing their
respective groups; the main positions, such as
the spaces above the great middle arch, the vast
frieze aud the inside wail space would naturally
be reserved for the sculptured representation*
of the landing of Columnus aud of other
historic incidents connected with his voyage of
discovery. The procuring of a suitable design
and the necessary preliminary arrangements
for the erection of the monument would re¬

quire such a length of time as to deuiaud that the
project be taken in hand promptly if its com¬

pletion or even its inauguration, while yet in¬

complete, is to be associated with the quadri-
centennial anniversary. The writer, whue
claiming no other influence than that of any
American citizen who is inspired with a proper
degree of natioual pride and love of country,
believes, nevertheless, that be is not exceeding
the rights and duties of the most modest
citizenship in thus laying before the public a
scheme for an enterprise of national benefit,
such as is above described; and it is in the earn¬
est hope not only that the public interest may
be awakened, but that there will be found the
Senators and Representatives in the preeent
Congress who will prepare and carry to
adoption a bill enabling the government to
erect here in America's capital city a triumphal
arch in memory of Christophe* Columbus and
his discovery, which shall take worthy rank
among the most notable historic monument* ot
the ancient aud the modern world.

Who Is the Richest Man?
New Tork Correspondence Baltimore American.
A discussion of that well-worn topic, Who to

the richest man living? has been aroused by the
death of Mr. Havemeyer, himself regarded aa
a very wealthy citizen and worth something
like ten millions. Mr. John D. Rockefeller,
the Standard oil magnate, now comes forward
claiming the honors. According to estimate*
made from the inside he is worth 9129.01111.000.
some twenty millions more than the estimated
wealth of Jay Gould. The Yanderbilt million*
have been so divided among heirs that no on*
of them is worth a hundred millions, while the
Astor estate has also been distributed in the
same way. This leaves Mr. Rockefeller richer,
perhaps, than any other single New Yorker,
and doubtless the richest man in America.
Leaving room for exaggeration, which usually
accompanies the estimates of fortunes, this
¦ingle citizen ia probably the possessor of a
fortune of at leaat one hundred millions, liable
to the fluctuations in the value of his securities.
Goulds fortune, wbich ia, perhap*, very near

this sum, i* so tied up that any attempt to real-
ice on it must cause a shrinkage. Much of hia
fortune ia in railroad stocks, which he must
own in order to control the roads, and these
are. of course, liable to great depreciation m
value should he attempt to sell out at abort no¬
tice. All of these enormous fortunes hav*
been accumulated in the span of a single life.
Years ago lew people ever beard of Mr. Rocke¬
feller, today the wealthiest American living.
