“1 do not believe,” he said, *“‘that there is
any serious opposition to the bill in the legis-
lature, I believe the postponement wae made
merely in accordance with custom in the leg-
islature. I believe that there is nothing in the
opposition of republican leaders and that their
action was merely to preserve the ordinary
parliamentary practice.

“But,” he added impressively, “if considera-
ble opposition is developed to the bill and it
is not passed soon it means that the world’s
fair is done for as fur as New York is concerned,
Then, if Chicago has the money to put up, she
will get the fair. Otherwise the whole thing
will be done for and there will be no fair. Con-
gress will not spend money for a fair in Wash-
ington.”
