Right of Suffrage In the District.
In the absence of the president of the Citi¬

zens' Committee of One Hundred at the meet¬
ing at Grand Army hall last evening Mr. R. T.
Morsell presided, with M. L Weller as secretary.
It was stated that the committee to petition
Congress for an amendment to the Constitu¬
tion providing for tlie exercise of the right of
suffrage in the District had not been appointed
as yet. A resolution was adopted which pro¬vided that a report from the committee should
be made at the next regular meeting.

Gen. Malione, by Mr. Edmund Burke, filed a

suit yesterday against W. P. Canadav for $2,300
on account of stock sold to him. The plain¬
tiff states that in December. 1887. he was pos¬
sessed of 10.000 shares of the Gold mining
company'* stock of the value of $2,500 and the
defendant purchased the same at 25ceidfcf>ershare and plaintiff indorsed it to him. bWde-
fendant did not receive or pay for the same.

Why a Light Sentence Was Imposed.
In the Criminal Court. Chief Justice Bing¬

ham. yesterday Jas. Maher. convicted of lar¬
ceny from the United States (a monkey wrench
taken from the Washington navy yard), was
sentenced to thirty days in jail. Maher when
called up for sentence protested his innocence
and insisted that he took the wrench with the
intention of returning it. The court said that
fortunately for him his character had been
vouched for aud the jury had convicted on but
one count. The maximum sentence was five
years in the penitentiary, bat in consideration
of his character the court imposed the light
sentence of thirty days in jail, as mentionedabove.

HOW THE ALARM CAME Ilf.

The Tracy Fire and Recollections It
Awakened la Supt. Miles' Mind.

"The ftre it Secretary Tracy'* house had the
Most sorrowful results of any firs that
occurred here daring the past twenty yean,"
.aid Superintendent Miles of the District tele¬
graph and ftre alarm service to a Htab reporter.
"During all those years," continued Mr.

Miles, "I don't think there was a fire that re¬

sulted in the loss of three lives. When the old
market building burned down two lives were

sacrificed. The victims were men who were

sleeping in the building and failed to awake in
time. £ince that there have been several fires
that resulted in loss of life, but in nearly every
such instance the victim was a small child that
was left in the house alone by its parents and
was burned simply because of its helplessness.
'The alarm for the fire Monday morning was

(truck by Operator Welch at exactly 7 o'clock.
The operator had received all the preliminary
signals from the signal office for striking the
7 o'clock bell and was within three seconds of
striking when the alarm came in. All he had
to do was to change the dial and strike, so that
there was not a seeond's delay in sounding the
alarm.
"At the time of the market house lire," con¬

tinued Mr. Miles, "I was on duty when lome
one shouted tire. I saw the light and on ray
own responsibility I sounded the alarm. Then
I saw the blase and turned in a general alarm."
During lust month there were thirty-nine

Urea, twenty-five regular alarms being sounded
nnd fourteen locals. Although the num¬
ber of fires wm greater last month than
usual not one of them was a very large one.
During the corresponding month of last year
there were fourteen Area, twenty-five less than
recorded this year. Fourteen of them were
regular alarm* and eleven were local. The
present month hag started out with a bad tiro
record, 'ilius far there h:w been an average of
one fire a day with an additional local call.

The Delegates Vote to Form a National
Organisation.

The evening session of the colored conven¬
tion last night was again distinguished by
scenes of noise and disorder. The church was
crowded when, a little after 8 o'clock, the chair-
man made a desperate attempt to bring order
out of the existing chaos. He succeeded to a

certain exteut and Rev. R. D. Wynn of New
\ork had a chance to open the session with
prayer. Soon after he was through Morton
post, No. 4. O.A.R., entered the church and
received a hearty welcome from the delegates.
Commander George Graham was invited to a
seat on the platform and also made a short
speech of welcome. Mr. J. M. Townsend of
the general laud office replied in an address
eulogistic of the Grand Army.

A NATIONAL ORGANIZATION.
A motion to go into a national organization

prevailed, and a committee was appointed with
one representative from each of the states.
They were instructed to report this evening
ironi this poiut on for a time there was noth¬
ing but the wildest disorder, and no attempt
was made for fully five minutes to transact
any sort of business. By this time W F
Foster of Pennsylvania was on his feet and
trying to be heard in a speech denouncing !fce
whole convention and complaining of tilt
treatment his delegation had had at the hands
of the chairman.

U. C. C. Astwood of New York read a paper
on "1 he negro problem; or, is it a problem?"lie was constantly interrupted bv cries and eat
calls from every part of the room, bat seemed
to pay no attention to this, and his voice kept
steadily on, rising clear above all the uproar.

A HPEECH BY MB. BIICCE.
Rev. Andrew J. Chambers of North Caroliua

spoke and ex-Senator 11. K. Rruce made a short
speech in answer to the calls made upon him.
Mr. llruce discussed the needs of education in
the south and spoke in favor of the Blair bill
urging the convention to petitiou Con^res* for
its passage and to keep at it until they had
gained their point. It was 11 o'clock when the
meeting adjourned to meet again todav at
noon.

The Old Om Hm Held Over for a Year

Judge A. Brooke Fleming will be Inaugurated
governor of Weet Virginia tomorrow. Hi* title
to the offlce rente on a resolution adopted by a
rote of 49 to 10 for Gen. Gaff in the legislature.
The majority report in hi* favor vaa not
adopted, nor were the merits of the election in
November, 1888. gone into in the final action.
Got. Wilson ha* held over beyond the term for
which he waa elected a year and a half.
Tho new governor, A. Brooke Fleming, waa

born in Marion oounty, Va. (now Wert Vir¬
ginia), October 13, 1399. Until the age of
twenty year* he worked on his father's farm,
attending school winters. He entered the law
department of the University of Virginia in
1859. and upon being admitted to the bar he
began practice at Glenville, Gilmer county,Va.. returning to his native town in 1862, wherehe has since resided. In 1871 and 1875 he was
in the legislature. In 1878, when Judge Lewis
died, he was appointed to fill the term, and
later he was elected to the position. In Octo¬
ber. 1880. he was elected Judge of the second
Judicial circuit. He ran as a democrat, and his
enormous vote in a republican district attested
his popularity at the time in his own section of
the state. His term expired with the close of
1888, and in August of that year he was made
tlie democratic candidate for governor. Be¬
sides attending to his Judicial duties he has
been extensively engaged with his father-in-
law. Hon. James O. Watson, in mining and
farming.
