VIENNA, March 24..It is reported that Count

regard to the situation arising from Prince

WHEAT IN ILLINOIS.
There Was Big Loss by the Kecent

Cold Weather.
BruiMoriELD, III.. March 24..'To meet the

demand ou the Illinois state board of agricul¬
ture 'or information concerning the growing
wheat crop a circular was addressed to the
various counties of the stute for the condition
of wheat and fruit since the recent unfavor¬
able weather. Time enough has elapsed since
the bitter freezes of the second week of the
month for those familiar with wheat growing
to make a reasonably tair estimate of the dam¬
age done in their vicinity. That the crop,
taken as a whole, has been very materially
damaged there can be no doubt, i>ut the en-
tent of the injury depends much upon the
variety of the wheat, the character of the soil
aud manuer the and time of seeding.
The Fultz variety has been injured to au

alarming extent, while the "old red" wheat has
pulled through in moderately fair condition.
It should be borne in nuud. however, that the
FulU is the popular grain in central aud
Southern Illinois, where a large per cent of
the wheat of the state is raised. Much of the
wheat was weakened by beiug covered with
WaUr during the few warm days of the month,
which were immediately followed by a cold
snaD. That sown in corn has the ap)>earance
of Deiug in better condition than anv other.
Apples have been but slightly damaged in

that portion of the state from which most of
the market supply comes. Teaches are nearlyall killed, as they were within a few days of
buddiug when the frosts came. While pearsand cherries have been touched there is still a
good prospect for a fair crop, strawberries
are but little damaged.

A Worthy Man.
Halifax, N. H., March 24..An epidemic of

diptheria has swept over Bruin, N. F. There
is no doctor in the district and sufferers were
attended by Bev.
