Tbe report of the All America* Congress on
arbitration has been adopted. II provides for
the compulsory submission of all questions of
tl: -pute between the republic* of North. Cen¬
tral and South America and H*yti, except
. here the nation feel* that it* independence i*
at Make. The arbitrator* may be nation*,
oTieiais. scientific focietie*. individual*, what
not.there is to be no restriction as to that,
aitbongh the mode of (election and tbe man¬

lier of reaching and declaring their decisions
are arranged. Tbe whole i* to be accom¬

plished by a treaty of arbitration, which it i*
expected will be e'gned first by the United
States. All the other delegates to the Con-

have the right to sigu this treaty, but it
t' quires ratification by the Senate to bind the
United State*. This is one of the uoit im¬
portant political moves ever made in this
country, and reflect* high credit on the admin¬
istration carrying it through. A treaty
lor twenty years, with provision for
t xtendiug it, is to secure amicable ad¬
justments of all diplomatic and commercial
disputes between the American republic*.
'J i.is means that tbe states of all America agree
to submit to arbitration, and furthermore they
s^-ree to submit to compulsory arbitration all
question* not connected with their independ¬
ence. A glorious advance surely from the days
vhen the United State* fought Mexico and the
r publics south of the*e two made war on one

ruother. Wheuthe policy of arbitration as a

substitute for war is established among the re¬

publics of the western continent the mass of
tne people of Europe now weighed down by the
1 irdea of heavy taxation and of the obligation
ol personal service in order to prosecute war and
to maintain vast standing arnue*. will take
fresh courage, and the example of the new

world may lead in time to the comparative dis¬
armament of all civilized nations, and the uni¬
versal prevalence of tbe arbitration system, and
even perhaps to tbe establishment of the ideal
international tribunal in which nations instead
of individuals shall make complaint and de¬
fence.

t an disappoint the scientists and the people.
1 he residents of this District paid for years all
tiie expenses of the development of your capi¬
tal. a work which you had undertaken as ex-

< lusively your affair. Having undergone and
p i*sed out of that period of gross and flagrant
injustice we are not likely to make much of an

outcry against comparatively trifling imposi¬
tions such as the one now proposed. For this
occasion we. a quarter of * million people, will
p;»v the same amount towards a national ob¬
ject, title to and control over which yon have
r-.served exclusively to yourself, as the sixty
million inhabitants of the United States, and
we will also pay our proportion of the national
taxes from wbic.i the balf of the cost not sad-
d.ed exclusively upon tis will be derived. But
we protest vigorously against the treatment of
thi* act as a precedent. The District merely
makes a voluntary contribution from patriotic
and charitable motives to establish a national
r-lief fund to enable Uncle Sara to carry out
one of his projects for the advancement of
science.

All sorts of idiotic arguments are urged
against the adoption of electricity in the exe-
i ution of death sentences and they are actuated
principally by individuals and companies in-
t< rested in electric manufactures, who seem to
think that the world is so foolish as to believe
that because a lorce is dangerous when given
full swing, it is useless when properly con¬
trolled and directed. This is not an age of
blind superstition and folly and because elec¬
tricity mar kill a criminal, it is no sign it

may not pull a street car.
