DEATH OF ARISTIDES WELCH.

The Noted Horse Breeder Expires at
His Erdenheim Stock Farm.

From the Philadelphia Times,

Aristides Welch, the first breeder of thorough-
bred racing stock in Pennsylvania, died yes-
terday at the advanced age of seventy-nine
years, at his stock farm. “Erdenheim,” near
Clestnut Hill. About eight years ago Mr.
Welch, on account of his age, retired from
active participation in the great horse breed-
ing establishment which has made his name
well known throughout the country, and since
then bas lived a very secluded life upon his

farm. During his long career as a stock raiser
Mr. Welch could point with pride to the follow-
ing great racers which first saw davlight on his
farm: Parole, who hus run eighty-four races,
won over =50.000 and defeated Ten Broeck,
“Big Tom"™ Ochiltree, Isonomy, Monitor and
mauy other groat horses; lroquois. who won
the Newmarket, Barwell, Derby. St Jumes'
Palace, Prince of Wales, Duncaster, St. Leger
and Newmarket derby stakes, and was second
to Peregrime for the Two Thousand Giuineas
and third to Bend Or for the Champiou stakes;
Aristides, that the Kentuckinus believed in-
vioeible, and “Handsome Harcld,” as lLe was
called. who. though broken down after some
fine achievements. was wo well thought of for
stud purposes that Mr. Welch refused £15,000
for him the day after his brother Iroquois won
the Derby,

Erdenheim was algo the principal breeding
piace of the great Leamington, who became
the property of Mr, Welch in 1869, and sired
such racers as Nemesis, Stamps, ltem, Abata
and Sarong. Leamington's sons and daughters,
bred and raised by Mr. Welch, won £¢4.518 in
1875, 34,772 in 1876, 41,170 in 1877, #20,775 in
INT8, 70,037 in 1879, 60,000 iu 1850 and §186,-
B89 50 in 18s),

Erdenheim, the country seat of Mr. Welch
sud the site of his great stock farm, lies just
beyond Chestnut Hill, and embraces au estate
of 250 acres. A solid-lockiug two-story mun-
sion, smple in room, with high, pillared porch,
broad halls and lofty ceilings, toreibly recalls
to the beholder many similar houses in the far-
famed blue-grass region of Kentucky, fram
which it was Mr. Weleli's ambition and pride
to wrest the palm of E-re-emiuencuu the Eume
of thoroughbred stoc

In 1882 Aristides Welch sold this property to
Commodore N. W. Kittson, the wealthy racing
man of 8t. Paul, Mino,, tor £150,000, but upon
the death of Kittson repurchased Erdenheim
for 125,000, where he since resided until

bis death.
