After plunder-
ing Mr. Lyon's room and that of his son,
they turned on all the gas in the house without
lLighting it to render the inmates insensible,
They obtained & small quantity of jewelry.
Mr. Lyon was awakened by the escaping gas or
the whole family probably would have been

hyxiated. The break has not been exceeded
moldnm in this city for & long time. The
boys have been absorbing trashy literature
und evidently do not realize the seriousness of
their offense.

TO STOP THE TARIFF DEBATE.

The House Committee on Rules WiIl Try
to Bring the Bill to a Vote Soon.

The House committee on rules this morning
decided to report & rule which, if adopted, will
bring the tariff debate in the House to a con-
clusion in a few days. The rule will provide
that the remainder of the bill shall be read by
the clerks without interruption, and that when
the reading is completed amendments may be
offered to any section. At noon Wednesday
next the committee of the whole ia to rise and
report the bill to the House and voting upon
the measure and amendments made in com-
mittea of the whole 18 to begin at
once. The purpose of this somewhat
unusual rule is to make sure that the entire
bill shall be gone over in committee of the
whole; that what is regarded by tue majority
of the members as a fair opportunity for
ameudments shall be afforded, and at the same
time that the debate shall be rigidly limited to
meet the wish of the majority that the bill
sbnll be sent over to the Beuate next week.

THE BAKERS’ PROFITS.

One of Them Says That It i1s Absurd
to Speak of Thirty-Three Per Cent.

“I saw Hard Bake's communication in Tae
Stan last night,” said & prominent boss baker
to a STar reporter this afternoon. “He is all
at sea in his estimate of bakers’ prefits if the
price of flour does go up. He talks about 33
per cent profit. He does not know what he is
talking about.

“‘To begin with he speaks of bread being sold
by the bosses at 5 cents. Not one loaf in ten 18
sold at 5 cents by the manufactures to the con-
sumers direct. ost of it goes through the
hauds of middle men. With flour higher
every baker in this town that sells bread
at 8)¢ cents per loaf to grocers would lose
3}{ cent on every loaf and at 4 cents a louf he
makes all of a quarter of a cent, and this on
‘Hard Bake's’ own calculation, too. I fail to see
where the sense of his talk about 33 per cent
profit comes in. If journeymen insist on thir-
teen hours' pay for ten hours’ work and flour
gues up a dollar a barrel people shounld not be
surprised if bread goes up a little too. DBut it
has not gone up yet."
