The Second Member of H«ye»' Cabinet
to Die.

The Hon. George W. McCrary of Kama* City
died in St Joseph. Mo., yeiterday afternoon at
the residence of his son-iu-law, Br. W. C.
Boteler. He had been afflicted for some time
with a tumor iu tho stomach. Mr. McCrary
was elected to Cougress in 18C8 aud served
until March. 1877. In 1876 Judge McCrary in¬
troduced in Congress the electoral commission
bill, which resulted in the choice of Ruther-
ford B. Hayes a* president When President
Hayes formed his cabinet Mr. McCrary was
given the war portfolio, which he held for two
year*. He resigned to accept the judgeship of
the Untied Slates Court, to which he was ap¬
pointed in December, 187#. In March, 1884,
he resigned his judgeship and removed from
Keokuk to Kansas City, where he became gen¬eral counsel consul ting attorney for the Atch¬
ison, Topeka and Santo Fe lUilroed Company,a position he occupied at the time of his death.
He was the author of several legal works. Mr.McCrary was fifty-fire year* old.
