CAMPBELL, TENNIS CHAMPION.

Close of the Tenth Annual Lawn TennU
Tournament at Newport.

A fine day greeted the player* in the national
lawu tennis tournament yesterday at Newport.
The attendance was the largest of the tourna¬
ment, it being the closing day nnd the two
great mutches for the championship in both
singles and doubles were on. There were sev¬
eral thousand spectators on the grounds sur¬
rounding tho courts. The championship
doubles -vere begun first between Hobart and
Hall, tho crack eastern team, and Carver and
liyerson, tho leading western players in
doubles, nnd the match was watched with in¬
terest until nearly 11:30, when Campbell, tho
winner of all comers yesterday, appeared to
face Slocum. tho champion of two years for the
championship in singles. Then interest wus
centered upon this mutch.
During the first set it looked like Campbell

was the winner, as he played his magnificenthead game, repeatedly placing the ball beyondSlocum's reach. He took the tirst two guiuc s
ami then dropped one to Slocum. The fourth
and fifth went to Campbell, nnd then Slocum
took another and his last. Campbell addingthe seventh nnd eighth to his score. The fcc-
ond set was closer. Slocum opened by placingthe first gamo to his crcdit. Campbell tied the
score nnrl then took tho lead by winning the
third game. Then Sloevim made it 2 all.
Campbell lod and Slocum made it "all." and
then took the odd game. Campbell made the
score even again and then Slocum won two in
succession nnd the set. Campbell's playing
was vory sharp and his placing brilliant, but
toward the last of the set Slocum made it less
effective by returning well-placed balls and in
return doing somo placing himself. Tho third
set was also close. Slocuni again won the open¬ing game, nnd then they alternated until the
score Btood nt 3 all, when Campbell run it out
at 0-3. One more set finished the match and
gave Campbell the championship. It was a
quick one, Slocum taking but one game.Campbell played his coolest, easiest and most
effective game, whilo Slocum played hard, but
could not do anything against Campbell's greatwork. Campbell's warmest friends wore sur¬
prised at the ease with which he beat his oppo¬nent and took bis rank as tho leading lawn
tennis player of the country Again it was his
faultless judgmeut and sureness of play which
won him the match. Iho contest occupiedbut an hour and a quarter.
Tho double match was a long and closo one.

Carver and liyerson won the tirst set easily,giving tho eastern players but one game.Hobart and Hall then took their turn at win¬
ning two sots before dropping another. The
fourth set was the best of tho match, each
team winning until the score ran up to deuce,and then out at 8-6 in favor of the westerners.
The fifth set, which was the decisive one. went
to the east and with it the championship of
the United States in doubles. The match
lasted two hours. Both teams did good work

The Famous "Diamond Wedding" of

Thirty Years Ago Recalled.
Countess Frances Aurelia Bartlett Ton

Glumer, who arrived in the Cnban steamer
Yurnuri Monday, is at the Park Avenue Hotel,
New York, for a stay of several months. Sho
is better known by the name of her first hus¬
band, whom sho married at St 1'atrick's
Cathedral October 13, 1839. That wedding,
which has passed into history as tho "diamond
wedding," was perhaps the most brilliant ever
culebrated on this continent. The Dride wus a
beautiful young woman, the daughter of Lieut
Bartlett, U.S.N.. and the groom was a Spanish
nobleman of great wealth, Hon Estaban Santa
Crnz do Ovicda, a descendant of ono of the
companions of Columbus, and a man of
gorgeous ideas about spending money.For weeks before the wedding all classes of
socicty were talking about it Don Estaban
had given his fiance rings valued at *50,000,
other jewels costing nearly as much more, be¬
sides eighty gowns of various styles and of
great beauty. Among them were tho wedding
gown, which cost $5,000. and four others cost¬
ing 93.000 each. It was said that Don Estaban
spent over 6150,000 in preparation for the wed¬
ding. When the day came all New York tried
to get into the cathcdral, where ArchbishopHughes celebrated the wedding. The news¬
papers of the day devoted great space to it
aud Edmund Clarence Stcdmau wrote some
famous verses about it
Miss Bartlett was nearly thirty years the

junior of Don Estaban. She and her first hus¬
band lived for maty years on one of his Cuban
plantations, frequently visiting Europe and
this country, nnd each time attracting atten¬
tion by the magnificent way in which they
lived. After Don Ovieda's death his widow
married Count von (ilumer, who had an old
and honored name, youth and good looks to
make up for his lack of estates.
Countess von Olumcr is now . widow about

fiftv years of see, tall, slender and white haired,
with traces of ner former beauty left She is
living in the City of Mexico surrounded by all
the luxury her wealth enables her to command.
Bhe has not been in this country for four years,
and will make her stay tho longer on that ac¬
count. Tuesday afternoon sho drove down to
the dock where the Yumuri had just landed and
personally superintended the bringing ashore
of her. pet saddle horse. When ho was safely
laiided she threw her arms about his neck and
covered his head with kiiM Her parents are
long sinoe dead, and the old homestead at 39
West 14th street, where the reception following
the diamond wedding was held, has passed to
strangers. *_

Mr. Gilbert Wins His Suit Against Sul*

tlvan and IVOyley Carte.

The action begun by Mr. Gilbert against hia
former manager, D'Oyley Carte, and Sir Arthur
Sullivan, to obtain a receiver to determine hi*
share of tbe earuiugof the "Gondoliers," camo
up for hcariug in Loudon yesterday. Counsel
Fischer, for Mr. Gilbert, claimed that Carte had
violated the agreement under which the three
had worked, and on which the Savoy Theater
had been conducted for years, which was that
Carte should render quarterly account*. Every¬
thing had gone smoothly until April last, when
the statcmeut was not satisfactory, aud Mr.
Gilbert made claim for a balance he believed
was due him. Then when the time for the
July account camo around Carte declined to
present it until the difference* on the April ac¬
count was adjusted. Mr. Gilbert went to law
about the matter. Under pressure Carte gavo
up £10,000, but this did not settle the misun¬
derstanding, for Mr. Gilbert claimed another
?5.000. The present action followed.

Affidavits read yesterday in court showed that
both Mr. Gilbert and Kir Arthur Sullivan had
received *450.000 from Carte in the shape of
royalties, during tbe past eleven years. Mr.
Gilbert's affidavit narrated the outside but-mess
ventures of Carte, which include a large hotel
that has required (500.000 investment from
Carte, and a number of other speculations that
demanded almost unlimited resource*. Mr.
Gilbert declares in hi* statement that he be¬
came alarmed concerning th* safety of hi*
money remaining in C arte's hands, and for
that reason, among others, he expedited thi*
action. The case was concluded by Carta
agreeing to pay to Gilbert tS.OOO, and present¬
ing within three week to the complainant a fall
statement of account to and including July 4
last Mr. Gilbert, therefore, von upon aU
point*.
