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A CHILD'S TERRIBLE DROP.

Jimmy Martin’s Thirty-Foot Fall From
a Bridge.

Three-years-old James Martin of Philadelphia
Festerday afternoon had a most miraculous
escape from instant death in falling from the
“Five Arch” bridge on the North Penn rail-
road, which crosses a small creck between
Allegheny avenue and Clearfield street. While
walking on the bridge, which is thirty feet
high, he slipped and fell through the trestle
work, landing upon Lis head upon the stones
and ground below. That he wasnot instantly
killed is wonderful. Several men who hap-
pened there at the time and saw the accident
tenderly picked up the unconscious child and
qnicklﬂ carried him in their arms to the Epis-
copal Hospital. At first it was supposed Lis
skull was frac tured, but the doctors, after a
carciul examin ation, decided that his injuries
were not fatal. He sustained a long, deep gash
ou his forehead and a badly contused wound
upua the back of the head.

The little boy, who is ason of Thomas F.
Martin, a carpenter, 18 a bright little fellow and
extremely full of life. When he regained con-
scionsucss at the hospital he began to sing and
asked the nurse for his monih organ. His
mother hnd great trouble in keeping him in the
house. He would walk up and down the sireets
singing, but always walked and played with
himself, never playing with any of the neigh-
bors’ children, which accounted for his walk-
lug alone on the bridge. He had several times
wulked as far as Franklinville with no one ac-
companymg him. Tue mother of the chiid
keeps a small store at 2960 Orkney strees
When seen lust uight, with tears in her eyes,
she asked to know the condition of her boy.
Her husband has been on a protracted spree
aud was raving with delirium tremens.
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ANNOYED BY AN IMPOSTER.

Theatsical Manager Miner Worrled bya
..Man Clalining to Be Hls Son.

‘A-shabby man of thirty called about four
months ago at Harry Miner's house, 115 East
34th street, New York. He told the butler that
he was Mr. Miner's eldest son and must see his
father at once. When Mr. Miner came into the
reception room the shabby man rose, nodded
familiarly, and inquired: “I say, pop, dom't
you know me?” Mr. Miner caught the shabby
man by the coat collar, ran him to the door
and kicked him half way down the stairs. As
he closed the door the man shook his fist and
shouted: “T'll fix you for this, pop. You're
my father and Modjeska is my mother,”

Three weeks luter Mr, Miner received a lotter
from the Hart's Island work house. The writer
said that he was the man whom Mr. Miner had
kicked down his front lte'r. and that he was
at the work house under the name of William
Lawrence. *Modjeska is my mother,” he con-
cluded, “‘und I want you to send me §23 quick
or I will ix you.”

He made several subsequent calls and once
flourished a revolver at Mr, Miner, Yesterday
he was arrested.

LORD SACKVILLE'S RUDENESS,

Mr. Childs Amazed at a Demand for
Reat for the Shakespeare Memorlal,

Beldom has an event of like character aroused
a deeper feeling of resentment in the public
mind, says the Philade!phia Inquirer, than the
action of Lord Backville, as manor of Strat-
ford-on-Avon, in making a claim to the town
council for encroachment and rent in respect
to the magnificent fountain and clock tower

presented as a memorial of Shakespeare by Mr.,
George W. Chilas of Philadelphia. Mr. Childs'
delicate sensibilities are evidently wounded by
the incident.

*Indeecd, I bardly knbw what to say about it,”
he remarked yesterday. “The thing has come
upon me like a thunderbolt from a clear sky,
1 had-no intimation of it until I saw this morn-
ing in tho Associa Prews dispatches the
account of Lord Backville's demand for rent
On the face it seems to come with ill grace, but
in the abeencg of particulars I hardly know
what to think or say."”

The general
jumped back a fow fect into the hall, Lolding
his revolver leveled in front of him, He found
that his aim covered the breast of a man.
“Throw up your hands!" he shouted. The
burglar didn't seem to have much idea of
complying with the request and the general
struck him under the ear with the butt of his
revolver and the robber tumbled over with the
general on top.

Just at tlis juncture the door which led out
into the Jard aud which stood wide open was
derkened with the form of another man. It
was the man of the shadow. As he entered
from this door the general's two sons entered
the kitchen from the hallway door, and before
be could reach his piniouned pal he was frozen
to the spot by the cry, ‘'Throw up your hands,”
and the ulﬁht of glistening steel.
