THE RECEPTION AT THE CABROI.L INSTITUTE LAST
EVENING.the M/.X WHO AHRANOED fOK THB
CONTENTION.HOW THE DUTIES OF HOSPITALITY
WKnE DIVIDED.SEETCHES OF THE CHAIRMEN.

The Catholic Young Men's National Union
held a second session yesterday afternoon in
old Carroll Hall. As at the morning session
much progress whs made and a gn-nt deal ho-

The reports of President LaveMe
and Secretary Leah«y wire rcsd «t this se-isiou
and showed the nnion to be in a most flourish-
ing condition in every way.

as a historical writer.
He was adjutant of the
eighty-first New York
volunteer infantry and
was twice breveted for
gailsnt services in bat¬
tle. At Cold Harbor.
Vs., he was shot through
the body and left on the
field for dead. He was
first president of the
FrencnXational League,

hsllit. United States section
He is at present librarian of the institute, a

position for which his literary attainments em¬
inently fit him.

THE CARROLL INSTITUTE.
The entire arrangements for holding the

convention in this city and for tho reception of
the delegates, ontailing an immense amount of
work, wi re in charge of a committee appointed
by the Carroll Institute. In one sense that
well-known organization is the host of ttie con¬
vention at the present session, having invited
tho union to meet here, although the delegates
are welcomed to the city by nil Catholics,
whether members of Carroll Institute or not.

Tlic Advuntn^es of tlio Country Along
the llroad l'otoinac.

Glyuont, Mn. Oct. 6.

George Washington. Guuston Marshall and
others of colonial days appreciated and ad¬
mired the grandeur and beauties Df the Poto¬
mac river, and upon its hanks they erectod
their mansions, livod in health, oa<o and com¬

fort, and their plantations were the tlnnst in
the land. But in these days neglect and decay
have forestalled thrift and energy, and the
beautiful son^s written by patriotic poets are
not sung as often as in the days gone by. The
causes of this, in my opinion, is that enterprise
and capital have drifted to the largo cities, and
in this way the beauties and healtlifulness of
the grand old Potomac river south of our na¬
tional capital have been neglected for a time.
Wo have some of the finest spois iu the worid
for homes. The country bordering on the Po¬
tomac is largely devoted to agriculture, fish,
ovsters, .t<\ The soil is easily improved and
well adapted to all kinds of crops, for fruits,
vegetables, hay nnd stock raising. The climate
is mild and healthy--temperate in winter and
pleKsant In summer.and offers unusual in¬
ducements to emigrants tn its favorable cli¬
mate.cheap lands, nearness to navigable
waters, good soil, easy of access to markets,
churches, schools, Ac. Tho country needs
emigrants to till the soil and to start mills, fac¬
tories and shops.

located near (llymont. Md. Since that time I
have not had a day's sickness, and all my im¬
mediate family have enjoyed tho beat of health.
Before the war there was considerable fever
and ague and malaria along the banks of the
Potomac, but that has all now disappeared,and such a thing as fever and ague aiul malaria
is unknown upon the shores of the Potomac
river Perhaps the smoke from the steam and
tug boats on the river and also from the steam
cars running near its banks have destroyed tho
malaria aud fever and ague germ, so that the
atcv6-nauied diseases are a thing of the past. 8.

Sprats, Whitehall, Surdities.
From the Cornhiil Mayaz.ns.
Nothing is more common than to hear it as¬

serted that sprats are only immature herring.
This is a complete mistake. lielieve it not.
Sprats aro a very distinct spocies of the herriug
genus, and they nover grow much bigger thau
when they appear, broche*, at table. Ihe
lurgest adult sprat measures only six inches,
while full-grown herring may attain as much
as fifteen. Moreover, herring have teeth ou
the palate, always wanting iu sprats, by which
means the species may be read.lv distinguished ,at all ages. When iu doubt, therefore, do not
play trumps, but examine tho palate. On
the other hand, whitebait, long supposed
to be a distinct species, has now been proved
by Dr. Ouuther, the greatest of
ichthyologists, to consist chiefly of the
fry or young of herring. To complete our dis¬
comfiture the same eminent authority has also
shown that the pilchard and the sardiue.
which we thought so unlike, aro one and the
sume fish, called by different names according
as ho is caught off the Cornish coast or in
lire ton, Portuguese or Mediterranean waters.
Such aliases .are. by no means uucommon
among his class. To say the piain truth, fish
are the most variable and ill-defined of ani¬
mals; they differ sc much «n different habit*,
