(which is known aa the creditor's letter) In thotime
stated, the creditor will send second letter (known aa
the Association's letter, signed by the managor) in¬
forming the debtor that unless he settles in some satis¬
factory way within time mentioned in second letter
his name will be placed on record as being ti st of a

parson unworthy of credit, and the record furnished
to members of said union monthly in ord< r that he
msy be known to them and credit denied him there¬
after.
Should a retail merchant be found giving credit to

paities that have been reported to him as unworthy of
same the said retail merchant will bo reported to the
wholesale merchants that they may know what risk
they tako in giving credit to said retail merchant.

of the same did not include tho duty."

Articles imported for the use of the various

BUILDING T11K NKW NAVY.

Important Conference at the Navy De¬
partment Today.

BKPBESBKTATITES OF TH* OOVEBNMCMT. SHIP
BriLDEBS AMI) ITUL MEX IK OOIKCIL.COS-
BIDtBINO THE DELAY III 8TILTHHO StW WAS
SHIPS.DISCUSSION AT THE FIBST BEiiSIOS.

One of the moat important events that ever
occurred in tho history of American naval
progress took place today at the Nary Depart-
mcnt in the form of a confcrcnce between rcp-
roacntativea of tho government and the lead¬
ing ahip butldcra and ateel manufacturers
of- the country in regard to
the wars and mean* to be adopted in the future
for the better and quicker advancement of the
work now iu hand aud the improvement of
general methods of work. It ha* been appar¬
ent for aome time tliat there baa not been at
much progreas made in the building of the new
nary as there should have been, delays of
moutha frequently occurring that had no ap-
purent necessity. and iu various ways it waa
indicated that what was needed wua
a more tliorough understanding be¬
tween the threo factors mteroated ;ho gov¬
ernment, the builders, the material meu.a
more generally homogenous union of these
elements so aa to produce the beat results
possible.

This condition of affaire waa brought to the
attention of the Secretary during tho summer,
and after aeveral consultations with the
oihcera on duty in the departmentho decided to call repreaentativea of
the ship builders and the stoel
makers to a deliberative ana advisory confer¬
ence in order to detect th<» difficulty aud to
provido a remedy. The 7th instant was origi¬nally set for the conference, but this w..a
changed to tho 16th (today) on account of the
abaonce of the Secretary.

THE OPENING SESSION.
The meeting wua held in the room occupied

by the board on construction, near the Secre¬
tary's office, being called to order a short time
beforo 11 o'clock. It *u preaided over bv

LAWFUL AWAKENING
Hotel Guests Aroused by the Sound

of Adv&uciug Flames.

STORIES OF SICKENING SIGHTS.

Persons Who Jumped From Their
Rooms Dashed to Death.

THE LELAND AT SYRACUSE BURNER

Destruction of a Syracuse Hotel Wltfe

Strutse. N. L Oct 16..The sriond1d La-
laud Hotel li.-s buried in its own mIin ud tb*
prophesy of hQQdredc who viewed the boildinf
in the course of construction that it wu e fir*
trap has been woefully verified. To give aa

adequate description of the horrifying scene
of its de«traction. which began st 13-46
o'clock this morning, would Ik- impossible.To those *uo wiiue- ed the nci'iif the eriee of
tb* poor wretelle* doomt d to ilutth by the slow
torture of tire were biood-curdliug. The rrwi
of "See hint jump" mid "There's one burning"
coming repeatedly l.-om the throats of the
spectators only added to tho intenae agony of
the scene. The streets were tilled with people
escaping ban lv with their lives, bringing lalee
of horror of thoM< ieft to their fate within the
burning building.

It seemed an interminable time before the
fire department comd get a stream to play upontho flames. Hoarse cries of men and shrieks
of women tille d the air as the* would appear at
the window*, .it the upp« r atones and tall back
exhausted. Ihe tales of hairbreadth eaeape*by those who did succeed iu gettiug out woald
till a volume. The New York Central depot,Congress Hall, the Globe Hotel, the Yauoer-
lull Houae, the Mansion Houae and every avail-
ali.e place wait turned into au luhrmary for tbe
care of the injured and a refuge for those who
camo out ot the dreadful holocaust alive.

DISCOVABIKO THE tXims.
Lewis Leland, proprietor ot the Ocean Hotel

at Long 1(ranch, who has heeu visiting his
cousin. Warren Leland, Jr., in this city, was the
first to discover the fire. He was going from
the officc at 1^:15 o'clock thi» morning wheu he
noticed a light through the cracks in the door
opening into the stairway which led to the
kitchen and store room above. Opening tb*
door, he saw that the upper end of the stair¬
way was in flumes. aud he quickly closed tho
dour und ran back into the office, call¬
ing to Night Clerks l'orter 11 Jones
und John Bridgeman to give an alarm.
Mr. Brulgemun raug the electric alurm
that ring* a l>ell in every room of the honse,
aud Mr. Jones scut an alarm of fire to the tele-
phone office. In the meantime Lewis Leland
and the elovator boy. Henry Boucher, had
run up stairs aud dushed through the hails,
calling to the guests to get out of their rooms.
Clerk Bridgt man joined in giving the alarm
through the hulls and Clerk Jones kept at work
on the tire alarm. In leas than a minute, how¬
ever. the entire northwest corner of the build¬
ing whs alirt* and all efforts of the hotel em¬
ployes to check the progress of the flame* wcr*
unavailing.

