ETTF.B FISHING than that
Ifoundbytho South Moun¬
tain Fistiing Club between
Nag'* Head and Hatteraa
could not be desired.
Among other thing* oat of
the ordinary in the general
conduct of the club they
proposed to do salt water
fishing with light tackle.
baa* rod and reel.euch aa

they used in fishing for
baM in the npper Potomac.

Four of the member* carried iplit bamboo rod*
and the fifth bad a steel rod almost aa light and
flexible as a carriage whip. A few hand line*
for turf fishing were all the heavy tackle car¬
ried. The tucrewt of the experiment with light
tackle waa phenomenal. The Roxana was not
kept at anchor long in one place during the
eleven days the club was afloat. Sometimes
she waa anchored in a safe harbor at night. and
was under way ag tin before the rising of the
sun. Sometimes we sailed at night and were
at anchor on the fishing ground* by the early
morning.
About twenty varieties of fish, including¦hell fish, were caught during the trip, and

the experience of the club had many shailiM of
coloring.
After two day* at Nag's Head, where more

time was apent in studying the country than
in shooting and fishing, though some of both
waa done with fair success, anchor was raised
and tiio Koxana was dropped down several
miles to Koanoke Island.

ROAXOKK ISLAND.
This island is well covered with vegetation

and appeared to be in a good state of culti¬
vation. A heavy green grass grew down to the
edge of the water, whose rough wave* were
constantly undermining the sod and dashing
.pray far in land. At the lower or southern
end of the island there is considerable marsh
and at the extreme southern point it i* a vast
mar*b covered with a heavy growth of very
tall grass and cnt in every direction by "guts"
or creeks, winding a serpentine way through
the grass, whn-h are navigable for small
schooners and the mouths of which furnish
safe harbors for the oyster schooner*.
Three nights and one day were spentoff this island at different points. The
first stop was made off the island for oys¬
ters and blue twhiug. and the night was spent
at anchor there with the expectation of shoot¬
ing in the salt marsh early in the morning,
home small, but fine flavored oysters were got
with tonga and a good many spots, fry fish and
taylors were caught; but the early morning

shooting was a failure. Half an hour's wading
waa enough to convince the vice president and
the uovice that there was nothing alive in the
marsh at that season, not even a mosquito.So an early start, without any partic¬ular destination in view, was decided
on. Just as the wind set in the
shoulder of the sail an oyster schooner, cuttiugbefore a brisk breeze, passed close by and a
little man with unkempt beard and a fine.pene¬trating voice passed greetings to our skipper.Ue extended an invitation to follow him to the
oyster beds and it was promptly accepted.

THE OYSTER SCHOOStR.
The schooner had on board bat the captain,

whom our skipper called Capt FranV and a
little boy. his sen. She was a twomaster, a
little larger than the Koxana, and her long
service was proclaimed by a patch here and
there on both hull aud sail. The hull was
painted black, without a stripe of any other
color, and her sails were weather stained. A
strong breeze sent her over the water at a lively
rale. She passed the little fleet of oyster boats
at the lower end of the island and
the Roxana followed in her wake. Mile after
mile she sped along and we swiftly followed
after, without knowing or 'caring where we
were bound for. After a while we were almost
out of sight of land and the sandy bottom could
be plainly seen running in "potato ridges."Now and then Capt. Frauk would go up the
shrouds aud take . survey and then come down
aa! alter his course a little. As the land sank
lower on the horizon the sandy bottom rose
clearer to the view and for an hour or two we
sailed in the muddy trail of the schooner drag-
g ng bottom, and in time left a muddy wake
behind us. Now and then we would strike a
ridge of sand which threatened to stop us. but
we cut through under full sail. PresentlyCapt. Frank's schooner went bard aground and
we shot by him by a close shave. About five
miles ahead of ns waa a fleet of small oyster boats
and beyond them was the low ridge of sand
which cuts off the souud from the ocean. Capt.Frank called to us to drive ahead as far as wo
ciiuid and then get out and walk. Shortlyafter the Koxana passed him he got afloat
again and came chasing behind and every
man Was his own pilot. We wer * In waters that
neither captain knew. There was plenty of
water, but it was spread ov^r such a vast spacethat it made a pretty shallow coursing for the
Bands, before we got out we had several in¬
teresting experiences. We had got probably a
mile further in when the skipper had decided
to drop Kill and anchor. A similar idea struck
Capt. Frank. Directly both schooners were at
anchor iu about two feet and a half of water.
Capt. Frank came aboard and explained that a
little further on the bottom was full of oysteraand that we could get them by wading.

