POLES FALL WITH A CRASH.

At 7:30 o'clock in the morning a line of
Western Union  eighty-foot poles fell with
orash in 50th street, carrving not less than 150
lin[.:lt' wires and  two caliles two inches l.hln-t'
with from forty to seventy-five wires in them,
to the ground.  The cross bars seraped the
sides uf the brow i-stone fats on the south side
of the street as they fell and shook the

buildi to their very  foundations.
The fall made a wound  like thunder,
stariling people for blocks away.  Many of the

enormous poles were broken in three pieces
anid the cross arms were shattered. The houses
were 50 blockaded by the wreck that until near
midday ingress and egress was impossible,
Police reports are coming in sluw, ouly sixteen
out of thirtv-five precincts bhaving sent ve-
ports to police Lead uarters up to 7 p.m.
