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IT WOtXLD BE A PITY FOP. THE so¬
journer in this part of Peru <o miss seeing

Cuzco, the ancient capital of the Incas, though
the journey thereto is exceedingly wearisome
and rarely undertaken by traveler* "of the
feminir.a persuasion." Indeed, I doubt if
any Anglo-Saxon females but ourselves have
ever visited the place.unless, perhaps. Mrs.
Agassiz may have done so wh< n she assisted
her husband so bravely in his South American
researches. However the journey is neither so

long nor so difficult as the 340-mile expedition
we made not long ago on mule-back over all
the ranges of the Andes to eastern Bolivia.

In going to Cuzco one's plans must be care-

fmlly matured in advance, making all possible
provision against accidents and latches in the
program. One wist be sure that the rainy
season is well over, for there are many bridge-
less streams to be forded that become impassa¬
ble torrents in which men and beasts are rwept
away during the annual time of rain. Of course
one or two foreigners can hadlv make the pil¬
grimage by tbmiaelves with safety, and the
average touritft is strongly advised to do as we

did, viz, to engage the services, as guide and
escort, of Mr. E. C. Hanfieldt, a well-known
Arequipanean. who makes business trips to
Coxco regularly each month. Knowing every
yard of the route and all the people there¬
abouts. he can tell one exactly what to do and
what to avoid, and.more important still.will
supply suitable animals and honest servants,
which the stranger would find great difficulty
in securing lor himself.

2tO HOTELS OS THK BOCTE.
The cost of the round tTip, including railway

fare, horses, mules and all expenses en route,
not counting whatever provisions one chooses
to carry, is about t'2."> per capita, and the time
occupied each way varies from five to seven
¦lays.* according to one's endurance in the
saddle. There are no hotels along the route,
ind one must depend npon private hospitality,
which is freely accorded to those who bring
letters of recommendation. Every village lias
its tampo. however, similar to the inns of Egypt
lu Mary's time, wherein the animals are fed and
sheltered, and where one might manage to "put
up" in case of stern necessity, depending npon
one's own supply for food, or foruging among
the neighbors; but it is always easy to obtain
introductions to the vnrious cures and the
families of well-to-do farmers, and through
them to be more comfortably housed.

TO OFFER MOSEY WOCLD BE AS ISSCT.T.
In providing the outfit for this journey, one

should not forget that to offer money in pay¬
ment for food and lodging outside of a public
house would be resented as an insult by these
hospitable people; and therefore one muxt go
stocked witn gifts in order to get even with
one's entertainers. Bottles of wine are always ac¬
ceptable, also butter, tea, canned goodsand other
-.imilar luxuries which are rare in the interior.
Eggs are cheap and plenty, but though there
are cows on all the wayside farms, milk is un¬
attainable. In any case, enough bread to last
the entire trip should be taken from Arequipa.
because, though hard and dry as the surround¬
ing rocks, it is infinitely preferable to the black,
unleavened lumps of dough in use among the
country people. Tinned beef, ham. fish and fruit
are indispensable, with condensed milk and boxes
of English biscuits or "crackers," as Ameri-
an* call them. As one cufftrg greatly from

thirst slong the road, the water being" warm
and not always obtainable, it is best to prepare
every morning the day's supply of cold tea,
mixed with cluret and sugar. What little but¬
ter is to be found in this region is odd enough
to deserve s paragraph. If one is not a suffi¬
ciently goo<l traveler to forego butter entirelyhe must pay almost its weight in silver for a

pale, lardy sort of lubricator, wrapped up in
bladders in square packages weighing about
two uounds each. Being thus hermeticallyxealeu it will '"keep" indefinitely if the air is
not let in, but when once opened it proceeds to
necome nsstv with marvelous rapidity, and in
a day's time will till the air with an

"

odor be¬
side which Limburger cheese is as attar of
roses.

FATHER TO* AS AXEBICAS.

