The adju-
tant general's broad subject was “Marches.™
snd he did such jusiice to tho theme as could
only be the work of one thoroughly acqguuinted
with the mattar under discussion. A few
words from Col. Long's introdactory remarks
will show ihe trend of his ideas. “An
aftempt,” said be, “is being made to give
to regimental and company officers, and
to non-commissioned cfficers particularly, that
whieh is necessary to meet the daily uire-
ments of actnal field work without burdening
them with scientific details whick they have
not the time if the inchimation to acquire. No
attempt is made t instroct the officers of
higber rauk. The individual soldier is taken
a8 a unit. but the soldier mas become an
officer, and the company officer the battalion,
regimental or even brigade commander.
Hence explanatory references are briefly made
whiich may be of assistance to the junior if he
is -mldn.n.f called to the responsibilties of
highest rank.”

New Bulldings That Are Being Erected in
the Clty. .
SEILL AXD RAPIDITY IN LAYING BRICES—SOME
BUSINESS IMPROVEMENTS THAT ARE BRING

MADE--NEW RESIDENCES O0ING UP—OTHER
MATTERS OF INTEARST.

N ARCHITECT RECENTLY EXPRESSED
the opinion that the average bricklayer
uses the bricks that are brought to him withont
regard to their quality or fitness for use. In
his opinion the selection of the bricks used in
s house is made by the hodcarriers. While
the hodearrier receives smaller pay for his
work, yet, according to this authority, he is
called upor: 40 exercise the judgment which is
properly the function of the high-priced me-
chanie. His explanation is that bricklayers
have the idea that rapidity counts a great deal
in the estimation placed by the boes bricklayer
upon the value of the mervices of the men in
bis employ. 1t is generally held, according to
this view, that the more bricks a man can lay
in one day the better are his chances of secur-
ing continucus work. In other words, when
work becomes slack the rapid workmen are re-
tained in preference to those whose daily quota
is not so large. The erchitect thercfore says
that his aim is t0o impress the hodcarriers
with the importance of selecting the brick and
in rejectiug those that are not fit for use.
On tho other hand, the boss bricklayers are
not inclined to atiuch so much im nee to
{ the judgment of the hodearrier. They admit
| that of course rapid workmen are an advantage,
| but when this quickness detracts from the
uality of the work and leads to bud eonstrue-
on then it ia not at all desirabile and in fact is
discournged. In certain classes of buildings
bricks ean be lnid with less care, but when o
really good job of brick work is to be dome,
when an im t pier is to be built or an
arch that will be & conspicions feature of a fine
building, then the moet skillfnl workmen are
assigned to that particular part of the work.
According to the definition of a veteran boas
bricklayer rapidity is not the test of s skiliful
workman. Some men thev admit are rapid
and also skillful, but when these two quali
are not united in one man the akillful work-
man is always preferred. Men who have bhad
experience in the business of laying brick
say thut there is a great diversity in the
quulity of the work done, and this diversity
rgely governs the difference in the cost of
building. The unpracticed eye, they ray, may
be unnble to detect in the brick walls of two
buildings the remson why one cost so much
more than the other. Asa rule, brick walls to
the aversge observer loocks very much alike.
The truined eye, however, rea®ily sees the re-
| sult of a skillful placing of bricks in the wall.
Good brick laying costs money and inferior
) work can be done for less, and this distinction
| 'ometimes canses quite apprecinble varistions
in the bids received for the copatyuctiom of
buildings. i3 e

SOME NEW HOUSES.

A row of fiffeen two-story houses will be
built by Barnes & Weaver on California
street between 18t and 2d streets northeast.
Each house will contain seven rooms and will
bo built from designs drawn by George 5.
Cooper, architect. The same architect has
made plans for a residence for Mrs. Weaver,
which will be erected on Maryland avenue be-
tween 2d and 3d streets northeast. The front
will be brick with brown-stone trimmings. A
circular bay window will be carried tc the top
of the house. when it will be finished with a
tower. The three stories aud basement will ba
surmounted by a high roof. The first floor
will be finished in b woods and the balance
of the house in natural woods.
