“Women's Clubs—-Sorosis” waa the subject of
an interesting paper read by Mra. Ella Dietz
Clymer, president of Sorosis. She said that
the objects of that club are the promotion of
good fellowship among those with literary,
artistic and musical tastes and the dissemina-
tion of such facts and information as will be of
value to them.

““What college life is to voung women," said
Mrs. Clymer, “snch is club life to women of ma-
turer yenrs. The cinb is a sort of training
school for the broader life that is inevitably
coming to women. Sorosis was not founded
for this purpose, but the founder builded wiser
than she knew. The club ides represents
woman's desire to be rather than to do. All
things are conspiring to give her more free-
dom nnd she is no longer satisfied with domes-
tic life simply or a round of useless gaiety.
Hence the club is a boon to domestic women.
Elizibility to membership is worth and moral
'-t.mr!l:n‘. and not the extraneous condition of
wealll.

One wing of the bv
will poesibly be devoted to showing the reform
and charitable organizations organized and car-
ried on by women, and the other to the exhibit
which will be sent by our auxiliary associations
formed through the instrumentality of our
foreign ministers in the countries *o which
they are accredited, and by means of which we
shall be enabled to indicate the condition and
attninments of women in every part of the
worid.

Rhe cited a number of
euses in which the society had come 1o the res-
eue of women and children who were in trouble
awd unable to belp themselves, snd bad Jdone a
good work in fostering s public sentiment
agninst cortwin crimes and in getting more
strimgent laws passed and carried into execu-
tion. Soeleties of a like nature have been or-
gnnized in other cities and these have all been
amalgamated into one national organization,

MBS, ANTOINETTE VAN HOUSEN WAKEMAYX,

“What do the signs of the times signify?” was
explained by Mra. Auntoinette Van Housen
Wikeman of the Chicago Post. “One of these
signs,” she said, “‘is the tendeney toward or-
gnunized effort. Urganization has been the
stroug uplifting power of all time, though
there is an unwarranted prejudice against
combination. Inventive genins no longer
waits its time in silence and inactivity, but its
producis are taken up by organization and
added to the wealth of civilization. All things
m these later Jdavs are working together for
good and the survival of the fittest is seen on
all sides.

“A sign of the times that is a bene diction is
that the angel of peace is brocding over the
world. There are no wars nor ramors of war,
and arbitration is taking the place of blood-
shed. Another sign is the wave of interest in
matters psyclical, provieg the three-fold na-
ture of man.

“Labor organizations are giving full mem-
bership to women and it is evident are in favor
of woman suffruge. No school or other place
of interest has been opened to women save by
men. There are few places now that are not
open to her and the need of woman suffrage is
becoming more and more evident every day.
Archbishop Ireland of Minnesota toll me
recently that he felt sure suffirage for women 18
a thing of the near future.”

MRES. ESTELLE M. H. MERRILL.

Mrs. Estelle M. H. Merrill of the Boston Glole,
president of the New England Woman's Press
Assocation, gave an informal talk on the out-
look for w in journalism, whick she cha:-
acterized s a hopeful and cheerful one.

Women's organizations are a
result of the feeling that women are entitled to
a high education as well as men. Woman's in-
terest and sympathy should be as broad as the
world. and women have banded together for
the advancement of what they know is the best
for them. These organizations develope women
muci: us the photographer’s chemi do the
image on his sensitive plate, little by little ont
of the darkness and shedow.until the figure ap-
pears in its perfection.

“It is woman's place to form a healthy moral4
sentiment. Vice never flees away until a strong
sentiment and ftelini; are brought to bear
against it. It is ber place to fight with evil and
in organization she feels the conscivusness of
power. Not only do they feel this power, but
they arc exercising it for good. Hundreds of
cupable women, but nndeveloped, have been
awakened by these organizations into a knowl-
edge of their own strength. They are clear
nmd strong and aguinst evildoers they are ar-
reyed powerful us an army with banners,

“Woman's sphere has changed greatly in the
past twenty-five years, and man’s estimation of
woman bhas changed fully as much as her esti-
mation of herself.  Men realize the influence of
women and they know the need of women. To-
day men are strouger and better for what wo-
men are doing in their organizations. As for
church building and missionary work men
would give up in despair if it were not for the
women who do the work. What women's or-
gienizations have dbne is but the promise and
the prelude of what 15 yet to be.”

