In regard to the liquor license matter, it will

hardly l>e included in the bill, the conferees
fearing that such opposition wili be raised to
the proposition n" to endanger the entire re-
port. Some conclusion will be reached
on the question of meeting the
maturing bonds of the Iustrict. aud probablytins deci-ion will lie the insertion of the
House bill providing for the issue of a new
series of 3. i per cent bonds to meet the bonds

j falling due. The proposition of the
Senate to tskc these bonds np
entirely by an appropriation from the
United States treasury and the repayment of
this r<m f'oin the sinking fund in annual in¬
stallments with intenst at J percenL.is thought
by the House coufen-cs to be setting an ex¬
ceedingly bad precedent.

S1KCET EXTENSION.
An earnest effort has been made to have in¬

serted in this bill at least a portion of the
street extension bill providing for the exten¬
sion of the city streets iu conformity with the
present plan of the city through the outlying
portion of the District. The bill carries a

large appropriation, but it is claimed that
only a very small portion of the sum would be
needed for several years. A survey and map
would have to be made, nhich would require a
considerable time and cost a comparatively
sni;.ll amount.
Many pcoplj consider this measure as the

most important to the District now pendingbefore Congress. It is rather improbable.
however, that th conferees will filially include
the bill; some portion may be inserted, how¬
ever.
The original questions at issue between the

two house- have been giving the conferees a
large amount of trouble. In regard to school
books the question has l>een as to the amount
of the sum to be appropriated and the Confer¬
ence committee when it docs report»ill have de¬
cided on a compromise sum between the Senate's
appropriation of # 10.000 and the House's
amendment of .000. A decision will also l>e
reached on the question of the electric subways
of the District, which will confine, to some ex¬
tent, the laying of subways and conduits ur.til
the board of electrical engineers makes ita rt-

port.
THE TUNNEL AND EOO PABE.

The rejiort will in all probability agree to
the proposition crediting back to the District
her share of the *575.000 paid for the new

forty-eight-inch main anc. charging the same
to the water rates, to be paid m twenty-five an-
nual installments. This will be an important
concession, as it will make *'287 500 available
for improvements this year.
Tin report, with equal probability, will con¬

tain a di-agreement on the proposition to re¬
fund the District's half of the original cost of
the Zoological l'ark. On this question the two
bodies are entirely at variance and a separate
vote will have to be taken on the question.

THE DIRECT TAX BILL.

This Fatuous Act Now (rtsi to the President
for Nlfsstsrs.

The direct tax bill has finally passed the
Senate and now goes to the President for his
signature, after having figured in jinny ses¬

sion! of Congress and given rise to the most

protracted deadlock in the legislative history
of this country. The provisions^of the bill in
substance are as follows:
That the Secretary of the Treasury shall

credit each state aud territory and the District
of Columbia with a sum equal to all collections
by set-off or other* ise made under the terms
of the direct tax act of 1N61. That all money
still due the United States under the require¬
ment of that act are remitted. A sufficient sum
of money to reimburse the states and territories
lor the collections under the direct tax act is
appropriated, to be paid when the legislatures
shall have accepted the sums in full satisfaction
of all claims agaiust the Tinted States on ac¬
count of the levy. Money appropriated to meet
individual claims is to be held in
trust by the state authorities, six years being
allowed for the reception of theae claims. Pay¬
ment is also to be made to the owner of lands
in St. Helena and St. Lake's par ishes in South
( arolitia that were sold uuder the operation* ol
the district tax act.
