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THE NEXT CONGRESS,

Gen. Palmer's Election Reduces the Republi-
can Majority in the Senate. .

THERE WILL HE MANT NEW MEMBERS IN BOTH
BRANCHES —HOW ALLIANCE SENATORS WILL
PROBABLY VOTE— MUCH DEFEXDS OX STATE
LEGISLATURES TO BE ELECTED NEXT FALL.

With the election of Gen. John M. Palmer to
the United States Senate once more arises the
question as to the political condition of the
body which has for its supreme official Vice
President Morton. Republicans mow place
their majority at ten: doing so because they
believe that Kyle of South Dakota' and
Peffer of Kansas will £ill the politi-
cal wvacancies caused by the departure
of Moody and Ingalls. The other Alliance
Senator, Mr. Irby of South Carolina, will un-
doubtedly vote with the democrats on all
political mattérs. Two vacancies have yot to
be tilled, but there can be no doubt as to the
results. The successor to Sghator Wilson of
Maryland of course, be & democrat, and it
is equally that he who succeeds the late
Senator Hearst of California will be' a
republican. Gov. Jackson will appoint
the Maryland Senator and the California
legislature (now in session and overwhelm-
ingly republican) will take care of
some 1 republican leader. Unless there
should be other changes before December next
there will be forty-nine republicans and thirty-
nine democrats in the Senate when it again as-
sembles for business. It hus been intimated
that Kyle aud Peffer would join Irby and- the

NEW MATERIAL IN THE NEXT CONGRESS,

The Fifty-Second Congress will have an im-
mense amount of new material in it, and this
will be quite noticeable in the Senate. Though
some of the senstorial faces will be new in their
new capacity they will not all be unfamiliar.
Dr. Gullingrr. who sneceeds Mr. Blair from
New Hampshire; Hansbrough of Nerth Dakota,
who succeeds Pierce, aud Dubois of ldaho,
w succeeds McConnell, bave all been in
Congress, and Gallinger and Dubois, at least,
are well known locally.

Gen. Gordon of Georgin succends *“Joe"
Brown, but no one seems to have any definite
idea ne to what the Senator's course will be. He
recently joined the Farmer's Allinnee and in
all probability will be in continnously close
communion with Irby of South Carolina.

Although the republicans will have a elear
majority they are still sore over the capture of
three scats that have been republican for a
long time. The democrats who snceeed repub-
licans are Hijll of New York, Palmer of Illinois
and Vilas of Wisconsin: the vanquished being,
respectively, Evarts, Farwell and™ Spooner.
But for the admission of Idaho and Wroming
by the late Congress the democrats would have
both branches of the legislature in the next
Congress. Those new states did the work.

THE BERING SEA MATTER.

In the lungnage of a government ofii-
cial, *When the pending controversy us to ju-
risdiction in the Bering sea is settled there will
be nothing to settlc,” that is, all the seals will
have been destroyed.

A BANK IN TROUBLE.

Relieving a French House of Its Em-
barrassment With a Loan.

A FRENCH BANK EMBARRASSED,

The Societe des Depots de Comptes Courants
in Difficulty.

Panis, March 12.—The SBociete des Depots de
Comptes Courants of this city is in a critical
position. The societe or bank referred to
suffered acutely during the recent financial
crisis in London and Buenos Ayres. The societe
at the present time has only 18,000,000 francs
on hand with which to meet claims amounting
to 68,000,000 francs. After a long consultation
between the societe’s directors and its executive
ofticinls it was decided to ask the government
to come to the assistance of the imperiled
financial institution. Consequently M. on,
managing director, called upon M. Rouvier, the
miuister of finance, and plainly stated the whole
case to him. Finally M. Dounon asked M.
Rouvier to advance the societe the sum of
50,000,000 francs.

After making seme inquiries as to the finan-
cinl position of the societe, M. Rouvier placed
himself in communication with the directors of
the Bank of France, and after giving them all
the information which had been furnished to
the ministry of finance by M. Donon, asked
the Bank of France to come to the assistance of
the societe. The Baunk of France directors,
after some deliberation, said that they felt com-
pelled to refuse to grant the assistance asked for.

M. Rouvier then informed M. Donon of the
failure of his application to the Bank of France,
and, with the permission of the director of the
des Depots de Comptes Courants,
the minister of finance convened u
meeting of the directors of the lead-
ing financial houses of Paris. The
meeting & of financiers who responded to the
call of the minister of finance were twioce in
session yesterday inan endeavor to bring about
some arrangement similar to that in which the
case of the During Brothers & Co. of London
eaved that house from utter collapse. That
there are difficulties in the way of accomplish-
ing the object in view is evident from the fact
that the inanciers failed to come to an under-
standing at their first meeting. The result of
their second consultation is as yet not given to
the public.

In counection with the troubles in which the
societe finds itsell it is stated in financial eir-
cles here that the first reports of the societe
being in diffieulties were promoted by bear
operatorson the Paris bourse, and that when
these rumors were first circulated the position
of the societe or bank was financially sound.

At 12:35 p.m. today the societe was paving
frecly and meeting all the demands u it by
the ran which natarally set iu when alarm-
ist reports became freely circulated.

THE BANK OF FRANCE'S LOAN.

The convention of financiers culled together
by M. Rouvier, the minister of finance, with &
view of bringing sbou: some arrangement
which will enable the societe to tide over its
difficulties resulted in the Bank of France
agreeing to advance most of the momney re-
quired. The shures of the societe have fallen
to 370 francs, a decline of 130 francs in two
davs.

The following is the basis of settlement de-
cided upon: The Bauk of France advances 60.-
000,000 franes to the societe, which sum is
guuranteed by the bills of the societe, and the
societe calls for 375 francs per share from its
shareholders, and the financial houses, jointly,

uarahteed the sum of 15,000.000 francs to the

Junk of France. The assets of the societe will
Le assigned for the payment of the advances.

It is unders that the linbilities of the
socicte are under 60,000,000 franes.