6TITLED BY THE SMOKB.
Even before a majority of the guosti wor*

aw.tkc the light shaft in the center of the build¬
ing was burning, aud there being no opening
at the top tho only draught was through the
windows of the rooms opening into the well.
1 he flames licked up the w indow sashes, and
gaming headway into four rooms on each floor
at the same time the fire swept through the en¬
tire buildiug. Scores of guests who had been
awakened bv the crackling of the flames or th*
ringing of the electric bells ru«tied out of their
rooms into tho halls only to find them full of
smoke, bomo of those who ^ot out of their
rooms just succeeded in escaping by the stair¬
case.

P. B. Drayton of this city was in a room oa
the fourth floor. He wan aroused and qmckljr
got into some of his clothes ami went down the
staircase through clouds of smoke, breathing
through a wet bath sponge that he pat iu hi*
mouth. Ihe hulls were fihed with the cries and
shrieks of frightened men and women. Al¬
though the gas was burning in all the
halls the light could not be seen mure
than a lew teet off on account of the
dcuse smoke. 1'ozena of men und women
who had fallen on the floor and
stairs overcome with the intense heat and
smoke were drugged to the exits. Capt. (Juig-ley of the night watch had responded to the
alarm of tire with about twenty-five men. who
did excellent service in rescuing guests. In lea*
than ten minutes after the alarm had been
giveu the rescuers were driven from th*
inside of the buildiug, aud the only means *f
assistance was from the outside.

A Ht'6BAKD AMD Vlfl I.OHT.
On the outside pandemonium reigned Spec¬

tators glanced at tho burning structuro for aa
instant and then turned away sickened, bhriek*
still filled the air whon the offioe of the hotel
was abandoned to the flames. In a window in
the fifth story qp the northeast corner a man
and woman were aeen struggling ineacli other's
arms. The wife seemed to make strenuous ef¬
forts to hurl herself from the caeemont and th*
husband appeared strongly to oppose her
awtul purpose, Below them was f Sua of fire,
tho tongues of which framed th* window
wherein they stood. A piteous wail from the
throats of the. two finally told the story that
the couplc had ceased their struggles aud had
fallen back exhausted to be consumed by the
flames.

A BBAVS FIGHT FOE L7FE.
Even before these two were lo*t sight at a

woman scantily clad appeared at a window bat
one floor below to mutely appeal for Mslst-
ance.a plea that seemed in vain. Her courage
was remarkable, bhe waited and culled for
help. Onco or twice she climbed npon the
cnaing as if to jump and the crowd turned their
eyes away with horror. Bat she stood fast.
Kitlicr from fear or through courage she crept
back from the casement and into the
room. Every effort was made that coold
be made to reach her with ladders, bat
all were ineffectual. Again the firemen tried
to throw a stream of water to her that she
rai?ht gain refreshment from it and that the
flames might bo stayed somewhat in their
course while further efforts were being made
to reach her. The scene at this time was bat
a repetition of others equally horrifying un

every side of tho building. At last, after the
brave struggle she had made, the woman fell
back without hope.

KKEDLESS 8ACBIHCE OP LIFE.
Frenzied poople crowded to the window* vy¬

ing for help. The Hayes truek was run ap to
the baildiug and an attempt made to hoist the
ladder. There was some hitch in the machin¬
ery of the hoisting apparatus, whiab made a
delay of several miuutoa. At one window on
the sixth floor were throe women, employe* of
the hoteL They were Miss Walker, a pantry girl,
and Madeline Hennessey, the linen room gal,
aud htr sister. Lizzie Hennessey, a chamber¬
maid. The three women rushed to the window,
throw their arms about each other and called
for help. Behind them the crowd on the
street saw the flames. A hundred voices from
the street called to them to be qaiet anal a
ladder could be placod, but the Walker girl
suddenly stepped onto the window sill and with
a cry, "I'd ruther be killed than burned."
threw herself out into the street. 8be wa*
killed by the fall. The Hennessey sisters
crouchcd in the room aud a moment later they
wore rescued by the firemen, who carried them
down the ladder in their arms.

TCVPED TO THEIB DEATH.
At a window on the fifth floor two womea

scrcamed for help. The big ladder was at an¬

other window and a jumping net was bronght
out One of the women, Bridget Doyle, jumped
before the net was got into position, bhe
struck on her head and shoulders and was
dead when she was picked up. She wa* a
hotel employe and her home was ia Marcellua.
Mary l'udden, a laundry girl. Jumped from a
rear window and was killed.
The tim* finally came when the crie* war*

ceased and nothing could be seen in the mat
structure bnt seething, moaning billow* <W fir*
as they mounted above the highest coraiM*
and made the stars in the sky look dim.

EBCAPE OF OOBA TAKKEBS OOKPAXt.
Vm. T. Orover, acting manager for Cora

Tanner, who wa* filling en engagement at th*
Jacob* Grand Opera House, wa* with th* oom-

panv, nearly all of whom were at the hoteL
He tells a connected story of how nearly al
escaped. Th* people ooenpied rooms ea th*
third aad fourth toora. Mr. Grorar aaidi
"Nearly If not all the young ladle* of Mis*
Tanner'* company had retired, bnt **reral of
the gentlemen war* still out when th* Are
broke oat. I threw a few ofmy clothe* aad per¬
sonal effect* into my trunk, bnt lost th*m in th*
end. I wa* on tb* fourth floor. Among other*
on that floor was Miss Ada Dwysr of tb* e*aa-
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