WADING FOR oystehs.
Two miles away we could see men wading

about and shoving small boats ahead of them.
We were at the oyster beds near Oryon inlet.
The president, the colonel and the novice de¬
cided to have some oysters. They rowed out in
the y»wl about two miles with the skipper and
with shoes and stockings and all their clothes
on. except that the woolen trousers were ex¬
changed for this "oilskin." which looks water¬
proof. but isn't They jumped overboard aud
chasvd the frisky oyster on its native heath. They
had to wade about and pick up the oysters off
the bottom with their hands, and mauv a cut
finger they got. And they got wet, as the vice
president warned them they would if they were
not careful; they got tired and hungry,hut they got oysters and lots of them.

The boat was loaded down to the gun'all when
tbey took it back to the Koxana. The major
on that trip developed a taste for oysters which
seemed to grow on him during the rest of the
cruise. The oysters were dumped on the deck
of the Roxana and at any time during the rest
of the cruise that the major was lost sight of
it waa known that he could be fouud sitting on a
block of wood near that oyster pile. He could
shack more oyster* and have less to show for it,
over and above a satisfactory smile, than any
man on the trip, and they all had considerable
practice.
You must not imagine that there's bo excite¬

ment in an oyster hunt. It was one of the jol-liMt experiences we had. and the result of the
¦port furnished us with a delicious article of
(are for the rest of the trip. Every member of
the club pronounced those oysters the finest he
had ever tasted. They had a delicious flavor
sot discovered in any oyster eaten in Washing-
ton.
With the oyster* on her deck and a quantity

of wet clothing in the rigging the Koxaua
parted company with Capt Prank's schooner,
setting sail for Koanoke Island and scrapiug bot¬
tom as she slid along. 1wic* on the way she

was fast aground and it look the united effort*
of club and craw to chore her off. ,

I* XOASOKK HAABOE.
That night the club were afloat in the deep

water harbor off Roanoke Island. A lantern
wae hong oat on one of the davits, just above
the water, and fishing within the eircle of light
.orae tront. bine flab and flounder* were caught,
not to mention the Urge number of crab* the
novice reeled m on tront tackle. The novice
had a moat exciting time with one fiah that
night The reat of the clnb were in the cabin
and he waa (till tempting the fiih by caatinghie hook far oat into the dark waters.
Presently a fish seized the hook and carried
oat nearly fifty yarda of line from the reel be¬
fore his headlong course could be stopped.Then there followed a straggle be¬
tween the fish and the angler. The fish
was a monster, there was no donbt
on that point, and he mnst be managed
with care if the tackle was to be saved and he
landed. For half an hour the battle continued,
the fish sometimes being close to the side of
the schooner and sometimes nearly all the line
being unwound from the reel and the rod bent
almost double. The club came eagerly out of
the cabin to watch the fight, nnd one stood
with a landing net ready by the suit of the
schooner. Finally the monster was drawn to
the surface and the landing net was thrust un¬
der him. There was a heavy flop on deck and
there lay a monster skate. The novice quit in
dUgast The next day hunting ana sarf

the shooting being more successful than the
fishing. The surf on the ocean side
was so terribly rough that it was
not possible to get the lines ont In the right
season this island is an excellent place for
shooting, and those of the party who carried
guns ashore fonud good sport. The Body Is¬
land mosquito has striped legs. He confines
his operations to the sound beach

From Body Island we started for Manteo, bat

never got there. When well up the coast of
Boanoke Island we experienced the first calm.
We could not move an inch. The colonel at
once got ont his rod and began making dome
prodigious casts ont in the smooth deep water.
He did not expect a fish, but he never daringthe trip failed to make casts, ns many and as
far as possible. In a moment there was a

struggle going on between the colonel and a
fine blue tish. This was the signal for other
tackle to be brought out and the monot >uy of
the calm was broken. For two days the club
had been trying to get to New Inlet, but there
was a great expanse of shallow water to over¬
come an<t a narrow and crooked channel, which
was not known even to the oysterinen, must
be fftund In order to get there.
We bad almost given up tho hope of reach¬