By the way, it may not be amiss to mention
that our butter supply, as well as letters of in¬
troduction to all the priests and cures on the
road to Cuzco. were furnished us by one of the
sandaled and gray cowled monks of the
hecoleta. known far and wide as "Father Tom,"
and incidentally I may tell you somethingabout this fainiliur character of Arequipa. The

. good-looking, white-haired friar vi,ow past
seventy years oldj prides himself greatly on
being "an American." though his face is as' un¬
mistakably Irish as his brogue. Known in the
order as Fray Francisco Tornas. his real name
is Thomas Keegan. aad he loves to tell strangersthat many years ago in New York he served
the elder Vanderbilt as coachman. Afterward

.. he drifted to San Francisco, where he accumu¬
lated considerable property. When about fortv
years of age he was so ill with fever that his
death was hourly expected, and in a lucid inter¬
val he prayed to the Virgin for restoration,
promising in return for health to devote the
remainder of his life to her service
as a friar. Contrary to all expectationshe immediately began to mend and
regarding his recovery as due to the direct in¬
terposition of the holy mother he at once as¬
sumed the gray cowl and hempen girdle of the
Francescans. It is sometimes rather hard lines
for the poor old man. because.though it is said
he still owns enough California property to main¬
tain him in comfort.he must take" his turn
with the rest in begging from door to door, for
the hecoleta brotherhood subsist entirely uponch.-rity. He must never have more than 10
cents 111 money about him. must never wear
hoee. though bis bare feet in their ox-hide
sandals are sometu-ies frost bitten when he
goes into the mountains to visit the sick and
afflicted. and must always walk rather than
ride, unless the distance be too great for human
endurance. Yet a more cheerful and merrv-
looking man does rot exist than stockingle'ss"Father Tom," in his coarse gray gown and
rope girdle.

HO BEDS OF EASE.

Going front Arequipa to Cuzco one may now
save nearly half the time in the saddle by riding
uue eaet on the Mollendo. Cuzco and Puno rail¬
way to Juliaca (pronourrcd Hool-vaek-ah). a
distance of 1-J'J miles and then changing to the
< ozco division of the road for Santa Kosa, the
present terminus, eightj-two miles in a
northwesterly dii action. As there are no hotels
either in Juliaca or Santa Kosa- nothing better
than an empty car to sleep in -one is advised
to go on to Puno and take a fresh start back
over the same road to the junction next day.Even in Puno the public aceommo<lation* are
little better than none, but its poor hotel is a
palace compared to anything else one will rtad
on the road to Cuzco. An explorer should not
look for "bed* of ease." and on this hard jour¬
ney one may comfort himself with the thoughtthat he is following an archaological bv-path
in the footstep* of the most learned scientists
of the age. some of whom crossed tne ocean
from the capitals of Europe for ffie sole pur¬
pose.

SO3TB FOISTS ES RorTE.
I am not going to give you an itinerary of

the trip, for the path has not changed mate¬
rially since Profs. Orton. Squier and Markham
went over it and wrote their excellent books.
Permit me to briefly notice a few of the more
prominent points en route, and advise thosewho wish more detailed information to pur¬chase the books aforesaid. One should leave
(tela Kosa by the first glimmer of dawn, for
there are at lenst twentv-four miles of inde¬
scribably bad roads to be traversed on horse or
mule back and La Kara to cross the highestridge ia all the j turner. where winds are
strongest and storm. are incessant. This first
day ie by far tfcs hardest of the entire trip, as
much because ow is not yet used to it as
l>ecanse the road is incomparablv worse, and
at all hazards on* mn«t reach Aguas Caliente*
before nightfall. To the nght of a loft v. snow-
clad mountain named Vilacanota one follows for
some miles and finally fords a small water
coarse which seems to rise in one of the hot
spring* so numerous in the locality and whieh
Peruvians regard as the mother spring of the
great Amazouas river system. The little stream,
whieh here takes the name of the near-by
mountain, ie known as the Chalca farther on
and afterward a* the t'rnbsmba. Many miles
farther northward.kavinggained much strength
und volume, it Joins the Bio Tamho and their
united waters form th* famous CcageK, the
largest of Peru's tributaries to th» Amazons.