MES. FLORESCE BALGARYIE.

Mrs. Florence Balgarnie of London, of the
British Woman's Temperauce Society and the
federation of trades unions, told of what organ-
ization hus done for English women. *It has
done,” said she, “about what organization has
doue for women in America. And yet from
what 1 bhave seen of American women I must
say that organization has taaght them more of
religious tolerntion and sisterly love than it has
with us across the water. As representing
various societies. I must outline for you bt
four of them, temperance association, loeal
government association, political organization
and the federstion of trades unions for the
welfare of women, a movement which is near-
est to my heart.

GREATER DRUNKARDS IN EXGLAXD

“As a nation I think we are greater drunk-
ards than are you of Ameriea. This, I believe,
is because we are under an aristocracy who
have an interest in the maintenance of the
hiquor traflic. We are used to defeat and noth-
ing succeeds like a good defent. And if our
bills for the enfranchisement of women are de-
feated they ure brought forward every time
with nnerring certainty. Even as it is we
women have all the rights of the ballot pos-
sessedd by the men, save that of the parlinmen-
tary vote. In political organizations 1 will
only speak of the liberal ones, wiich
are small in numbers but big in braivs,
enthnsu;m muib! r:in n-em I am a
thor i } will not of
the ﬁmm .eague, which has ou:w::lr a
million women in its ranks. We hold lectures,
meetings and we are not ashamed to hold sew-
ing meetings, and as a result an immense
amount of clothing goes to the r evicted
tenants of Ireland. We think it extremely
ridicalous that we women are expected to help
in the parlismentary elections and vet arve not
given the parlismentary vote. We speak and we
CAMVESS, e are not brighl enough to vote,
but we are bright enough. it seems, to enl.ifhun
the mwen and to lead them to the polls. There

is a certain element in parliament pledged to
our cause.
WOMEN'S TRADE UNIONS.

FIVE-MINUTE TALKS.

“The National Association of Loyal Women
of American Liberty"” was spoken upon briefly
by Mrs. I. C. Mancheater.

Mrs. Corirne 8. Brown of Chicago spoke on
the “Illinois Woman's Alliance,” which was
organized November, 1888, in response to a call
issved by the members of & woman's labor
union. The nlliance is a delegatod body of
women, cosmopolitan in character. Men's
orgunizations join by sending women as dele-
gates. A Masouie chapter, O.E.8., a Christian
Science Association, aid societies, suff:
medical, tem ce, ethical, hospital associa-
tions, with la nnim\:re resented. The
Trade and Labor Assembly of Chicago, n dele—
gated body of wage workers, men and women,
send delegates, sfv'hl.g the alliance the support
of a voting force of 25.000. Women of many
beliefs sink their prejudices, bury their differ-
ences and unite to realize the motto, “Justice
to children; loyalty to women."”

Its objects are:

*“1. To enforce all laws that have been en-
acted for the protection of women and children.
*“2. To eecure the enactment of such new
laws as shall be found necessary.

*3. To investigate all business establishments
and factories where women und children are
m‘l:loyed and public institutions where women

and children are maintained.
“4. To e the appointment of women
a8 health tors, ns members of boards of

education and to serve on bourds of manage-
ment of public institutions.”
MES. M. D. LINXCOLN.
“‘The Powers and Possibilitics of the Press”
was the subject of a clever and able paper by
Mrs. M. D. Lincoln of this city, president of
the National Woman's Press Association, and
Dr. Helen O'Learey of Boston described the
Ladies’ Physiological Institute of that city.
This was the last paper of ths seseion, and after
a few kindly remurks from Miss Willard *Blest