ing New Inlet, when a little sail boat came
alongside, in the stern, of whieh sat a white-
bearded old man. who. after finding ont who
we were, told us that if we would strike out
and go as far as we could toward New Inlet we
could get within signaling distauce of the life-
saving station, and his son. who was keeper,
would gladly como and sail the schooner into
the inlet We got a brisk breeze most timelywith this information, and long before we were
in sight of New Inlet At one time during the
sail we were out of sight of laud, nothing but
the waste of water stretching out on everyband, yet we could have waded ashore, if we
had had the enduranee. without getting wet
above our waists. The Koxana drew but two
and a half feet of water, yet for miles we were
dragging the bottom. We came to anchor five
miles off shore, and our captain hoisted our
only tablecloth to the masthead for a flag. In a
few minutes the stars and stripe* shot np to
the top of the flag staff at the life-saving
station, about five miles off. Then the South
Mountain Fishing Clnb assembled on deck and
took turns at the glass to discover any move¬
ment which would indicate the coming of re¬
lief. Having got in as far as we had, there was
no telling whether we would ever be able to
get out u^iun Without assistance, and the New
Inlet was beyond our reach. At the end of
half an hour there had no boat left the shore,
and presently the flag was hauled down.

AM AMBASSADOR.
A moment of despondence settled over the

club, but a happy thought struck them, and it
was decided that the diplomatic major should
take his most insinuating manners and such
other things as be might think necessary and goashore as an envoy. He might have waded,
but that would have somewhat disturbed his
toilet, besides involvings fatigue, aud the mate
volunteered to pull him over in the yawl. When
they had covered half the distance a sail boat
came out from around the point and after a
good deal of beating about overhauled them,
'ihe rest of the club on the Koxana watched the
conference through the glass and from
the time it lasted concluded that the
major was making use of all his
diplomacy. Finally the two boats were
seen to drift apart; the yawl tnrned back to¬
ward the Boxana and the sail boat turned away.It looked to those on board as if tho Boxana
had been deserted aud a distinguished member
of the club suggested that he always thoughtthe major's skill as a diplomat had been over¬
estimated. It was a long pull for the yawl and
a long time before the envov came up along¬side. Every member of the club plied the
major with questions as they reached oat their
hands to pull hun on board. He slowly settled
himself in a comfortable nosition, took off bis
coat, wiped his glasses with the deliberation of
a born diplomat and then said he guessed we
would gut there all right In his own good
time he informed us that we had signaled the
wrong station, but tfcat Capt Midget of New
Inlet had been telephoned for aud would prob¬ably come to our ast-istanco. He gave us the
further encouraging .uformation that the water
was not very ueep around there and that CaptMidget was the only man on earth, as far as he
couid tell.who knew the channel. Weary honrs
went by. The winds blew up, then died into a
calm and a fresh breeze sprung up again. The
sun slanted off into afternoon, aud still there
were no satis la sight

BELIF.r AT LAST.
Jast when we felt completely deserted the

skipper, who had been looking long and earn¬
estly through his glass, said there was a sail
bearing down toward us, but the wind was
dying out and coming very *low. It might be
Midget or it might uot, but we waited, havingnothing else to do. The wind* died out and
the tide began to run low. The men on the
sail boat were pulling hard toward us. We
could see the white suits of the life-savingservice aud a great shout of welcome was seut
up when they got within hailing distance.
It was Capt. Midget and No. 6. In about two
minutes thev were in command of the Boxana.
The anchor was np, the sail boat strung behind
nud the crew and life saver* were pulling us
through the shallow water. If we did not
make it soon there was no telling when we
would get out for the tide was sinking rapidly.Happily, a breeze sprung up in half an hour
aud the prettiest of sailing that was ever seen
was doue by Capt Midget The channel, which
he alone knew, was scarcely wider than the
boat's length aud doubled on itself and twisted
and wound about through its whole course.
Before a stiff breeze the Boxana shot along,changing her course about every minute,dodging the shoals, turning at an angle here

sails were down and the schooner lay in deepwater cloee against an old graasy bank at an¬
chor. We Were in a snag harbor at New Inlet

In lees tbu mutates the colonel *u stand¬
ing on the bank with hia split bamboo
out into ths still, deep water of the inlet.
Scarcely had hia hook reached water when
th*r« waa a strike and the colonel waa playing
a three-pound trout Ererr »*«« cot hia tackle
and nntil there waa aneh a slaughter of fish as
appealed to our eonaciencea we enjoyed the
finest (port that even a member of the Honth
Mountain Fiahing Club had ever experienced.