txb viLuai or uresis.
The second night oat owe is booked to sleep

.t tUe Village of Iicuain. a ride of only sigh-

teen mile*, throngh charming scenery. There
is a possible drawback, however, in the I.icuain
river which mu. t be forded several time* and
is liktlv to be rather high There is a road on
the left of it. Mm traveler* are warned to take
to the water instead, for there are rut swamps
on that side, with quicksand* treacherous
enough to ingulf an armJ; and. beeides, one
muil pas* through the unfeneed hacienda of
Antacncca, whicb i* celebrated far and wide for
it* wild cattle. Sobodv goes over that danger-
one road if be can avoid it, there being no place
of refuge should he be attacked by the torros.
Fancy a part* of United States tourists, in¬
cluding two women, riding peaceably along on
muleback. when a herd of wild bulla come
charging full tilt upon them and not a wall or
tree or buth to hide behind! In the vicinity
of the hot springs (ftguns calientee; there are
arret* of plump mushrooms. and no pasier-bv
whose palate ha* been properly educated will
fail to sccure a supply for his evening meal,
whether he take* it at the Umbo or, aa we'did,
in the hospitable home of Don Pablo (Paulj
Mejias.

A *F*A*KABLE WALL.

The third night one aleepa at "Hnta".a
hacienda owned by an educated Italian, Senor
Don Francieco Mieciotta, who il aure to give
the pilgrim a hearty welcome. The road
hereto lies through an ancient Indian Tillage
called Kaccba, built within the crater of an ex¬
tinct volcano. Among other curioaitiea. it con¬
tain* a remarkable wall, which ia said to be the
remain* of tne palace built by an Indian prince,
eldeat »on of Tupac Yupangui. who revolted
against paternal rule and here maintained hit
independence. Near it ia one of the many
small round towers, so frequently found in thia
part of Peru, which are believed to have been
aatronomical observatories wherein the Incaa
determined the meridian paaaage ol the sun.

nrrei* mile* to cmacACUW.
On tfak fourth day one may take a leisurely

jaunt of only fifteen mile* to Checacupe, where
he will l*> made to feel quite at home by CoL
Martin Alvarez, who ia a regular king in hie
little world.a large landed proprietor, a mem¬
ber of congresa and a wealthy wool merchant
There are vet forty mile* to Cuzoo, and a rapid
rider coul<i accomplish that distance in one
daT; but what is the uae of tiring one a self
when it i« «o much more comfortable to take
thing* easily? One better go only half the war,
say to (Juiguijana. though it ia a miserable little
bamlet with but one redeeming feature.a re-
markabie old bridge. L nless one has a letter
to the cure, an«l that itinerant individual hap¬
pens, by rare good fortune, to be at home, tne
night niuat be passed among4he bug* and other
pesta of a wretched poet house.

BU&XAL PLACE (JF X5CA HUASCAn.
Next morning one ia glad to take an early

atart for Huaroe, twelve milea away, and even
to forego breakfaat until he reachei the caaa of
the local magnate, who rejoicea under the
high-sounding name of Senor Don Fructuoeo
Eguileta*. We went out of the way a few mile*
to view the little lake called Urcoa, famous in
Peruvian tradition for being the burial place of
that great gold chain of the Inca Huascar. We
read th.it the celebrated chain waa long enough
to encircle the grand Plaza Mayor of Guzco
and that every link of it waa aa heavy aa a
strong man could carry.all of pure gold. Of
course the atory ia nonaenae; nevertheless we
spurred our beasts to the perilous brink and
faithfullv tried to believe that we aaw gold
shining "through the dark watera. No securer
hiding place for heavy treaaure could be found,
because the lake ha* a bottom of unfathomable
ooze, which speedily awallowa anything
thrown into it and afford* no footing for
diver*.