A SPOIISMAN'k PARADISE.
We remained three days at New Inlet, which

ia a aportman'a paradise. In the inlet there are
abundance of black fiih. king flah, flounders,
email drum, blue flah and trout The trout out¬
number all the rest Leea than half a mile
away the ern-f rolled into the Atlantic and dram
abounds. Host of the fishing was done withlight bass tackle, with which trout, blue flah
and flounders were caught Manr of the trout
caught were as much aa two feet long and prob¬ably none leea than from aizteen to eighteen
i .**^"'onally °ne would run over two
feet. They were about aa game as the Potomao
bass, though, of course, by no means aa heavyto their length, and it took skillful managementto land one. The hooks with long double
snoods used for the Potomac bass we'e of no
service for this fishing. The trout or blue fish
could bite the snood in two nearly every time.
I had one very large chum hook, with two-inch
links of wire, bitten off clean. The night had
to be spent in putting proper wire snoods
on hoo^s in stock. It often took from fifteen to
twenty minutes to land a fish, and they struck
almost as last as the hooks were put in water.
°»U£ u°?r * fl*hlng »howed up the finest stringof fish I ever saw. The surf fishing waa equally
successful, and linea were used, of coure. and
some of the drum caught measured nearly three
feet

A short time spent surf fishing produced

two strings of fish, each of which was too much
for one man to carry. One bunch was carried
on a pole between two men and the other had
to bt dragged along the sands by one of the
life savers, to whom it was given.

HOMKWABD BOUND.
On the return home trip the club stopped

onco more at Nag's Head and made an excur¬
sion about four miles inland to a fresh water
lake, in which thny found an abundance of
black bass of the large mouth varietv. They
were there but a short timo while a heavy
wind was blowing, which interfered with their
casting, but they made a fine capture. It was
the first time that a casting rod and reel had
ever been used on the lake. The fish there are
not quite as game as the small-mouthed bass
of the Potomac, but they grow to greater size,
are much more abundant and are game enough
for any reasonable man.

FOR THE GOOD OF THE ARMY.

Acting Adjutant General McKeever on
Canteens and tbe Recruiting Service.
Canteens and the recruiting service form the

main topics for discussion in the annual report
Just submitted by Gen. McKeever, acting ad¬
jutant general of the army, to the Secretary
of War. He says that great progress is re¬

ported to have been made in the establishment
of the canteen system. At present canteens
are in successful operation at sixty-eight posts,
and during the six months ended Juno 30,1890,
transacted a business of *474,025, with a re¬
sulting profit of §88,430.
the canteen system explained and approved.
'.Some misconception has grown up in the

public mind," he says, "in regard to these in¬
stitutions, engendered, no doubt by the gen¬
eric term used as a designation. Tho word
'canteeu' has contracted a specific meaning
from many years of use in European armies,
and is generally understood as describing a
driuking place where soldiers assemble for
more or less vicious revelry As conducted in
the American service, the cantoen is simply a
co-operative establishment, in which a general
business, under military supervision, ia con¬
ducted in the sole behalf of the enlisted men
of the army. The testimony of officers who
have reported on the practical operation of
canteens confirms the wisdom of the action of
the war Department in fostering and encour¬
aging tho extension of the system. There can
be no question that it has contributed largely
to tbe comfort and contentment of enlisted
men, and thereby improved and strengthened
discipline throughout the service."

CONCEBNINO THE BECBCITINO SERVICE,
he remarks that the operations have been car¬
ried on in over forty smaller cities and towns
whence recruiting parties have been sent into
the surrounding rural districts, and persistent
efforts have been made to obtain recruits from
farming and other communities away from the
great centers of population. In like manner
special regimental recruiting parties have been
sent out into %bout thirty different towns to
conduct temporary rendezvous therein and
freely canvas* the contiguous districts. Home
of the settours were very successful.others
were fairly so, and in some instances there-
suits, as regard the number of recruits ob¬
tained, were very meager. The class of men
thus obtained, it is believed from reports re¬
ceived, to be considerably above the general
RT«raS«- »nd during the present fiscal year,
with additional appropriation made for tbe
purpose, it is proposed to extend the plan in
order that its merits may be more fully tested.
It is to be remarked in this connection that
throughout the past year recruits have been
required before acceptunce to present satisfac-
t0rf .uVi^nM *Ke> cll*racter, habits, Ac.,and that this, coupled with the almost generalbusiness prosperity throughout the country
may in a great measure account for tho falling
oil in the number of applicants for admission
to the army, which has been common to all
rendezvous for several months.