ZUCKK HACIXTDA.
Twelve milea beyond ia Zucre hacienda,

where the traveler is advised to atop over night
This very fine estate, a mile or two from the
village of Oropesa, belong* to the Garmendia
family and include* a cloth manufactory. Only
twelve miles bevond Orope*a ia Cuxco. in the
midst of a tropical valley. After leaving the
highlanda the weather growa warm and warmer;
paroquet* and monkeya, palms and fig treea
are *een; and one sultry afternoon (midwinter
at homej we came cantering into the stony
streets of the old, old city that had seen aeveral
centuries before the United States wa* born.

The workmen's party of Belgium has made an

On fancy line* of butter the price*
remain the *amc, bnt on the cheap good*, which
lwe been accumulating aad are hard to more,
dealer* will make liberal concessions. Receipts
of poultry have been only fairly liberal, yet
Price* rule a little lower. Choice drawn turkey*
Wing 14 and 16 cente at wholesale, but oa ac¬
count of an uncertain tendency they retail at
nfrly the *amc figures, the best running not
higher than 18 cent* a pound. There is a Urge
quantity of hold-over stock on hand. Chicken*
retail at 19 cent* a pound for choice fowl*.

orandum. If Mr. McCarthy refuse* Mr. Parnell
will probably receive the tlr*t chance to publiah
the matter. Mr. Parnell will ipealrat Roscom¬
mon on the 23d inetant. when he will Rtate the
substance of Mr. Gladstone's concessions.

It is the general opinion that the balance of
advantages resulting from the Boulogne nego¬
tiations remains with Mr. Parnell. Mr. McCar¬
thy and hi* colleague* are publicly satisfied
with their position and aaaert that they will
never attempt to renew the negotiationa. Pri¬
vately they are indignant at being checkmated
by the tactics of the Parnellite*. Yesterday'*
meeting disclosed depression and apathy, only
fifteen member* of tue section being preaent at
the appointed time.

¦IIBERLEt DIAMOND MIMES.

Theories aa to Where They Came Twwm ami
Mow Lm( They Will LuL

How did the South African diamond* erer get
there? How much deeper are the miner* go¬
ing? Are diamond* going to be found in aa

large quantities aa at present? aak* a writer in
Ixmgman'a Magazine. There are ranon* the¬
ories as to how these mines hare been formed,
bat *11 agree in attributing them to volcanic
action.
They are all fnnnel-shaped, the tides of the

funnel being composed of a denae rock knows
in miner'* parlance as "reef." It is of a soapy
nature, easily acted upon by the atmosphere,
and is consequently most dangerous, as lar*e
pieces become detached and fell into tke
mines.
There are no means of shoring H ip, and

without warning these mormon* slices slide
off into the working portion of the mis*, barr¬
ing the claim and sometimes killing the em¬
ployes.itie hole of the funnel is filled with "blue"
ground, the roof sloping at various angles, hut
on an average of one foot in fifteen. The
theory is that the rides of ths reel mest at .
great depth.
The hot liquid containing the diamonds,

scientists assert, was forced by tome great dis¬
turbance of nature through' the solid earth,
the bulging* in the side of the mines being
?ery toft and shalv, showing where the rock
was not sufficiently hard to resist the enormous
pressure.

It has bean observed that in Kimberley there
mutt hare been ten distinct, upheaval*. In
Dutoitspan there were twentv-flve. in Bultfon-
tein three or four and in I>e lieer* three, and
this ha* been proved by the varying nature of
the ground.

If one upheaval onlv had taken place the
center of the funnel would have contained only
one kind of soil. A* the miners go dee|>er it
great alteration is noticed in the character of
the soil. They have found picces of top reef
and top soil at a depth of 400 feet.
This shows that in the succeeding upheavals

vacua were formed and the whole funnel was
in a state of tumult, the upper layer* of oxi¬
dized earth returning to their ancient depth*
to give place to other carbonaoeou* matter,
which by successive exposures to the atmos¬
phere became oxidized and assumed the yellow
color seen so frequently in the embankments of
rejected debris.