(Jen. McKeever says in conclusion of this
snbject: "Of the 6,390 accepted recruits 4 052
were native born and 2,338 of foreign birth;5,875 were white and 516 colored. Seventeen
thousand five hundred and sixty-three appli¬
cants for enlistment (over 73 per cent of the
whole number) were rejected by recruitingofficers as lacking the necessary qualifications,either physical, mental or moral. As indi¬
cated by these figures the officers charged with
the responsible duty of recruiting have as a
rule, zealously guarded the interests of the
service in preventing tho entrance into the
army of men unfitted for tho duties of soldiers
in exceptional cases, where recruiting officers
have tailed in their duty in this respect, they
have been replaced by others."

The ikootiog nuos of IMO, so fir as the
Diitriet NiUomI Guard to concerned, ku oom*
to an end, bat it will not toon bo forgotten.
N<jne bat those who hod to wrestle with the
multitudinous problem* which arose will ever
know the many difficulties which were contin¬
ually arising to vex the authorities. la the
first place there was an insufficiency of ammu¬
nition, and this condition had to be net by a

plan which prevented two-thirds of the men in
the Guard from enjoying any practloe at the
mid-rangee. Then it was a. difficult thing
to get men down to practice during the day¬
time, and on more than one occasion an in¬
spector of rifle practice has waited three or
lour hours for the appearance of half a dozen
men when there should hare been a hundred
or more present. Then again there was nothingdefinite in the arrangement by which the
"marking" was done, and it was quite com¬
monly the case that those indispensable as¬
sistants were difficult to find. To enumerate
one-half of the obstacles would be quite a task,
and yet. in spite of them all, the season cannot
be characterized as other than most successful.
To be sure, the company practice records will
not thine when compared with the records of
other organizations in some of the states, but
that will be completely lost in the record made
by the brigade team. The evolution of that
aggregation was the result of lots of work, and
for the most of which no one will get any thanks
save from headquarters.Gen. Grdway knows
how to appreciate a man's labors and he never
fails to do it

BETTKB HBXT TF.AU.
The outlook for next year teems to be all

right. There will be ammunition enough to
allow every man his forty shots on the range,
and that will be a decided improvement on the
plan which was made necessary during the
season just closed. Many a man who ha*
failed to make the required SO per cent at 200
and 300 yards could have done really good
shooting at the longer ranges. The re¬
ports of all ga lery and range practiceought to be turned in on the 30th instant,
and as soon as possible thereafter there will be
issued to each battalion commander a suffi¬
cient number of sharpshooters' crosses and
markf>man a buttons to meet the requirementsof the situation and the reports. The demand
for buttons promises to be fairly good, but the
number of crosses earned will be very small,
much smaller than next year's crop. In some
of the states it is but little distinction to be
either a marksman o» a sharpshooter, but here
the badges are worth wearing; they mean
something. The present program to to have
the majors present them to the winners at the
last battalion drill in December.

A ORAT1FY1NG SUCCEPS.

Wednesday's shooting was a success. Some
time ago there were croakers who said It would
not be possible to persuade men to enter into
open and even competition with men whoee
reputations as rifleman are international, but
the showing made in the match for Tib Evsx-
ino Stau badge upset the pessimistie predic¬
tions and showed that there are more than four
or five Htreng shots iu the brigade. The num¬
ber of competitors was gratifyingly large and
the results exceeded the expectations of the
most sanguine. In the battalion match there
was a great deal of interest felt by all the bat¬
talions save two.the third and the eighth.

The Baltimore a Good Sea Boat.
The Secretary of the Navy has received a

letter from Capt Schley, commanding the new
cruiser Baltimore, from Lisbon, Portugal, Oc¬

hours. The ship encountered heavy gales and
behaved admirably, showing sea-going quali¬ties of a high order. She maintained a high

made in the calculation of her weights. Capt.Schley says that he never before sailed in a

was felt There was no time during the galewhen her battery could not have been fought
After passing through the English ehannel the
steam power was reduced one-half, using forty-
five tous of coal per day, including cooking,
distilling water and dynamo consumption. She
maintained an eleven-knot speed without
trouble.
